The commission, headed by John
E. Raine, of the Automotive Trade
Association of Maryland, planned
to submit the proposals to the Gen-
eral Assembly if the ruling limiting
legislation at the special session to
relief measures is modified.

Topping the recommendations
was a requirement that all drivers
of motor vehicles take an examina-
tion every ten years to prove their
fitness to retain thelr operatorns
cards. The minimum age would be
ralsed to 18 years unless, in special
cases, a youth of 16 or more has
been endorsed by a responsible
person.

The speed limit on through high-
ways in residential sections would
be raised from 25 to 30 miles an
hour. In conformity to the laws of
adjoining states, a driver reaching
an intersection first would be con-
sidered to have the right of way.

The term of office of the motor
vehicle commissioner would be
fixed at four years and his salary
at $6,000 a year. His term now is
two years at $4500 a vear. The
motor vehicle department would be
created separately from the motor
vehicle commissioner,

Motorist would be compelled to
register change in address or name
within 30 days, pedestrians to walk
on roadways facing traffic and to
cross at intersections and hitch-
hikers would be allowed to signal
for rides from the sidewalks but
not in the highway.

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WORLD PEACE AND
GERMANY

Washington, D, C.—S8ince the con-
clusion of the World War in 1918
civilized people have hoped for a
lasting peace in which to achieve
some degree of happiness. But the
peace imposed in 1918 had in it
many unjust provisions which, in
themselves, were sufficient cause of
war. Out of these, because of fear,
grew the policy of every Govern-
ment to build strong destructive
war forces as an instrument with
which to enforce peace.

Germany, by the terms of the
treaty of Versailles, was denied this
right, Within the last yvear she has
asserted it, and now she claims the
right to maintain a military force
on the Rhine.

There is no doubt but that the
Nations of Europe could, by force
of their arms, compell her to desist.
But those destructive machines have
been bullt to an extent so dangerous
that no sane statesman would as-
sume the responsibility of setting
them in motion so long as the act
complained of hed any semblance
of moral right. They fear to do so
would be the commission of the act
which would destroy civilization.

The proposal of Mr, Hitler to pool
the air forces of Europe and to
negotiate a treaty guaranting peace
for the next twenty five years is
the proposal made early in 1035, At
that time it was hoped that the
Senate would permit our entrance
in the World Court, thus placing us
in the position of sitting on a bench
rendering judicial decisions of in-
terpretation of a treaty guarantee-
INg peace.

Il does not seem possible that the
incident will be the cause of war,
On the other hand, in the opinion
of your correspondent, it will force
a treaty of peace without recourse
to war.

For years it has been the custom
of large corporations, the control
of which are in the hands of finan-
cially powerful families, to defer
distribution of a large portion of
their earnings.

Permits Are Required
Of Tourist Camps

Nearly a hundred tourist camps
in the counties of
Maryland, according to a recent
check-up of permits granted to
owners or operators of camps and
recreation grounds by the State De-
partment of Health, last year. The
total number of camps which met
the sanitary requirements, and
which were duly posted after in-
spections by the county health of-
ficers, or the State Department of
Health, was 167. Included in this
total were 93 tourist camps, 49 rec-
reation camps, 1 labor camp, 3
that were used for religious exer-
cises, and 21 picnic grounds.

In preparation for the coming
season, the director of the State
Department of Health has notified
camp owners or operators of the
sanitary requirements which must
be met before the camps may be
opened. No camp may be operated
without a permt. Permits do not
nold over from one season to anoth-
other. Whether for new or old
camps, permits must be secured for

the coming season.

The combined undivided earned
surplusses in the treasuries of this
small group of five corporations
equals the total amount the Presi-
dent is asking Congress to provide
in taxes,—8$1,300,000,000.

It seems that, for the time being
at least, we may be assured that
the poor and the middle class will
continue to bear the burden of tax-
atlon. It is yet a little early for a
Share The Wealth Program. 1940
will in all probablity be a more re-
ceiptive yearfor such a program.

The Interstate Commerce Com-
mission has ordered the American
rallroads to reduce passenger fares
to 2 cents a mile on coaches and 3
cents Jor Pullman cars, effective
June 2.

On the crack super-
service trains, the commission per-
mitted the rallroads to continue to
charge additional rates. The theory
followed in the reduction is that the
carriers will be able to increase
transportation demands by lower
prices, so as to recoup losses due to
motor carrier competition,

Successful In South

"Since 1923 the railroads of the
country have been suffering severe
losses in passenger traffic and reve-
nues,” the commission explained in
its report.

Southern and western railroads in
a number of instances have already
put the 2-cent fare rate into effect,
with resulting increases in number
of passengers. The chief effect of the
new order consequently will be felt
in the industrially populous East.
Some roads have already tried out
the 2-cent fare rates and have urged
the commission, with few exceptions,
to allow them to put their emergen-
cy 2-cent fare rates on a permanent
basis.

B, & 0. For Lower Rates

Among the roads favoring the re-
duction was the Baltimore & Ohio,
taking the view that a drastic re-
duction in passenger rates will re-
sult in a large increase in new pas-
sengers and income for its lines.
