Home gardeners and commercial
growers of vegetables are advised to
keep informed as to the value and

adaptability of new varieties and

strains which are developed, accord-
ing to W. R. Ballard, Extension hor-
of the University of
Maryland. Substantial progress 1s |
being made by seed growers and re-
search workers, he states, in supply-

ing varieties and strains of higher
quality, greater productivity, or
more resistant to attacks of dis-
enses.

The cost of seed is a relatively
small item, Mr. Ballard points out,
and a slight increase due to the
purchase of improved strains may
be much more than offset by great-
er vields at no additional outlay for
fertilizer, cultivation or disease con-
trol.

Use of certified seed stocks 1s
gradually increasing, it 1is stated,
and growers are finding that this
eliminates one definite hazard In
the way of diseases. This is partic-
ularly true with seed potatoes. De-
velopment of disease resistant
strains of peas, cabbage, Lomatoes,
and other vegetables marks a dis-
tinct advance in the war with plant
diseases.

As an example of the improve-
ment made through scientific plant
breeding, Mr. Ballard mentions the
new hvbrid strains ol sweet corn.
Not only are these strains of high
quality and productivity, he says,
but they are remarkably uniform in
the character of the product. He
mentions also the new Katahlin po-
tato, originated by the U, S. De-
partment of Agriculture, as an ex-
ample of the development of quali-
ty in a variety that is adapted to
many sections of Maryland. Grow-
ers are advised to follow the results
of demonstrations made with these
improved varieties, and to adopt
those which seem adapted to their
local conditions.

“Nearly one million rural boys
and girls are enrolled in 4-H clubs
as shown by the tentative figures
recently compiled for 1935,"” says the
director of extension work, Depart-
of Agriculture. The agents report-
ed an enrolilment of 997457 club
members in the United States, Ha-
wall, Puerto Rico and Alaska, ac-
cording to tentative figures. This ‘s
81,395 more members than in 1934,
or about a 9 per cent increase.

These young people are studying
improved methods of farming and
homemaking and are learning co-
operation and good citizenship un-
der the direction of extension agents
of the Department of Agriculture
and the state agricultural colleges.
National agents organized and car-
ried on the clubs with the help of
106,215 local volunteer club leaders.
Club work is carried on in 2,960
counties,

In addition to the 4-H Clubs,
nearly 45,000 other rural young peo-
ple have organized groups to study
with extension agents their prob-
lems on the farm and in the home,
This group shows an increase in
membership of 7,728 young farmers
and homemakers over the 1934 fig-
ures.
