Investigations of Politics
and Waste Resisted
by New Deal.

Administration efforts to pre-
wvent a full and fair bl-partisan in-
veatigation of WPA waste and po-

tical Irregularities are called the
'biggest blunder thus far In the
INew Deal's election-year actlivities.
Prominent Democrats have ex-
pressed disapproval of any Ssup-
pression of facts, In less than three
years more than $7,000,000,000 has
been spent for relief by the Fed-
'‘eral Government alone. Almost
$10,000,000,000 has been allocated
'for rellef purposes.

These huge sums have been dis-
posed of by President Roosevelt
and his assoclates, The work has
been directed almost exclusively
by New Dealers chosen largely for
thelr loyalty to the party machine.
Allotments of money, it is charged,
have been governed in many In-
stances by political considerations
rather than by the needs of Indl-
viduals and communities.

Robinson Uses Strategy.

When the senate commlittee re-
cently reported favorably a resolu-
tion calling for a general investl-
gation of WPA the report was
hastily recalled. Senator Joseph T.
Robinson, New Deal leader, ar-
ranged for the appointment of two
additional New Deal Senators to the
small committee, Another resolu-
tion was drawn up, in milder form.
It 18 not antlclpated that the result
of an Inquiry so constituted will be
elther lmpartial or useful

Senator Rush D. Holt, Democrat,
of West Virginia, has made half
a dozen speeches on the floor of the
Senate, In one of which he declared:

“I charge that WPA In the State
"of West Virginia was bullt for a
factional political machine.”

Calls Inquiry “Fraud.”

He denounced WPA methods in
his State as a disgrace. He sald
that some of the needy were de-
prived of ald because of the waste
of funds by and among politicians,
Upon repeating demands for an In-
vestigation of his charges, Harry

* Hopkins, WPA Administrator, sent
his own agents to West Virginia,
No Irregularities were reported by
these Investigators. Senator Holt
challenged the report as a ‘“farce”
and a “fraud.” He sald that send-
ing Hopkins agents to make an In-
vestigation of WPA was like send-
ing “Baby Faced Nelson to Inves-
tigate Dillinger."

Charges of misuse of rellef funds
in Pennsylvanlia have been made by
Senator James J, Davis of that
State. Former Governor Plnchot of
Pennsylvania had previously made
charges in writing and over the
radlo, Administration of rellef In
Michigan was challenged and rum-
blings of dissent have come from
various other States.

constitutional practices of the Sen-
ate Lobby Committee Is expressed
in petitions slgned by thousands
of men and women and malled to
the national headquarters of the
American llberty League at Wash-
Ington, D. C. Sentiment In op-
position to the methods of the Com-
mittee and of the Federal Commu.
nieations Commission was crystal-
jzed by two addresses delivered re-
cently over the radio by Jounett
Shouse, President of the Lilberty
League,

In his address on the “Right of
Petitlon” Mr, Shouse asked listen-
ers who wished to be aligned with
the defense of constitutiomal llber-
tiles to join In a natlonal petition
of protest. So great was the re-
sponse by mall and telegraph that
printed petitions were prepared and
distributed.

The text of the petition follows:

“We, the undersigned cltizens of
the United States, protest agalnst
the high-handed actions of the Sen-
ate Lobby Investigating Committee
and of the Federal Communications
Commission in the wholesale selz-
ure, without authority, of private
telegrams of Individuals and or-
ganizations—even messages between
husband and wife—because :

“1. Such action 18 an outrageous
violation of the Constitution of the
Unlted States. (Amendments, Ar-
ticle IV, Blll of Rights.)

2. Such action violates funda-
mentals of decency as we have
known them In this country slnce
the American Revolution.

“3. And, because, If such prac-
tices are allowed to continue indl-
vidual liberty Is at an end.

“We authorize the American Lib-
erty League to transmit fhis pe-
tition of Protest to the Senate of
the United States with our request
+that Immediate steps be taken to
put an end to such practices.”

How Inflation
Hurts Farmer

Period of False Prosperity
Is Always Followed
by Distress.

By WALTER E. SPAHR

Secretary, Economists National
Committee on Monetary Policy
and Member of the National Ad-
visory Council of the American
Liberty League,

While currency Inflation Is taking
place some classes appear to bene-
fit, notably the farmer. For this
reason the prinelpal farm leaders
are advocating currency Inflation,
Drives for currency Inflation In this
country have been, and are today,
to a large extent agrarian move-
ments, The benefits In the case of
the farmer, a8 with other classes,
are apparent and not real. They
fade Into dismal disaster,

Several Important factors con-
tribute to the relatively favorable
position glven the farmer by cur-
rency Inflation. The prices of his
products rise rapidly. At the same
time he tends to hold his expenses
per unit of product down for a con-
slderable time. He delays buylng
new equipment. He does not add to
his Investments In land or bulldings.
He holds down his labor supply.
Thesge things give the farmer an un-
usual and most welcome margin of
profit with which to pay his debts.

Accumulates Debts.

After these debts are pald, how-
ever, he will begin to consider ways
and means of expansion. He will
restore his depreclated property,
buy néw equipment, Increase his
number of employees, and perhaps
purchase new bulldings and land.
When he begins buying he will find
that the prices are rising rapldly
or have risen to startling helghts.
To buy before prices rise further
will seem prudent. The tendency
to borrow In order to buy will in-
crense, Thus as Inflation continues
farm debts will mount steadlly.

The burden and distress assocl-
ated with old debts will be for-
gotten, The steadlly rising prices of
agricultural products will appear to
provide ample assurance that all 1s
well, The more the currency 18 In-
flated the higher the prices will rise
and the greater wlill be the amount
of new debts accumulated,

Conditions After 1920,

Then comes the headache, In
time the Inflation of the currency
will come to an end, prices will col-

lapse; and-the dangers and burdens

of the debts will become palnfully
apparent., Enforced liguidation will
begin its destructive course. Dis-
tress and suffering will become
widespread, Farmers wlll realize
then that once again they are llving
through the hard times which In-
variably follow an inflation,

The difficulties which farmers
have experienced since the collapse
of 1920 have been due largely to the
credit Inflatlon which took place
during the World war and to the
related maladjustments which the
war and inflatlon generated. Perlods
of falllng prices and ligquidation
are almost invariably caused by a
receding period of currency Infla-
tion. Therefore to urge inflation as
a means of overcoming the distress
of depression is but to prepare the
way for another perlod of distress,

An Instance of giving WPA Jjobs
to political payrollers Is cited in the
St. Louls Post-Dispatch, The Works
Progress administration recently
started work under an allocation of
£181,800 on a project to develop and
improve parks In East St, Louls,
The superintendent of the work will
be Emmet P, Griffin, leader of the
New Deal faction in East St. Louls

' and superintendent of parks In that

district. Griffin already Is recelving
£7.000 in the political job and will
receive $250 a month as superin-
tendent of the \WPA project. Three
other employees of the park distriet
also have been placed on the WPA
project payroll, thereby doubling
thelr income.

Fred G. Austin, WPA administra-
tor, admitted, according to the
Post-Dispatch, that there was a rule
forbidding placing of WPA employ-
ges on political recommendation,
Austin explained that the WPA,
however, kept hunds oft these ap-
pointments as a concession to polit-
{cal bodies, in the hope that by 80
doing it would be easler to Interest
political bodies In backing WPA
projects.
