He was under the Influence
of his uncle, Keawemauhill, the
principal chief of the Hlilo district,
and because of that fact the chlefs
of Kona feared they would be un-
falrly treated In the distribution of
land, So five of them decided to
act together to protect their inter-
ests and they persunded Kame-
hameha to become thelir leader,

After some years Kamehameha
and Keawemauhlll patched up their
differences and the lalter sent a
number of his warrlors to ald the
former In a campalgn against Maul
and Oahu. Keoua wns 80 enraged
by this that he made an attack on
the Hllo distriet and defeated and
killed Keawemauhill. Keoua then
invaded Kamehameha's territory
and ravaged two of Its districts,
but was soon driven out of that
part of the island of Hawall

In the summer of 1791 Keoua
was killed and Kamehameha be-
came undisputed ruler of the whole
{sland of Hawall. He then began
dreaming of extending his conquests
over all the other islands, His prin-
cipal obstacle, however, was the
strength which had been developed
by Kahekill, the king of Maul, who
had succeeded In making himself
overlord of Maul, Molokal, Oahu
and Kaual. For several years the
war between these two kings went
on Intermittently, culminating in an
invasion of Hawail by Kaheklll and
his brother Kaeo, To repel this at-
tack Kamehameha collected a large
fleet of war cances with which he
met and defeated the fleet of hils
enemy off the north coast of Ha-
wall, In this naval battle each side
used cannon which they had ob-
talned from white fur traders and
Kamehameha's victory was large-

After this battle there was a
period of peace In the islands. The
aged king, Kahekill, died In the
summer of 1794 and his lands were
divided between his brother and
his son, Kalanlkupule, ruling over
Oahu and Molokal and Kaeo keep-
ing control of Maul and Kaual. But
uncle and nephew soon were In-
volved in war, and In 1794 Kaeo
was killed, Kamehameha now saw
his chance to complete his conquest
of the Islands,

Accordingly he summoned his
chiefs and warriors and collected
the largest army In the history of
Hawall, Embarking In a great fleet
of war canoes, the expedition salled
from Hawall In February, 1705, for
Maul. After taking possession of
that Island, Kamehameha next oc-
cupled Molokal and then salled
to Oahn, where he landed at Wal-
kiki., During this passage one of
the principal chlefs, Kalana, desert-
ed with his followers and Jolned
Kalanikupule where his army was
posted In the Nuuanu valley.

But despite this defectilon Kame-
hameha won an overwhelming vie-
tory over the enemy. Hundreds of
Kalanikupule's men, Including the
traitor, Kanlnna, were killed In bhat-
tle and a large number were driven
over the precipice to thelr deaths
on the rocks below. Kalanlkupule
wns among those who escaped but,
after wandering about In the
mountalns for several months, he
was captured and sacrificed to the
war god, Kukallimoku,

Although this victory was a de
clslve one, there still remained the
islands of Kaual and Mliihau to be
conquered. Moreover, during Kame-
hameha's absence from Hawall a
brother of Kalana had led a revolt
on that Island and galned posses-
gion of a large part of {t. But In
the fall of 1796 Kamehameha re
turned and In a battle fought near
Hlilo quickly crushed the rebellion
This marked the end of Kamehn.
meha's wars. From that time on he
conld devote his time to bullding up
the emplre of which he had dreamed.
There was no one left powerful
enough to oppose his rule.
