Heavier laxes
Faced by Poor

Government to Increase
Collections From the

Householder.

Students of recent developments
in the nation's finances predict an-
other tax bill after election. Al-
though tax collections in the fiscal
year 1936 were higher than at any
time since 1930, expenditures by the
Roosevelt administration continue
to increase. More and more revenue
will be necessary to meet continu-
ing extravagances and revenue can
only come by taxation of all classes
of the people.

The tax measure, forced through
the last congress by Mr. Roosevelt,
is now beginning to take on its true
outlines. It was not primarily a
revenue act but an election year ef-
fort to impose more regulation, or
“reform’’ on business. The $700,000,-
000 revenue proposed by the 1836
tax bill could have been gained by
simple government economies, as
suggested by Democratic Senators.
But economy has not begun to oper-
ate, except in political platforms,
speeches and promises.

Blow at Employment.

Mr. Roosevelt's plan to force the
breaking up of business surpluses,
on the pretense that these safety re-
gserves were escaping taxation has
put a brake on recovery without
materially contributing to the Gov-
ernment revenue, The 1936 tax act
makes it more difficult for business
and industry, representing the great
employer group, to put aside sufli-
cient reserves to hire more people,
expand their operations and retain
a surplus as a protection against
troublous periods,

With this abrupt interruption of a
short ‘‘breathing spell’ for business,
confidence again has been weak-
ened. In addition the next Congress
must return again to the necessity
of passing a real tax measure, a
measure that will raise large reve-
nues. It is shown by Washingion
analysts that these collections will
have to come from the rank and file
of Americans and not from the so-
called rich. Many thousands of small
investors already have been hard
hit by the 1936 tax act because they
are owners of small blocks of shares
in the corporations that have Jjust
been ‘‘disciplined’’ by the Adminis-
tration.

Taxes Come Into View.

As taxes are heaped upon manu-
facturers, shop-keepers, power coms-
panies, motor cars and fuel produc-
ers, transportation and capital those
taxes will be passed on to the con-
sumer in the form of higher prices
for food and other necessities. The
average man and woman for some
years have been paying the taxes
thus made necessary by Govern-
ment demands, but have not real-
jzed that they were being taxed.
Even the poor have paid their
share. It is predicted the hiding of
taxes will become more difficult as
Government spending and taxing
continue to grow. As one bank ex-
pert put it, the hidden tax soon will
cease to be ‘‘painless.”

In the fiscal vear ended June 30,
1036, the Federal Treasury's re-
ceipts from all sources were $4,115,-
056,615. Of that sum income taxes,
both individual and corporate, ac-
counted for only about one-third,
namely, $1,426,575,433, despite In-
come tax rates higher than any pre-
viously imposed in peacetime, The
larger portion of the Federal rev-
enue, namely, $2,000,626,790, was
not derived from income levies.
That figure includes taxes on estates,
gifts, capital stock and excess profits,
but these taken together account for
only about five hundred million. The
remaining three-quarters of this ma-
jor item in Federal income is col-
lected in taxes upon scores of items
of daily use, such as tobacco, numer-
ous manufactured articles, alcoholic
beverages, etc. Among the com-
modities included are such articles
as chewing gum, watches, gasoline,
tires, inner tubes, radio“sets and re-
rigerators. Also ineluded are taxes
on coal, theater admissions and tele-
phone and telegraph messages.

It is estimated that nearly three-
fourths of all of the families of two
or more persons in the United States
have annual incomes of less than
$2,500 and therefore pay no individ-
ual income taxes. But through their
purchases of the necessities of daily
life and a few modest ‘Juxuries"
they share a tremendous tax burden
equal to if not greater than the
amount®raised by all income levies,
both individual and corporate. Many
of these censumers of modest means
doubtless believe that they do not
pay taxes because they do not have
to file income tax returns, But they
do pay taxes in the form of higher
prices of food, clothing and other
necessaries. \

Crop Shortage Shows
Folly of Potato Act

Drought has caused a shortage
of potatoes and prices are higher
than at any previous time in ten
years, The situation has again
called attention to the notorious
potato act of 1935, Under that act
the secretary of agriculture was
authorized to say how many pota-
toes should be grown for sale. It
was proposed to reduce production
by telling every potato-raiser how
many bushels he could produce for
market.

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Spoils System
Picks Up Speed

New Deal Adds More to
Rolls; Merit System
Is Ignored

Month after month the records of
the United States Civil Service Com-
mission show increases in the Fed-
eral payroll. Not only are large
numbers of New Deal supporters be-
ing hired for both emergency and
regular departments of the Govern-
ment, but many thousands continue
on the rolls without any regard to
the merit system. Mr. Roosevelt
repeatedly has declared his approval
of selection of employes by civil
gservice examination, but for three
years armies of men and women
have been taken care of under the
Farley spoils system.

The payroll of the executive de-
partment alone showed the enor-
mous number of 810,418 employes
for the month of April, The May re-
port reveals that this host of New
Deal payrollers has increased to
817,866. Washington observers are
calling attention to the fact that as
New Deal leaders continue to point
with pride to the New Deal's rescue
of the country more '‘emergency'’
help is required by the bureaucrats.

Tugwell Payroll Grows

Harry Hopkins' administration of
Works Progress now has 35,257 em-
ployes in addition to the 3,500,000 or
more now on Work Relief. Secre-
tary Wallace is using 18,657Temployes
for his emergency conservation
work and will have 100,000 field work-
ers on the job before election day.
Rexford Guy Tugwell needs 19,544
for his resettlement work although
Congress specifically objected to

voting money for relief and recov-
ery unless it was assured Mr, Tug-
well's experiments would get none
of the funds appropriated. The Tug-
well group indicated its contempt
for Congress when it added almost
1,000 employes in May.

The Civil Service report has an
item called ‘'Director's Office'’ of
the Emergency Conservation work.
This office has only 60 employes,
but a footnote at the bottom of the
table carries the following interest-
ing additional information:

“Reports in addition to regular
personnel; 277 nurses, 7,532 mili-
tary personnel, 346,580 enrollees
(Civilian Conservation Corps),
1,327 intermittent employees, 0.~
061 enrolled Indians, 1,135 enroll-
ees in Hawaii, and 193 enrollees in
the Virgin Islands." .

These footnote additions made a
total of 364,005 employes. If added
to the 817,586 on the main list the
grand total of Executive Depart-
ment payrollers would be 1,181,861,

The aggregate net payroll for the
Civil Executive branch for the month
of May was $126,867,718. At thatrate
the annual payroll for this branch
alone would be in excess of $1,500,-
000,000. That amount is more than
the entire receipts of the Govern-
ment from income taxes in the fis-
cal year 1936, Bureaucracy and the
gpoils system are expensive New
Deal items.

“Emergency’’ Is Excuse

These conditions have been grow-
ing worse for three years and Wash-
ington is asking why reform, if de-
sirable after election, would not be
equally desirable between now and
November., At present most of the
departments hire employees only
after the applicant has submitted
recommendations from his or her
district New Deal party leader. Mr.
Rooseveltl's destruction of merit sys-
tern standards always has been at-
tributed to the necessity for haste
in getting men and women to work,
It is now considered by friends of
the merit system that that excuse
has grown threadbare.

The Washington Post has protested
editorially that the spoils system
even had invaded the air service.
The Post says:

“Among the recommendations
made by the Senate sub-commit-
fee which has been investigating
the Bureau of Air Commerce is a
proposal that all employes except
division heads be brought under
civil service rules and regulations
and that promotion be based sole-
ly upon merit. This stress upon
the importance of the merit sys-
tem is strong indirect proof that
the committee considers politics
and the spoils system to be largely
to blame for the disrepute into
which the air service has fallen,"

which might drop from a bureau-

open for ‘Improvement of condi-
tion to all”"
