Returns from Maryvland special
relief taxes, which became effective
April 1, rose to $1,683,145.85 as $245,-

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Health Department
Warns of Typhoid

A case of typhoid fever has been
reported in the central part ol
Montgomery- County, and the prob-
able source of infection 1s the
drinking water from a polluted
stream or polluted spring. Appar-
ently many people do not realize
that the water in the small or large
streams, even in the open country,
is almost always heavily contami-
nated. Even water which s per-
fectly clear, cold and of good taste
may carry live typhoid germs.

Typhoid germs come from the ex-
creta of persons suffering from ty-
phoid fever or from healthy car-
riers of the disease. Naturally, the
discharges from either of these will
contaminate nearby streams if these
people do not use sanitary outside
toilets or bathrooms connected with
sewers or sanitary disposal fields.

Another case of typhold fever re-
cently occurred in the county in a
family living one-half mile from a
carrier known to the Health De-
partment. The carrier was using
insanitary toilet and was probably
also polluting the ground which
drained into a nearby stream. The
who contracted the typhoid
had often played in this stream,
and it is likely that when thirsty
he had drunk some of the water.
