with sirup. Pour the hot mush into
greased baking powder cans, kept
for the purpose. When cold it slices
without waste or crumbling.

When food scorches while cook-
ing, set the dish in another of cold
water—the steam rising from the
food will dissipate the scorched fla-
vor if it is not really burned.

To remove burned food from a
dish without scratching, add soda
to cold water and simmer until the
food is softened.

Aluminum dishes which have
been scraped will always have
rough spots to catch food and cause
burning. They should be rebuffed
or they will always burn easily.

Lettuce, endive and such crisp
green foods should be served at
once after the dressing is added
as they wilt readily. Keep lettuce
well washed, in a thin bag of cheese-
cloth in the ice chest. It will be
ready at a moment's notice to sup-
ply the salad.

With raw fruits and vegetables s0
popular, did you ever try using fresh
young turnips cut on the coarse
grater or shredder, also young un-
cooked beets, served on lettuce with
a snappy dressing, either french or
boiled? Sprinkle with fresh grated
coconut, add a bit of sugar and you
will have one of the prettiest of
salads and it will taste very good,

ERNOR OF MARYLAND PRO-

POSING AMENDMENTS TO

THE CONSTITUTION OF THE
STATE

WHEREAS, at the January ses-
sion of the General Assembly of
Maryland, held in the year 1935,
an Act was passed, to wit: Chapter
426 proposing an amendment to
Section 21 of Article 4 of the Con-
stitution of the State of Maryland,
title “Judiciary Department,” sub-
title “Part I1I-Circuit Courts” pro-
viding for an additional Judge in
the Sixth Judicial Circuit of Mary-
land, and to provide for the sub-
mission of said amendment to the
qualifred voters of this State for
adoption or rejection; and

WHEREAS, at the January ses-
sion of the General Assembly of
Maryland, held in the year 19356,
an Act was passed, to wit: Chapter
584 proposing an amendment to
Section 13 of Article 3 of the Con-
stitution of the State of Maryland,
title “Legislative Department,”
providing for the appointment of
persons by the Governor to fill va-
cancies in the House of Delegates
or in the Senate of the General
Assembly of Maryland and pro-
viding for the submission of said
amendment to the qualified voters
of the State for adoption or re-
jection; and

WHEREAS, at the Extraordin-
ary session of the General Assembly
of Maryland, held in the year 1936,
an Act was passed, to wit: Chapter
1561 proposing an amendment to
Qection 39 of Article III of the
Constitution of the State of Mary-
land, titfle “Legislative Depart-
ment,” so as to strike out the provi-
sion therein to the effect that the
General Assembly shall grant no
eharter for banking purposes, nor
renew any banking corporation now
in existence, except upon the con-
dition that the stockholders shall
be liable to the amount of their
regpective share or shares of stock
in such banking institution, for all
its debts and liabilities upon note,
bill or otherwise; and providing for
the submission of said amendment
to the qualified voters of the State
of Maryland for adoption or rejec-
tion: in words and figures as fol-
lows:

CHAPTER 4268
AN ACT to amend Section 21 of Article 4,

title “Judiciary Department,” sub-title
“Part I11-Circuit Courts” of the Consti-
tution of this State, and to provide for the
submissi of said amendment to the
qualified voters of this State for adoption
or rejection.

Section 1. Be it enacted by the General
Assembly of Maryland, That three-fifths of
all the members elected to each of the two
houses concurring, that the following sec-
tion be and the same is hereby proposed as
an amendment to Bection 21 of Article 4,
title ~ “Judiclary Department,” sub-title
“pPart I11-Circuit Courts” of the Constitu-
tion of this State, and If adopted by the
legal and qualified voters thereof ns herein
provided, it shall supersede and stand in the
place and stead of Section 21 of said Article
4.

21. For each of the said circuits, except-
ing the eighth and the third and the sixth,
thers shall be a chief judge and two pssocis
ate judges, to be styled judges of the Circuit
Court, to be elected or appointed as herein
provided, and for the third circuit and for
the sixth eircuit, there.shall be a chief judge
and three nssociate judges to be styled
judges of the Circuit Court, to be elected or
appointed as herein provided. And no two
of Faid associate judges, for any of the said
circuits, except the third and sixth eircuits
shall, at the time of their election or appoint-
ment or during the term for which they
may Have been elected or appointed, reside
in the same county. If two or more persons
shall be ecandidates for associate judge in
the same county in any of the circuits, ex-
cept the third and sixth ecircuits. that one
only in said eounty shall be declared elected
who has the highest number of votes in the
eircult. In case any two candidates for asso-
ciate judge in any of the circuits, except the
third and sixth eircuits, residing in the same
county shall have an equal number of votes
greater than any other eandidates for asso-
ciate judge in the circuit, it shall be the
duty of the Governor to order a new election
for one associate judge; but the person
residing in any other county of the circuit
and who has the highest number of voles
shall be declared elected. The said judges
shall hold not less than two terms of the
Cireuit Court in each of the counties come-
posing their respective circuits, at such
times as are now or may hereafter be pre-
scribed to which jurors shall be summoned ;
and in those counties where only two such
terms are held, two other and intermedinte
terms, to which jurors shall not be sum-
moned : they may alter or fix the time for
holding any or all terms, until otherwise
prescribed, and shall adopt rules to the end
that all business not requiring the interpo-
sition of the jury shall be, ns far as practic.
able, disposed of at said intermediate terms.
One judge in each of the above circuits, in-
eluding the third and sixth circuits, shall
constitute a quorum for the transaction of
any business; and the said judges or any
of them may hold special terms of their
eourts, whenever in their discretion, the
business of the several counties renders such
terms necessary. The additional associate
judge for the third circuit herein provided
for (shall be elected by the qualified voters
of Baltimore and Harford Counties, at the
first election that shall be held in said
counties subsequent to the adoption of this
amendment, and the judge so elected) shall
be subjeect to the same constitutional pro-
visions, haold his office for the same terms of
years, receive the same compensation and
have the same powera RS are herein pro-
vided for the other associate judges in the
third eircuit.

The additional judge for the sixth ecircuit
herein provided for shall be elected by the
qualified voters of Frederick and Montgome.
ery Counties at the first election that shall
ba held in said eountiea subsequent to the
adoption of this amendment and none shali
be appointed before that time. The judge
so elected ahall be subject to the same
constitutional provisions, receive the same
compensation and have the same powers as
are herein provided for the other associate
judges in the sixth eircuit. The Chiel Judge
may be elected from either Frederick or
Montgomery Counties, but when the Chief
Judge is elected from Frederick County one
of the mnssociate judges shall be a resident
of said County and the two remaining asso-
siate judges shall be residents of Mont-
gomery County and when the Chief Judge
s elected from Montgomery County one of
the mssociate judges shall be a resident of
wid Montgomery County and the ~emaining
wo associate judges residents of Frederick
‘ounty. In ease any candidate or candidates
‘or associate judge at any judicial election
seld In the sixth judicial eircuit shal, receive
wfficlent votes to cause such candidate cr

l

candidatea to be declared elected, but the elec-
tion of such candidate or eandidates wnuld
cause more nssocinte judges than herein
permitted to reside in any ecounty of said
clreuit, then and in that event only that
candidate or those eandidates, as the case
may be, residing in said county in the order
of the votes received shall be declared elested
whose eleetion would provide the permitted
number of associate judges from said county
and 1he candidate or eandidates as the case
may be, residing in the other county, and
not similarly disqualified, who shall have the
next highest number of votes in said election
shall be declared elected. If, by reason of
such & condition or by reason of an equal
vote for two or more candidates a sufflcient
number of associate judges duly qualified ns
to residence as above set out should not be
elected at any election in said sixth judi-
cial eirenit, then it shall be the duty of the
Governor to order a new election for such
unfilled office or offices.

And be it further enacted, That
the aforegoing section hereby proposed ar
an amendment to the Constitution of this
State shall be, at the next general election
to be held in this State in the year 1836,
submitted to the legal and qualified volers
thereof for their adoption or rejection in
pursuance of directions contained in Article
14 of the Constitution of this State, and at
the sald general election, the vote on the
said proposed amendment shall be by ballot,
and upon each ballot there shall be printed
the words “"For the Constitutional Amend-
ment” and *“Against the Constitutional
Amendment,” as now prescribed by law. and
immedintely after said election, due returns
shall be made to the Governor of the vote
for and against said proposed amendment
as directed by said Article 14 of the Con-
stitution.

voters of the State for adoption or rejec-
tion.

Bection 1. Be It enacted by the General
Assembly of Maryland (three-fifths of ail of
the members of each of the two Houses con-
curring), That the following amendment {s
hereby proposed to Section 13 of Article 3
of the Constitution of the State of Maryland,
title “Legislative Department,” the same,
it adopted by the legally qualified voters of
the State as herein provided, to become Sec-
tlon 13 of Article 3 of the Consatitution of
the State of Maryland. :

Bection 18. In case of death, disqualifi-
eation, resignation, refusal to act, expulsion,
or removal from the eounty or city for which
he shall have been elected, of any person
who shall have been chosen as a Delegate
or Senator, or in case of a tie between two
or more such qualified persons, the Governor
shall appoint a person to fill such vacancy
from s person whose nama shall be gub-
mitted to him In writing by the GState
Central Committee of the political party
with which the Delegate or Senator, so va-
eating, had been affiliated in the County or
District from which he or she was elected,
provided that the appointee shall be of the
same political party ss the person whose
office is to be filled ; and it shall be the duty
of the Governor to make said appointment
within fifteen days after the submission
thereof to him. In the event there is no
State Central Committee in the County or
District from which said vacancy is to be
filled, the Governor shall within fifteen days
after the occurrence of such vacancy appoint
a person who is otherwise properly qualified
to hold the office of delegate or senator in
such District or County. In every casc when
any person is so appointed by the Governor,
his appointment shall be deemed to be for
the unexpired term of the person whose
office has become vacant.

Bec. 2. And be it further enacted by the
authority aforesaid, That said aforegoing
gection, hereby proposed as an amendment
to the Constitution, shall be at the nexti
general election for members of the Hcuse
of Representatives of Congress held in this
State submitted to the legal and qualified
voters of the State for adoption or rejection,
in pursuance of the directions contained in
Article 14 of the Constitution of this State,
and at the said general election the vote on
the said proposed amendment to the Con-
stitution shall be by ballot, and upon ench
ballot there shall be printed the words “For
the Constitutional Amendment,” and
“Against the Constitutional Amendment,”
as now provided by law, and immediately
after said election due returns shall be made
to the Governor of the vote for and against
said proposed amendment, as directed by
sald Fourteenth Article of the Constitution,
and further proceedings had in accordance
with said Article Fourteen.

Constitution of the State of Maryland.

Sec. 30. The books, papers and accounts
of all banks shall be apen to inspection under
such regulations as may be prescribed by
law,

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted by the
authority aforesaid, That said foregoing
section, hereby proposed as an amendment
to the Constitution, shall be, at the next
general election to be held in this State in
the year nineteen hundred and thirty-six,
submitted to the legal and qualified voters
thereof, for their adoption or rejection, in
pursuance of directions contained in Article
X1V of the Constitution of this State, and
at the said general election the vote on the
said proposed amendment to the Constitu-
tion shall be by ballot, and upon sach ballot
there shall be printed the following synopsis
of said amendment under the caption of
“Constitutionn! Amendment' amending Sec-
tion 39 of Article III, title “Legislative De-
partment,” of the Constitution of Mary-
land.

This amendment provides for striking out
the provision that the General Assembly
shall grant no charter for banking purposes,
nor renew any banking corporation now in
existence, except upon the condition that
the stockholders shall be liable to the amnount
of their respective share or shares of stock
in such banking institution, for all ita debts
and liabilitites upon note, bill or otherwise ;
