Preservation of American
System of Government
at Stake.

JExperts on pre - election trends
recognize that not for three genera-
tions has the Constitution been so
dominant in American thought as
in the 1936 campaign, Various issues
have been raised in the New Deal's
defense of its four-year record but
the experts believe that many thou-
sands will go to the polls particu-
larly to vote on this one fundamen-
tal question:

Shall the American system of Gov-
ernment be preserved?

In the press, on the radio and from
public rostrums warnings have been
issued that constitutional self-gov-
ernment may be at stake in the
election. It is predicted that great
numbers of voters who are classed
as stay-at-homes will be eager to
cast a ballot this year on a matter
so universally important.

Appeal To Voters.

In advance of the primaries last
Spring the American Liberty
League issued a call to all voters to
go to the polls this year. The League
is a nation-wide organization whose
basic purpose is to uphold and de-
fend the Constitution., It issued a
letter to its more than 100,000 mem-
bers to inaugurate a Get-Out-The-
Vote Campaign. The appeal was
made to adherents of all parties,
regardless of how they proposed to
vote. There was a favorable re-
sponse from all sections of the
country and this was emphasized
by widespread expression of ap-
proval in the press.

Millions Don’'t Vole.

It was brought out in the League
letter that 30,000,000 potential voters
failed to take advantage of their
right to cast ballots in the presi-
dential election of 1932, After citing
the importance of the constitutional
issue the letter said:

“‘In such circumstances every
citizen owes a duty to himself,
to his family and to his Nation.
His duty is the free and intelligent
exercise of his right of franchise—
his vote. The ballot which a free
citizen casts may be compared
with the payment of a premium
upon his insurance policy. If the
premium is not paid, the policy
lapses and he and his family lose
the protection for which he has
labored and saved for years. The
exercise of your right to vote con-
stitutes the premium you pay to
protect the most valuable insur-
ance policy ever written—the
Constitution of the United
States.”

Fifty-three per cent of the poten-
tial voters on the average remained
away from the polls in the last four
presidential elections. It 1s generally
anticipated that this average will
be considerably reduced on Novems-

ber 3.

Probe of Politics
in Relief Delayed

Demands for investigation of al-
leged misuse of relief funds for po-
litical purposes were made many
months ago but it was not until late
September that the Senate Commit-
tee on Campaign Expenditures final-
ly decided to investigate. Condi-
tions in Pennsylvania, it was an-
nounced, would be the subject of an
inquiry. Charges that relief admin-
istrators were squandering money
and were requiring those on the re-
lief rolls to line up with the New
Deal had been made by many prom-
inent individuals, including former
Governor Gifford Pinchot and Sen-
ator James J. Davis.

Exploiting human misery for po-
litical purposes is a charge that is
s0 offensive to American ideals that
it might have been expected that
the New Deal would seize the first
opportunity to clear itself.

Dividends and Taxes

A striking example of the huge
slice taken from business incomes
by the tax collector is found in a
recent report of the American Pe-
troleum Institute, A study of the
1035 financial reports of 14 oil com-
panies whose total net worth repre-
sents more than one-third of all
capital invested in the petroleum in-
dustry indicates that payments for
dividends were only 22 per cent as
large as payments for taxes, Car-
owners are probably bearing the
heaviest burden of these taxes.

Civil Service

The merit system of appointments
to government jobs has suffered un-
der t ew Deal. The last annual
repor e Civil Service Commis-
sion states that at the end of the
fiscal year 1933 the competitive
classified service represented only
63.3 per cent of all civil employees
in the Executive branch. During
the preceding administration this
group represented about 80 per cent
of the total.

The Federal Payroll.

On February 28, 1933, just before
the New Deal administratior came
in, the number of civil officers and
employees on the Federal payroll
was 563,487. On June 30, 1936, the
end of the last fiscal year, this pay-
roll total was 824,250, an increase
of about 46 per cent,

Repeal of federal taxes on motor
fuels would reduce the amount of
money taken from Maryland by the
federal automotive taxes, it is said
by Joseph P. Lanigan, secretary of
the Maryland Petroleum Industries
committee., Mr., Lanigan explained
that U, S. Bureau of Internal] Rev-
enue reports indicate that these two
