Surveys by the American Legion in Cleveland
and Detroit have determined how veterans in those
cities spent the bonus money they received five
months ago, and gives a fairly accurate idea of what
probably took place all over the United States. The
money in the main went for useful and necessary
purposes and brought hope and a better morale to
many a man and his family who were reaching the
end of their resources.

There are typical cases recited by the survey in
which men, who had been wounded too severely to
take regular employment, had set up small businesses
and happiness was attained in a variety of ways.
One man and wife satisfied their desire for children
by adopting three. Perhaps one of the outstanding
cases of the country is that of a veteran who received
$1,600. He had worked at hat blocking and cleaning.
A hat factory which had gone into bankruptey was
to be sold at auction. The veteran bought it for
$1,200, and now he has thirty-five men working for
him and is on the road to prosperity. Another bet
$800 of his $1,000 on Schmeling in his fight with Louis
at eight to one, and came out winner of $6,400,

Of course, some of the money was wasted. But
in greater part it went into legitimate channels.—
Annapolis Gazette.
