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PHYSICAL AUDITING
TIME NOW AT HAND

Treat yourself to a physical audit
if you have not had one made lately,

is the advice of the Director of the
State Department of Health, 1o
grown-ups in Maryland.

Go to your doctor and to your
dentist, find out how you gstand so
far as your physical resources are
concerned. If your reserve supply
of health needs watching or if you
have been overdrawing your account
they can help you either to build
it up again or to conserve what you
have.

We all start out in life with a
certain amount of biological capi-
tal We conserve our physical re-
sources and build up our health ac-
count by hygienic living. The ac-
count needs close watching, be-
cause we draw more heavily upon
it than we realize, in the ordinary
and extraordinary wear and tear of
daily life, when we disregard the
rules of health and when we have
ilinesses of any sort. Unless we have
the account balanced from time 1o
time, we are likely to find ourselves
with very little reserve supply to
our credit.

This is particularly true of grown-
ups. The health accounts of a
great many young children, and of
girls and boys of school age, are
audited regularly, through the child
health conferences that are a fea-
ture of health protection work,
everywhere, and through the peri-
odical physical examination and in-
spection of school children.

Thomas J. Lea, Former

Resident, Dies At 98

Thomas J. Lea, a well-known
resident of Sandy Spring for many
vears, and a descendant of the pi-
oneers of America, died this week
at the age of nearly 99 years, at
the home of his son, Edward Lea,
in Morrisville, Pa.

Mr. Lea's grandfather came te
Sandy Spring about 120 years ago
and settled near Brinklow, and he
was born near Sandy Spring, the
son of Edward and Deborah Lea.

Mr. Lea was connected with the
Shepherd Pratt Hospital in his
youth, but most of his working life
was passed in agricultural pursuits.

He was a lifelong member of the
Hicksite Meeting of Friends at San.
dy Spring and of the Farmers En-
terprise Club and Horticultural So-
ciety. He supported the cause of
the North in the War Between the
States and paild for a substitute to
fight in the Federal Army.

Mr. Lea was a descendent of the
Lea family that operated the former
Lea Mills in Wilmington, Del,
which now are used as an art in-
stitute.

The high lights of the report Were
a review of the work of the ortho-
pedic Clinic and the rocommenda-
tions of the Executive Commitiee,
excerpts from which follow:

Orthopedic Service

“Two clinics were held during the
year, April 30 and September 3, both
at the Montgomery County Gen-
eral Hospital. Dr. Bird, MIiss Lei-
shear and other members ol the
staff were most helpful in provid-
ing space, equipment and hospitali-
ty for the patients and clinic work-
ers.

“In the first clinic, 356 patients were
examined and in the second 34, Ol
whom 26 were new.

“The patients were referred by in-
terested individuals and agencies
including the Board of Education,
the Social Service League
and the five Health Department
nurses. They came from nearly
every district in the county and
those who were unable to find their
own means of transportation were
brought by volunteers from the
American Legion. Twenty-eight
were transported by the American
Legion to the first clinic and twen-
ty-six to the second. 'The advisory
Nurse, Miss Hermine Badenhoop, of
the Health Department, had sched-
uled the appointments for certain
districts at different hours so that
no one had to wait very long. Mr,
Lawrence Smoot, Orthopedic Clinic
Chairman for the American Legion,
loocked after the very imporiant
matter of finding the volunteers and
assigning them to districts and pa-
tients,

“The clinical examinations and
recommendations were made by
Dr. Robert Johnson of Baltimore.
He was accompanied by Miss Mary
Church, of the Maryland League for
Crippled Children, and her secre-
tary. Health Department nurses as-
sisted and the clinic was visited by
staff members of the Board of State
Aid and Charities and by members
of the County Medical Society. Dr.

| Frank J. Broschart, of Galthers-

burg, took x-rays whenever indicat.
ed. Seven were x-rayed at the first
clinic and three at the last.

“Approximately thirty-one of the
patients seen in clinic are being
kept under treatments and observa-
ton while thirty were discharged or
referred to other services. SUrgery
has been recommended for ten. Of
these, five have availed themselves
of the opportunity and arrange.
ments have been made for their
care. Special braces were provided
for two children and special shoes
for eight. One child was found in
need of a wrist cuff and several re-
quired special care for the preven-
tion or treatment of rickets.

“The orthopedic work is not fin-
ished at the end of a clinic day.
Children wear out and Outgrow
shoes and braces, which need to be
replaced and readjusted. Some par-
ents have to be visited repeatedly
before they appreciate the children's
needs and consent to corrective
treatments, The public health
nurses have made 129 home visits
to crippled children in 1936, to date.
Some children must be seen by the
doctor at fairly frequent integvals
in order to get the best results, Hos.
pitalization usually means a trip
to Baltimore. While this service 1s
under the general direction of the
County Health Officer, Dr. V. L. El-
licott, it is essentially a cooperative
service and could not be conducted
satisfactorily without the aid of in-
terested individuals and organiza-
tions.

“In deciding upon the economic
needs of certain families the trained
workers of the Social Service League
give their services. The American
Legion is paying for the special
shoes, braces and x-rays of chldren

| whose families are not able to pro-

vide them and is helping with a
large share of the transportation.

“In addition to the cases already
under observation, we have found
new ones who should be seen In the
next clinic. We believe that such
a clinic should be held here ahout
every four months. The next one
is due in January.
