We are hearing a great deal about the so.called
evil of tenant farming and its increase in the United
States. Most of those who are vocal about it seem to
think that all tenant-farmers are downtrodden by
heartless landlords, and that they would all be good
farmers if they only owned their land.

Land ownership can’t make a good farmer out ot
a shiftless incompetent, and a good farmer can pros-
per as a tenant as well as on his own land. I don’t
know how many of the good land-owning farmers in
the Mississippi Valley started as tenants until they
had earned enough to buy their own farms. It is the
only way many able young men have been able to get
a start.

One of the best farmers I ever knew was a dirt
farmer who farmed several hundred acres, and never
owned an acre of it. He didn’t want to bother with
ownership. Landlords were eager to rent to him, for
he was a good farmer and kept up the fertility of the
soil,

ROADS TO TAX REDUCTION

There are two principal ways in which the cost
of government may be reduced.

One way is by the elimination of unnecessary
functions. The other i1s by cutting overhead costs
through combining bureaus, doing away with over-
laping of activities, ete. One is as important as the
other.

Many authorities agree that it is now time to
eliminate some of the current functions of govern-
ment. It is likewise advocated that Congress pass
legislation authorizing a survey of bureaus, commis-
sions and other bodies with a view to consolidating
them, and lowering personnel and other administra-
tive costs. It 1s unquestionably true that cutting the
red tape that today surrounds so many official uctivi-l
ties would make government more efficient, as well
as less expensive,

This is all in the interest of better government
and more economical government. Other units of
government—state, county and local—should follow |
suit. It is just as wasteful to perform an essential |
function of government inefficiently as it is to put
government into fields where it does not belong.

State Roads Commuission
Has New Method For

Future Road Locations

A new method of determining the
locations of all future primary high-
ways built in Maryland in the fu-
ture was announced recently by the
State Roads Commission. Under
this plan, it was stated, less expens.
ive surveys, economical maintenance
and more efficient construction 1s
promised.

Under this system, all engineers
primarily concerned in the construc-
tion, maintenance and traffic opera-
tion of a road wil] collaborate in lo.
cating it. Once the need of a route
has been established, seven special-
Ists embark together upon the se-
lection of a line and the drafting of
an original plan. They are: The
location and design engineer; 'The
division engineer; The Construction
engineer; The soils engineer; The
traflic engineer; The maintenance
engineer; The right-of-way engi-
neer.

Under the old system, a road was
located by the reconnaissance engi-
neer according to topography, align-
ment and grade, without special re.
gard to right-of-way difficulties, con.
struction problems, solls or traffic.
Often It has been necessary to re-
locate the road time and again prior
to construction, as difficulties arose,
often necessitating changes in plans.

The State Roads Commission es-
timates that hundreds of thousands
of dollars will be saved in highways
properly and definitely located the
first time,

In future, when a road is selected
lor construction, the six engineers
embark on their work at once. The

Maryland From U. S.

J. Milton Patterson, executive sec.
retary of the board of State aid and
charities, announced recently the
Federal Government had alloted
Marviand a total of $513,920.17 for
