No other source of
satisfaction has quite as much substance behind it,
Just as “If I had only saved something!” is one of the
most distressing laments of a lifetime.

FRANKLIN DELANO ROOSEVELT

In the world’s history few men have been so sig-
nally honored as Franklin D. Roosevelt, inaugurated
President of the United States for a second term
with most impressive exercises on Wednesday at the
Nation’s Capital. This honor carries with it the
gravest responsibilities. Every good -citizen will
hope sincerely that Mr. Roosevelt’s second term in
the office of Chief Executive of the foremost nation
on earth will be eminently successful—and that his
will be a high place in the history of our time.

It 1s generally accepted that his victory at the
polls in November was not alone a Democratic Party
victory but a personal victory. No party victory has
ever been so decisive or so completely overwhelming
in breaking down sectional lines of partizan sympa-
thy. None of his predecessors has so captivated the
Imagination and convietions of the people as to re-
ceive as great an expression of public confidence.

Therefore, it would appear that the time for par-
tisanship alone has departed and the time for the
broadest co-operation has arrived. This does not im-
ply that the President should be followed blindly in
every course—that would be unjust to Mr. Roosevelt
himself, as well as to the country. Rather, it does
mean that all should work together in the common
ause, as Governor Landon said, deliberating differ-
ences and adjusting varying points of view to the end
that the great ideal of democratic government be
served to the ultimate of all our capabilities

STRIKE, STRIKE, STRIKE !

A seaman’s strike which has kept all Pacific
Coast shipping tied up for three months has been
tollowed by a strike in the plants of General Motors,
Inc., automobile manufacturers, -with 135,000 idle
workers, blindly following so-called “labor” leaders
who are animated in their actions by ulterior and
questionable personal motives for the control of in-
dustry. Labor as a result is split wide open today.
On the one side is the American Federation of labor
with its faith in craft unions, and on the other is John
L. Lewis, advocate of one big industrial union, who
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whose week’s wages often does not equal the day’s
wages of union workers, It is not remarkable that
he must live in a hut when carpenters demand $15 a
day. :
That the Federal government will have to even-
tually take a hand in these “labor” troubles for the
common good is self-evident. Mediation has gen-
erally failed and there is little reason to believe that
it will be more successful in the future. It is alto-
gether probable that the current session of Congress
will not only deal with this question but thoroughly
thrash it out in the public interest.

light so placed as to be clearly visi-
ble both from the front and rear for
a distance of at least two hundred
{eet; provideed that such vehicles
may display at the option of the
owner or user one white light visi-
ble from the front and one red light
visible from the rear for the dis-
tance aforesaid.

Any person causing or knowingly
permitting this section to be vio-
lated shall be deemed guilty of a

Employment

T I8 related In Luke's Gospel
that when he was twelve years
old Jesus sald to his mother

(Luke 2:49), "Wist vye not that |
must be about my Father's busi-
ness?’" KEven then he recognized
that he had no other business.
Later on, when he entered upon
his holy mission, his own human
needs as well as those of his dis-
ciplee were always abundantly |
met. The truth Jesus proved nine-
teen hundred years ago is found
to be just as practical today, when
his teachings are correctly under-
stood and applled, We, too, can
make the “Father’s business’ our
business, and thus bring joy and
harmony to all with whom we
come in contaet, and find our own
and others’ iaadu adequately met.

Here is ample work for all,
whether humanly employed or un-
employed. In fact, there is no such
thing as unemployment, Not one
of God's children can for one mo-
ment be without right work to do,
though, as humanly expressed,
that work for the moment may be
merely the taking of necessary
steps toward finding what is com-
monly called employment, Fall-
ure to take these steps, or think-
ing about our present work or
seeming lack of work in the wrong
way, is misemployment of time and
thought, which may result in what
{s generally called unemployment.
When this so-called misemploy-
ment is corrected, one's right work
{s invariably revealed. It is there-
fore important to remove the mask
from the bellief of unemployment
and see it for what it Is—misem-
ployment of thought. . . .

Paul writes (Eph. 2:10), "We
are his workmanship, created In
Christ Jesus unto good works,
which God hath before ordained
that we should walk in them.'” In
the Christian Science textbook,
‘‘golence and Health with Key to
the Scriptures,’” Mary Baker Eddy
writes (p. 621), “All that is made
is the work of God, and all Is
good.” Therefore we can, in real-
{ty, no more be without work than
we can be without God.

We are sometimes tempted to
think that our supply, the main-
tenance of our homes and the pro-
vision of normal comforts for our-
selves and our loved ones, are en-
tirely dependent upon our employ-
ment. The bellef that this is se
makes us fearful of loss or em-
ployment; it makes unemployment
seém more acute and afflictive,
thus clalming to confuse and delay
us In the awakening to man's
ever-changeless position as "his’
workmanship.” The lack of ma-
terial resources Is no obstacle to
the gaining of a right sense of
employment, nor is unlimited ma-
terial wealth any assurance of
one's having attalned it. Whether
millionaire or laborer, each one
must learn to be about his “Fath-
er's business’” in his own sphere
of actiyvity. If thought is intent
upon material supply, through a
bellef in an excess of a deficiency,
the spiritually right work may be
left undone, and the opportunity
o demonstrate real employment
pasged by. Gratefully doing each
day what we are given to do, will
result in greater and more un-
pelfed activity; and whatever our
surroundings our work will grow
in interest, bringing with it joyous
fruition.

Progress and growth may re-
guire the humble acceptance of
work or conditions at which pride
or laginess rebels, but as thought
relinquishes a human sense of ein-
ployment, and true selfhood about
its "“Father's business’ is revealed,
we shall find each day unfolding
new opportunities for serving our
fellow men, and thus making these
peeming wvalleys in our experlenu‘
“bud and blossom as the rose'
(Sclence and Health, p. 596).

Suppose in some Isolated com-
munity of a thousand people all
were suffering from the false be-
lief of unemployment. Suppose
that first one, then a few more,
and finally a majority of these
people learned something of how
to think rightly about employ-
ment, Each one who learned to do
this would immgediately leave his
jdleness and endeavor to do some-
thing for his neighbor. As the
number serving one another In-
creased, and gratitude for this
brotherly love was expressed, that
entire community soon would be
working industriously, all its
needs would be met, and the ilju-
glon of unemployment dispelled.
