N JANUARY 26 the state of Michigan will celebrate
its one hundredth birthday.

Now, there may be someone who will take exception
to that statement and say: ‘“‘But Michigan has already
celebrated her centennial. She did that two years ago and
the United States Post Office department, recognizing No-
vember 1, 1835 as the Wolverine state’s birthday, issued a

special commemorative stamp in her honor.”

All of which is perfectly true and if you look in some
reference books you'll find November 1, 1835 given as the

date of Michigan’s admission to the Union.
you'll also find January 26, 1837 as the date.

But in others

a state have two birthdays and which is correct—Novem-

ber 1, 1835, or January 26,

18377

The answer is that both of them are more or less
correct, but that the latter has the better claim to being
the real birthday. And thereby hangs the tale of the para-
doxical position in which the state of Michigan found it-

HAT a Stradivarius is to vio-
linists, a Hawken rifle is to

those who love fine firearms. For
a genuine example of the work-
manship of “Olu Sam'" Hawken of
St. Louis is one of the raresi. weap-
ons in existence. So far as is
known, there are only five,.
But it is not alone the rarity of
these rifles which makes them in-
teresting. It's a case of '‘the man
behind the gun'' as well. He was
samuel] Hawken. born of Pennsyl-
vania Dutch stock in Maryland in
1792. He was a soldier in the War
of 1812 and after his return from
it he began practicing the trade of
gunsmith.,
In 1822 he moved to St. Louis
where his brother, Jacob Hawken,
was already engaged in making
guns. That was the golden era of
the fur trade and the fame of the
rifles which Samuel and Jacob
Hawken were making soon spread
all along the frontier because they
were the most accurate and finest
pieces of workmanship available,
not even excepting the famous Ken-
tucky “‘long rifles."’
The demand for Hawken’s prod-
uct was limited only by the supply,
which was small.

HERE'S no doubt that John D.
Rockefeller's signature, or that
of J. P. Morgan, would be worth
$90,000—1f it were on a check! But
the only American whose written
name (not on a check) has ever
been worth that amount was Button
Gwinnett.

Gwinnett was born in England in
1732, Despite that fact, he can be
listed as an American because he
came to America In 1770, was
chosen as a delegate from Georgia
to the Continental congress and was
one of the signers of the Declara-
tion of Independence in 1776.

The next year he was an un-
successful candidate for governor
and he was also defeated as candi-
date for brigadier-general of the
Georgia militia by Gen. Lachlin Mec-
Intosh. As a result of a quarrel,
Gwinnett challenged McIntosh to a
duel which was fought with pistols
at 12 feet.
