The plan outlined is similar to
that followed last January when
the Jackson Day dinners raised
nearly $350,000 with which the eight-
year-old party deficit remaining
'from the 1928 campalgn Was wiped
out. At that time nearly 2,000 din-
ners were held in every State in the
Union as well as in Hawalli, Porto
Rico, and the Virgin Islands.

In their joint statement, Chair-
man Farley and Mr. Morgan an-
nounced that March 4th, the fourth
anniversary of Franklin D. Roose-
velt's inauguration as President of
the United States, had been de-
cided on as the date for the dinners.

“We said the siatement,
“ just as we felt last January, that
this is the most democratic method
of raising party funds. In this way
every member of the party, by at-
tending one of the dinners, has an
opportunity to contribute his or her
share to the cause, rather than that
a few should bear the whole brunt
of it."”

ONE DOLLAR PER YEAR
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Voting Machines For
County Are Endorsed

The Republican State Central
Committee for Montgomery County
at its recent meeting went on record
as favoring the purchasing of voting
machines for the precincts within
the Tth and 13th districts.

The committee feels that it would
not only be an ecomical move but
one that would insure honest elec-
tions within the suburban area.
Many of the precincts will have to
be divided unless voting machines
are purchased and the dividing of
these precincts will ultimately re-
sult in a cost to the county far ex-
ceeding the cost of buying .voting
machines. In the Tth district alone
there are three precincts which have
over twelve hundred voters, and
comparing with the 1934 election it
would be necessary to count ballots
well over thirty hours to obtain the
results. It is not humanly possible
to count this long and get accurate
figures. Installation of voling ma-
chines would correct this, enabling
an accurate count within a few min-

utes after the polls have closed.

Lionel -C. Probert Of

Olney Dies While On
Annual Western Trip

Mr. Lionel C. Probert, prominent
resident of Olney, died Wednesday
of last week, at the Good Samaritan
Hospital, Los Angeles, Calil., while
on an annual trip to the coast in his
official capacity as vice-president of
the Chesapeake & Ohio Rallroad,
of pneumonia after a few days ill-
ness. He spent his life of fiity-
three years in newspaper and rall-
road pursuits and was at one time
chief of the Washington Bureau of
the Associated Press. As well he
was head of that news syndicate in
Mexico for several years. His news-
paper work carried him to Europe
in 1019 on the occasion of the visit
of President Wilson, and accompan-
ied President McKinley when he
was assasinated at Buffalo, N. Y.

BSubse-
quently he entered upon newspaper
work but returned to rallroading in
1927 with the Erie Rallroad, the
Pere Marquette and later the
Chesapeake and Ohio.

In 1909 Mr, Probert married Miss
Adelaide R. Tabor, of Manlius, N.
Y. They resided at "“Homeland
Farms' near Olney. Last year Mrs.
Probert, who was a wellknown civic
leader, died. He left no survivors.
