National Defense Week, which Is
being observed from February 14
to 22, brings to mind that a consid-
erable part of Federal expenditures,
as well as private expenditures, are
caused by and attributable to war.
It is an established fact thalt no
country ever wins a war; the time,
labor, life and useful work devoted
to it are dead loss, because they
produce nothing beneficial.

vet while there are wars, there
must be national defense. National
defense is a4 timely United States

problem in that 1t 18 allotted near-
ly a billion dollars in the budget
for 1937-38. National defense, like
pensions and relief, has always been
regarded as something of a sacred
cow that could neither be criticized
nor intelligently discussed by lay-
men.

If we regard the price ol national
defense as an Iinsurance premium,
protecting us against loss through
foreign invasion, a billion dollar ap-
propriation is an extremely low
rate, SO LONG AS WE GET PRO-
TECTION. That appropriation can
be considered as a sort of cushion
fund around our national bounda-
ries to which we all contribute part
of the money in our pockets soO that
the rest of everything we own will
be reasonably safe. That cushion
fund, however, will avail us nothing
if the money is not wisely spent

America does not mind paying a
million dollars for protection against
international racketeers, but 1t
must have the protection it pays
for. One of the most serious re-
sponsibilities facing the President
today is that of national defense.

For some years there has been
talk of a cabinet officer in charge
of aviation. This subject is now
divided between the Secretary of
War, the Secretary of the Navy, the
Department of Commerce, the Bu-
reau of Standards, and other bu-
teeth.
