Manhattan Night-Life — Shows and Clubs
Now At Their Peak

The glamour of Broadway after
dark! Swing-bands beating out
strange, staccato rhytmhs; con-
strange, staccato rhythms; con-
fetti and whirling red balloons: the
Greenwich Village; sparkling lips
and flashing eyes; the spine-ting-
ling crash of cymbals as a rhumba
sweeps to its climax—these and a
hundred other, thrills spell Broad-
way, alfter dark.

New Yorks glittering string of the-
atres, clubs and restaurants is the
perennially popular Mecca for all
out-of-town visitors to the big city.

Even In the short space of 24
hours a great amount of ter-
ritory can be covered. Viroually
all of the large motion-picture
palaces are open to the public daily
from 11 a. m. to 11 p. m. and a
few even run on a day-and-night
grind.

Later in the evening, the in-
numerable clubs and cabarets come
out of their shrouds and begin to
scintillate in the well-known Broad-
way tradition. Nowhere on earth
are there s0 many bright spots
within so brief a number of actual
city blocks as there are in the 40's
and 50's of New York.

On West 52nd Street alone are
over two hundred cafes of every
conceivable description. Most prom-
Inent among these halls of mirth
and syncopation is the place where
"Swing"” was born—The Onyx Club.
Further down the street are
famed “21" of gossip-colunm repu-
tation, and the native New Yorker's

favorite haunt, Leon and Eddies,
which is totally unlike any other
place in America. However, West
odnd Street is only a small part of
the gay Manhattan night-life.
Each week-end, more residents of
towns near Baltimore and Wash-
ington, take advantage of the B.
& O's specially planned Sunday ex-
cursions to New York. Many of
them make up a party of friends to
“do the town." The round-trip fare
is only $3.75 and allows for 24 pleas-
ure-filled hours in New York.

But 1
have no doubt that paper hatchets
will mark the places of thousands
of patriots at Washington's Birth-
day banquets this year as upon
many another, while good cooks the
country over will give first place to
the cherry in devising menus for
the day.

Washington's Birthday Cake

2 cups soft wheat flour

1-8 teaspoon salt

1 teaspoon cinnamon

1 teaspoon soda

3-4 cup butter

1 1-4 cups sugar

2 eggs

1 cup sour milk

2 cups cherries, well-drained

Sift flour, salt, cinnamon, and so-
da together. Cream shortening,
add sugar and cream together un-
til 1ight and flufly. Add well-beat-
en ege volks., Add flour mixture and
milk alternately. Mix well. Add
cherries and fold in well-beaten
egg whites. Pour into greased pan
and bake in a moderate oven (three
hundred fifty degrees.) 50 to 60 min-
utes. Serve with Cherry Sauce.
Cherry Sauce:

1 cup Juice

1 teaspoon cornstarch

1-4 cup sugar

Mix cornstarch and sugar. Add
to juice and cook until of desired
consistency.

67 HIGHWAY FATALITIE
5 SECOND HIEH RECOR

Walter R. Rudy, Commissioner of
Motor Vehicles, reports that “the
automobile accident fatality rate
advanced to 67 persons killed for
the month of January, 1937, in con-
trast t twenty-six persons killed
for same period of 1936, an increase
of forty-one. This record ranks
second for any month during any
calendar year since the records have
been compiled in 1932, The highest
record was during the preceding
month of December, 1936, at which
time, seventy-one persons were kill-
ed. You can readily see that 1937
has started off with a bang!

“Of these persons who met their
death on the highways of this
State, thirty-eight were pedestrians,
an unusually high rate, seven of
which had been drinking, one had a
physical defect, and thirty were ap-
parently normal and in full use of
their faculties. A large majority
were killed crossing between inter-
sections.

“The report continues to show
that most deaths occur on clear
days, on straight roads, during the
hours of darkness, and an item
which is worthy of consideration,
Is that Friday, Saturday and Sun-
day, the proverbial *“Week-end"
shows an equal number of deaths,
the unlucky °‘13.”

Justice Of Peace Not
To Collect Costs In

Automobile Cases

The Attorney General of Mary-
land has ruled that justices of the
peace In Maryland are not entitled
to collect their costs, in motor ve-
hicle cases, where a person is con-
victed and fined, and sent to jail
in default of payment of fine and
costs. Mr. Herbert R. O'Conor said:

“"We appreciate the point made
by the justice in this case that he
has worked just as hard as if he
nad acquitted the defendant: how-
ever the statute must be given its
literal meaning and where it spec-
ifles reimbursement in cases of ac-
quittal, this meaning cannot be en-
larged to include cases of conviction.
The justice must look for his costs
to the defendant, against whom
costs were assessed.”
