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aUITS WILL BE STARTED
AGAINGT OPERATORG OF
THUGKS FALIING TO GET
PROPER LIGENGE PLATES

Walter R. Rudy, State motor ve-
hicle commissioner, announces suits
will be started against a dozen cor-
porations and individuals which he
alleged were operating trucks ex-

clusively in the State without ob-
taining Maryland license tags.

The trucking companies under
investigation had allegedly estab-
lished branch offices in the District
of Columbia in order to pay a lower
license tag fee and 'to operate in
Maryland on those cheaper District
licenses”,

Suit filed against the Overnight
Transportation Co, was the first to
be made against a dozen corpora-
tions and individuals. The case
charges of operating five trucks ex-
clusively in the State without ob-
taining licenses here was scheduled
to be heard in traflic court next
Tuesday in Baltimore.

The commissioner pointed out
that the costs of ‘“taking out li-
censes in the District and in Mary-
land compare as follows: District
costs $45 to $60 a year; Maryland,
$130 to $166 a year".

“Three or four years ago'', he ex-
plained, *“some of these trucking
concerns fixed up a scheme to es-
tablish branch offices in the District
and take out their licenses there
under the theory that reciprocity
between Maryland and the District
would permit them to operate In
Maryland on these cheaper District
licenses.

From the beginning three or four
years ago the practice has grown
to considerable prnpnrtlnnﬂ until
Maryvland is now losing a large
amount each year. This State 1is
not only losing the revenue result-
ing from their failure to get the
license fee, but the property tax
on the automobiles also is being
lost.

Commissioner Rudy explained
that Attorney General Herbert R.
O'Conor has ruled that the reci-
procity between the District of Co-
lumbia and Maryland “which ap-
plies to the ordinary passenger car
does not apply when a truck
licensed in the District is not in
interstate business, but in intrastate
business".

“The trucks we are determined
shall be licensed in Maryland"”, he
added, “are those that move about
this State, pick up freight at one
peint in the State and carry it to
another point in the State, Some-
times a second truck may pick up

the freight to carry it out of the |

State.”
