High Producing Cows Require
Good Care and Complete Feed
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To balance the scale requires one of two things. Either the cow must
gsacrifice herself to keep up milk production, or a good milking concen-
trate must be provided to give her what she needs,

“That a good cow Is her own
worst enemy is repeatedly proved
by the great number of ‘break-
downs' among high producers,” ac-
cording to D. H, Van Pelt, proml-
nent dairy authority with Purina
Mills. “Because the making of a
large volume of milk does re-
guire such an enormous amout of
nutrients on the cow's part, many
high producing animals sacrifice
themselves to the job,” says Van
Pelt. “Poor cows take good care of
themselves by never borrowing
from thelr own bodles to make
milk. Consequently mastitls, breed-
ing and udder troubles, and general
‘teardown play greatest havoc among
high producers.

Good Cows Easy Victims

“In a recent test for Bangs Abor-
tus of a Cow Testing Association
herd near Washington, D, C., thir
teen out of 60 cows reacted posi-
tively. Production which had been
11,950 pounds dropped to 9876, a
difference In average production
of 2074 pounds per cow of those
still in production, The test had
picked out the high producers— the
hard workers, Tests of this nature
show the serious loss In profits that
may result. Operating expenses
must at all times be extended (o
cover total production, but when
the total fizure is cut, the Initial
cost of every 100 pounds of milk
is proportionately increased,” Van
Pelt says.

Cows Are Like Factories

“Many comparisons have been
made between a cow and a factory.
Both are operated for the specific
purpose of turning out a profitable
product. Neither can produce suc-
cessfully and profitably unless at-
tention is given to upkeep and re-
pair of machinery. But the com-
parison is not complete, A properly
fed cow goes further than any man-
made factory in always turning oul
a completed product—whether she
is given the materlals she needs or
nott A man-made factory shuts
down when raw materinls are
scarce, A good cow furnishes the
missing materials from her own
body. A factory can close down—
a cow can't. As a result, ‘Inside
teardown' begins, and another good
cow begins her Jjourney to the
slaughter house.

“Every economically sound and
far-seelng manufacturer knows that
profits depend on the way his ma-
chinery operates. Efficiency In-
creagses profits, breakdowns and in-
efficlency cut down the margin of
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profit, and cause loss below the line.
So the wise business man keeps his
machinery well-olled, repalired, and
smooth running., Not so with many
dairymen,

Cyclic Needs Differ

“The cyclle requirements of a
high-producing cow vary In their
nature,” according to Van Pelt
“During each period she must be
supplied with the materials she
needs for dolng the best job, not
only during the period she Is then
in, but In following perlods as well,
As a cow freshens so does she mllk,
By avolding calving difficultles, re-
tained placenta (afterbirth), and
congested and feverish udders fol-
lowing parturition, a cow has a
better chance of maintaining high
production, Intelligent herd man.
agement, and providing feeds that
do the job best, prevent expensive
breakdown, and Inside teardown.

“Following calving, milk produc-
tilon becomes an exaggerated ma-
ternal function. The urge to supply
food becomes predominant. This
s a perfectly normal urge, stimu-
lated by nature. The stimulation to
produce, however, may become B0
great that the cow needs protection
against excessive production at the
start. Lowered body welght and
excesslve demands on body vitality
at this time, are particularly harm-
ful and carry in thelr wake poten-
tial cow losses later on.

Milk Flow Must Be Curbed

Following freshenl!ng, body
bullding rather than milk materlals
gshould be supplied In feed, and
stimulation of milk flow should
be held down as much as possible,
Checking excessive milk flow and
bullding up body welght, strength,
vigor and vitality during this period
pays dividends in the form of
money-making cows later on,

“During the milk-making months
cows must still be watched careful-
ly to prevent body sacrifices, for
supplylng deficiencies in feed. To
insure an easy and money-making
performance, a completely balanced
ration should be supplied. Only a
ration that gives a cow everything
gshe needs for making milk will pro-
tect her against *putting herself In
the pall'

“Supplying efficient and com-
pletely balanced feeds In every
cycle of the cow's development In.
sures a longer, more profitable life
to every herd member, reduces
turnover, and steps up milk pro-
duetion.”
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Dairy First Aids |

“Cold weather brings with It
many discomforts to the dalry
herd,” says D, H, Van Pelt, proml-
pent dairy authority at Purina MIills,
“Every dalryman should keep on
hand the alds he needs In caring
for hls cows.

“To thoroughly heal chafed or
cracked teats, wash with a dilute
chlorena solution. Apply to the raw
surfaces a solution made up of one
ounce of collodion, glycerine, and
lodlne, The application should be
made every mlilking untl]l healed.
Chlorena has a definite place In
every dalryman's medicine kit., It
has a thousand uses as a disinfect-
ant in the dalry herd.”

Cuts and Scratches Need Care

“Cuts and scratches should be
taken care of promptly,” Van Pelt
points out, “and unless they are,
costly Infectlons are likely to re-
sult, In case an anlmal steps on
or cuts her teats, disinfect thorough-
ly with chlorena solution. Allow
to dry and apply collodion to af-
fected parts, Should it be the end
of the teat, Insert teat dilator tap-
ers to hold duect open. The great-
est trouble from cuts on teats Is the
dirt and forelgn matter that lodge
in the open sore."

COW IS “MILK MACHINE"

“The cow Is simply a machine for
converting feed Into milk, She can't
add anything herself.,” says D. H.
Van Pelt, dalry authority with
Purina Mills. "“As an efficlent ma-
chine she slmply compounds the In-
gredients of feed to make milk, If
she runs short of any one Ingredient,
her production naturally drops. Of
course, there may be some reserve
of that ingredient stored up in her
body, which she ean call upon. But
if she I8 compelled o draw on her
body to supply It for any length of
time, her condition becomes run
down and complications set in

“On the other hand."” says Van
Pelt, “If she Is fed too much of any
one Ingredient, It Is slmply left over,
What's left over Is turned into body
fat or wasted. That's the reason
for a ‘balanced’ ration, which means
balancing up the different Ingred-
jents In a dalry feed so that the cow

has enough of each one.”
