is of a type, with its attractive white
bark and fine leaves, that suggests
the purity of character and delicacy
of feeling of American motherhood.

Two or three tomato plants train-
ed to climb on stakeg and crossbars
will make accent points in a border,
valuable both for good foliage and
for the red of the ripening fruit,
as well as for food.

Tigridias, Peruvian daflfodils, glad-
iolus, montbretias and callas are
bulbous plants that may be planted
now for summer bloom,

Examine shrubs and roses for in-
dications of attack of aphids, Spray
promptly with nicotine sulphate s&o-
lution. Prompt attack now is likely
to prevent more gerious trouble la-
ter,

Thin plants in rows of seedlings
to prevent crowding. Surplus plants
may be transplanted to other parts
of the garden or used in neighborly
exchanges with other gardeners.

In the early mowings of the lawn
keep the cutter bar fairly high to
encourage the grass to stool and
make dense turf.

Bird houses mounted on poles and
protected from marauding cats will
attract birds that will aid the gar-
dener in the fight against worms
and insects.

The tender water lily varieties
may be planted in garden pools.

Summer window boxes and porch
boxes should be provided with am-
ple humus in the soil, If the home
garden soil is clay it will usually
pay to buy good fibrous loam from
the nurseryman. This will not cake

WELFARE UNIT GRANT
33 0L AGE PENGION

The Montgomery County Welfare
Board at its regular monthly meet-
ing on May 3, in Rockville approved
ten grants to Aid to Dependent
Children, and thirty-five old age
pension grants. The increased num-
ber of old age pension grants per
month, is due to the plan of the
Welfare Board to make investiga-
tions as soon as possible of all names
on the waiting list. In addition to
the thirty-five old age pension
grants approved, eighteen applica-
tions were reviewed but not approv-
ed: four of these were applications
which were withdrawn because of
death of applicant and fourteen
were withdrawn because of ineligi-
bility for pensions due to age, res-
idence and other legal problems. The
Board reviewed the assistance under
Aid to Dependent Children with a
total expenditure of $3,800.80. Ten
persons received Aid to the Blind
amounting to $215.00. 296 persons
over sixty-five years of age received
grants amounting to $4.889.05. In
addition to this there was an ex-
penditure of $164.75 for funeralg for
old age pensioners. Montgomery
County contributed $89164 of the
money spent for Aid to Dependent
Children; $107.50 of the Aid to the
Blind:; and $814.84 of the old age
pension grants. The county pays
one-third of the funeral expenses
due to the fact that there is no
Federa] contribution for funerals. A
total of 382 families were assisted
and 33 received services but no re-
lief during April
