The Third Annual Show and Sale
of registered Aberdeen-Angus Beel
cattle, Jjointly sponsored by the
Maryland and Virginia breeders, will
be held at the Frederick Falr
Grounds in Frederick, Maryland, on
Monday, May 17. The day’s program
will start off at ten o'clock with a
show of all the cattle. Mr, Peter C.
MacKenzie, nationally known beef
cattle judge from State College,
Pennsylvania, will officiate in tying
the ribbons. There will be about fifty
cattle in the show. In the afternoon
the cattle will be sold. Col. Fred
Reppert, Decatur, Ind., has been en-
gaged to conduct the sale.

Wide interest has been shown in
these field days. Last year over 500
farmers, cattlemen and steer feeders
atteanded the show and sale. Plans
are being made for a much larger
crowd this year. There has been
considerable prosperity in the beef
cattle business, and those engaged
in it are in high spirits.

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BARENTS STAGE STAIK
AFTER SCHOOL CHILOREN
BE HURT AT GLEN ECHO

The Glen Echo Heights cominun-
ity instituted a “sit-down” school
bus strike Monday of last week when
four school children, waiting for a
bus, were badly injured as a truck
backed into them. One of the chil-
dren, Jacqueline Roberts, was 80
seriously injured hospital treatment

at Georgetown was necessary. Par-

ents of probably sixty children were

so insensed they kept them out of

school for a week, and demanded
bus service on Walhounding and
Tuscarowas roads instead of a load-
ing place at Sycamore store at the
bottom of the hill on Conduit road.

Dr. Edwin W. Broome, the forty and

John Walther, Mrs. Percy Morris,
Mrs. J. E. Embrey, William Thomp-

son and J, J. Shaver.

Subsequently Dr. Broome, Preston
L. Snyder, supervisor of county
school property; County Engineer
Windsor W. Hodges, County Com-
missioner Frank H. Karn and Chief
of Police J. Willilam Garrett met
with the parents and went over the
roads.

Chief Garrett suggested the roads
were too narrow for two-way traffic,
and should have a 26-mile speed
restriction. He agreed to appear
before the county commissioners
and urge that these restrictions be
made.

Tuesday the county officials finally
agreed to reroute the bus, provided
the 25-mile speed and one-way lim-
itations were and that
parents would accept full responsi-
bility for children while they were
on the bus until they reached Con-
duit road.
