NOT SO SURE

Apparently more and more, partisanship is dis-
appearing in regard to packing the Supreme Court.
When first proposed it was widely believed the
scheme would be endorsed by the United States Sen-
ate. But a great change has come about—mainly, it
is believed through the force of public opinion.

It is no secret that every congressman’s mail
has bulged almost daily with letters discussing the

proposition, and that the large majority have, oppos-|

ed it. The press—metropolitan and rural—seems

overwhelming in denunciation. Most respected palit-|

ical and economic commentators have declared their
disapproval.

Under this fire of public sentiment the situation
has so changed about that the bill will be accorded
an adverse report by the judiciary committee of the
Senate, which has voted 10 to 8 in opposition. A
heartening sign, indeed.

“Farmers have consistently stated thatreal prop-l

erty is overtaxed, and have strenuously objected to
any increase on real property levies”, P. J. Turner,
of Baltimore county, chairman of the legislative com-
mittee of the Maryland Farm Bureau, said. “During
both regular and special sessions representatives of
organized farmers pointed to the fact that real es-
tate produces only 25 per cent of the State’s income,
represents only 40 per cent of the State’s wealth,
yet pays 70 per cent of the total taxes.

“They are also pleased that the possibilities of a
State income tax have been recognized by the leg-
islators. Enactment of a State income tax, even
though it produces no revenue this year, establishes
the principle of the tax and allows an opportunity to
adapt it as a part of future revenue raising pro-
grams in Maryland.

“The State has laid the ground work for a fairer
and more scientific tax program than it has ever had.
It is the responsibility of every citizen to study the
operations of the program and work toward its fur-
ther improvement in the future.”

POLITICAL WASTE CAN BE CUT

The claim is made that it is impossible to balance
the budget now and that we must submit to still
higher taxes and national debts.

[f a ten cent cut were made in all appropriations
approved or pending in this Congress, a saving of
$752,600,000 would be effected—enough to balance
the budget next year. And then if the proposal made
by Senator Byrnes, one of the Administration lead-
ers, to cut $500,000,000 from the proposed $1,500,-
000,000 relief bill, were accepted, we could start re-
ducing the debt and start on the long road toward
sound fiscal policies,

During recent years, millions of families have
been forced to cut their budgets ten, twenty, or fifty
per cent and they have come through without undue
hardship, and paid off debts. Thousands of businesses
have been forced to do the same thing to escape bank-
ruptcy. Based on visible evidence, it is not unreason-
able to believe that at least ten per cent of all govern-
ment spending represents pure, non-productive polit-
ical waste,

A bill to make the ten per cent cut in expendi-
tures a reality, has been introduced in the House, In
the name of governmental sanity and solvency, and

in the interest of recovery and stability, it should be
passed.

What influence the great labor civil war will
have on industry remains to be seen. CI0O and A.
F. of L. are farther apart and more bitterly opposed
to each other than are the strikers and their employ-
ers. The National Labor Relations (Wagner) Act

Civil Service Commission statis-
tics showed a total of 829,193 persons
on Federal pay rolls April 1, in ad-
dition to the legislative, judicial and
military branches of Government,
which remain relatively constant.
The figure include both civil serv-
ice and non-civil service officials and
workers.

This classification stood at 917,760
on November 11, 1918, dropped to
515,772 on June 30, 1823, then began
a ten-year gradual climb to 572,001
on June 30, 1933. It stood at 824,259
11 months ago.

The commission tabulations dis-
closed that on April 1 employes of
regular Government departments
totaled 649,877; new agencies, 52,407,
emergency agencies under the
Works program, 126,909, Last June
30 this total was 144,085.

The commission figures showed
that the total of 824,259 persons out-
side the Jegislative, judicial and
military branches last June 30 was
56 per cent higher than in 1926,
civil service employes of the Gov-
ernment rose 18 per cent from 422,
300 to 498,726 in that decade, and
non-civil service workers increased
more than 200 per cent from 103,242
to 325,634.

The appearance of the first pink,
tender rhubarb, and early straw-
berries in the market, are signs
that Spring has come to the fam-
ily table! These portents of Spring
are likely to be a little high priced
when they make their yearly debut,
s0 it behooves the bud-get-wise to
serve them as economically as pos-
sible, Here are two desserts which
whites; 1 teaspoon flavoring.

Rhubarb Cup

1 or 2 egeg volks; 4 cups milk; %
cup quick-cooking tapioca; '4 cup
sugar; % teaspoon salt; 1 or 2 egg
whites; 1lteaspoon flavoring.

Mix egg volk with small amount
of milk in top of double boiler, Add
remaining milk, quick-cooking tapi-
oca, sugar and salt. Place over
rapidly boiling water and heat un-
til scalded (allow 5 to 7 minutes
after water resumes boiling); then
cook 5 minutes, stirring frequently.
Beat egg white until just stiff
enough to hold shape. Fold small
amount taplioca mixture into egg
white; add to remaining taploca.
Cool—mixture thickens as it cools.
When slightly cool, add flavoring;
chill. Serve in sherbet glasses.
Pour sauce of cooked pink rhubarb
over taploca.
Creamy Strawberries: Place
crushed sweetened strawberries in
bottom of sherbet glasses;, cover
with tapioca cream. Garnish with
