Two Common Emergencies

A large percentage of swimming
fatalities are the result of the swim- |
mer losing his head when faced with
an emergency. It is imperative to
keep a steady head. When suddenly
caught in a swift current, Dr., Fraser
points out that is is foolish and dan-
gerous to fight the force of the
water. Better, pick out a spot on
shore, well down stream, and let the
water bear vyou along while you
slowly work vourself to land, letting
the current carry you.
