The sign-up of Maryland farmers
for participation in the Govern-
ment's agricultural conservation pro-
gram shows a 30 per cent increase
this year over last, Paul E. Nystrom,
of the extension service, announced.

Nystrom said 18290 had signed
up this year against 14,082 in 1936.
Tne sign-up, he reported, represents
63 per cent of the farm land i the
State.

Every county showed an increase
in the number of farmers partici-
pating.

Chocolate Cream Filling
1', squares unsweetened chocolate;
1 cup milk; 6 tablespoons sugar; 2
tablespoons cake flour; '4 teaspoon
salt; 1 egg volk, slightly beaten; 4
tablespoon butter; !5 teeaspoon va-
nila.

Add chocolate to milk and heat
in double boiler. When chocolate 1s
melted, beat with rotary egg beater
until blended. Combine sugar,
flour, and salt; add gradually to
chocolate mixture and cook until
thdckened, stirring constantly; then
continue cooking 10 minutes, stir-
ring occasionally.

sary for you to go a long distance
to enjoy your favorite recreation,
But, take a look before you go in
to be sure that the place meets the
sanitary requirements of the State
Department of Health.

Because the water in such pools
can be easily contaminated and
thereby become a carrier of disease
germs, regulations designed to pro-
tect those who use the pools, from
avoidable hazards, have been adopt-
ed by the State Board of Heglth.

The regulations require that an
operating permit shall be obtained
from the State Department of
Health. before the pool may be
opened to the public. Such permit
Is issued only after an inspection
has been made by the Bureau of
sanitary Engineering and the san-

| itary conditions of the pool have

peen found to be satisfactory. Fol-

low-up inspections are made dur- |

ing the operating season and if
conditions are unsatisfactory, the
permit is revoked until they are
corrected,

A permit is for one season, only,
It must be renewed annually and
the operator is required to nave it
framed and conspicuously dispiay-
ed.

The regulations of the State
Board of Health apply to all swim-
ming pools operated in Maryland
outside of Baltimore City. Pools
within the city limits are under the
sanitary supervision of the Balti-
more City Department of Health.

Since an improperly designed or
inefliciently operated swimming
pool can be classed only as a health
menace, the State Department of
Health takes this meuns of warn-
ing the public against the use ol
such pools as are unable to exhibit
an officlal operating permit,

Seeks Injunction Against
Liquor Control Board

Injunctions are sought restrain-
ing the County Liquor Control
Board, from assessing more than

| five cents a case, or fifty cents a

barrel as handling charge on beer,
in two suits filed this week in the

Circuit Court.
The first suit was filed on behalf

|of Joseph R. Harris, an off-sale beer

dealer, and the second on behalf
of Richard J. Dietle, John M. Faul-
coner, David S. Tuohey and Troy L.
Waldrop, on-sale dealers, by Attor-
ney Joseph C. Cissel.

Ralph S. Fowler, John S. Eaton,
J. Oscar Foulk, Frank P. Welsh and
Frank W. Dwyer, members of the
liquor control board, were named
defendants in both suits.

The General Assembly enacted a
law which prohibits the liquor board
from charging more than § cents
per case or 50 cents a barrel for
handling charge.

Kenneth Lyddane, counsel to the
liquor control board, ruled that the
law was unconstitutional and in ac-
cordance with his ruling, the liquor
board has continued to charge 10
cents per case and $1 per barrel

for handling.

OLIVER OWEN KUKN, GIVIG
LEADER, DEGEASED AT ol

Oliver Owen Kuhn, managing
editor of the Washington Star and
widely known county civic leader
and resident of Bethesda, dled Sun-
day at Emergency Hospital, where
he had been in poor health for some
time. He had suffered a physical
breakdown.

Mr. Kuhn was a native of Indiana
His rise in the newspaper world wﬂ'ia
rapid. He joined the Star in 1912,
covered as correspondent at the
Paris Peace Conference, where he
became a close friend of President
Roosevelt.

He was deeply interested in the
local affairs of his home community
of Bethesda. He was a founder of
the Montgomery County Civic Fed-
eration and the Bethesda Volunteer
Fire Department.

Mr. Kuhn was president of the
federation from 1925 to 1927 and
was its frist member to receive the
cup awarded annually for per-
formance of the most outstanding
publie service” in behalf of the
county. The federation made him an
honorary member in October, 1933.

Mr. Kuhn called a meeting of
Alta Vista civic leaders in 1936 and
his proposal for establishment of
the fire department was so well re-
celved that $2,100 was subscribed
to its support with more than $37,-
000 raised later.

He served as president of the de-
partment at one time.

He took a leading part in the or-
ganization in 1927 of the Alta Vista
Community League which he served
as presiding officer.

His wife and three daughters,
Lois Mary, Eleanor Margaret and
Frances, survive.

He was a member of Delta Tau
Delta Fraternity, the Temple Noyes
Lodge, F. A. A. M., and the Chris-
tian Church.

Funeral services were held Tues-
duy at National' Cilty CHristian
Church, and his body rests in a

INSURANGE INFORMATION
5 SENT T0 EMPLOYERS

To acquaint workers with the in-
tent and purpose of the Maryland
Unemployment Compensation Law,

A “"notice of coverage" is being mail-

ed by the State Unemployment

Compensation Board to each em-

ployer in Maryvland.
These notices are in the iorm of
placards which employers are re-

quired to post in their plants or

places of business.

The placards notify employees
that their employer is covered by
the Maryland Unemployment Com-
pensation Law and is properly reg-
istered as a contributor and that
this registration places the em-
ployees in line for benefits which
are payvable to eligible workers who
become unemployed after January
L. 1938, ket L T
"It shoula Ve bovie in hind by
all workers thaf only thosé in cov-
ared employment - Will be entitled
to benefits under the Law. Un-
employment Compensation is strict-
ly an insurance provision of Social
Security legislation and should not
be confused with the many wel-
fare phases of this great program.
The Maryland Law requires all em-
ployvers of eight or more individuals
to contribute to the Fund. Em-
plovees of contributing employers
automatically become insured thru
the Fund against periods of unem-
ployment,

The annual banquet of the Izaak
Walton League Chapter of Rock-
ville, held at Seneca Inn, on Sat-
urday evening last, was an enjoy-
able social event, with approxk-
mately fifty members and guests
present.

eration of the new legislation pro-
viding for the introduction of a
merit system for employes of the
county, which is to become effective
in the fall.

The commissioners and Col. Har-
ry C. Jones, State employment com-
missioner, who will supervise the
examination and classification of
candidates for positions under the
new setup, conferred for several
hours on plans for the installation
of the system. They were unable to
decide, however, whether the em-
ployee in the five agencies will be
affected by the law.

Included in the doubtful group
are those employed in the office of
the county sheriff, the register of
wills and the circuit court clerk and
the Montgomery County employes
of the Maryland-National Capital
Park and Planning and Washington
Suburban Sanitary Commissions,
which serve both Prince Georges
and Montgomery Counties.

Counsellor F. Barnard Welsh ad-
vised the commissioners that on its
face the merit system law probably
includes the appointees in offices
of the sheriff, register of wills and
Circuit Court clerk, but he doubted
whether the system would affect
the two bicounty groups.

He pointed out that the employes
of those commissions do not come
under the direct supervision of the
county commissioners, and that the
only connection with the commis-
sion is that the county collects the
suburban district and metropolitan
area taxes for the planning board
and the sanitary department.
The, merit system bill was passed
Dy W\sWaryland Geheral Assembly
in April, and Montgomery is the
first county of the State to adopt
such a system for appointment of
its employes. Members of the police
force and school teachers, principals
and the superintendent of educa-
tion will not be affected by the
measure, as they have been under
A similar service for some time.

Jones sald, however, that all of
the janitors, bus drivers and the
superintendent of school property,
desk clerks in the police depart-
ment and all other county em-
ployes that come under the law
must take the examination for
county employes In early Septem-
ber.

Incumbents must take the ex-
amination, but will be allowed
credit for previous service at the
rate of one point on their examina-
tion for each year they have been
employed, the total points, however,
not to exceed five. Some 300 jobs
are affected by the law.

During his conference with the
commissioners Jones asked that the
county appropriate approximatdly
$4,000 annually for the next two
yvears toward employment of addi-
tional examiners and clerks whom
he will need to conduct the system.
The county board took no action
on this request,

Attorney General Herbert R.
O'Conor of Maryland will probably
be asked to render an opinion re-
garding the status emploves of
three county departments and two
bicounty commissions in question
will have under the new merit sys-
tem.

The Board of Commissioners
passed a resolution authorizing the
election supervisors to obtain quo-
tations upon the rental of aute-
matic voting machines for use in
county elections.

Refilling Of C & O Canal
Urged By Civic League

Canal be filled with water and the
towpath be restored both for rea-
sons of sanitation and scenio
beauty, have so pecitioned the Na-
tional Resources Commission. Fol-
lowing the spring floods of 1936 and
37, the towpath is impassable in
some places, due to washouts, and
the canal is shallow and stagnant.
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
