NOW DO SOMETHING!

Congress, according to reports, is at last showing
signs of ‘economy mindedness”. It is no secret that
the towering national debt, which recently reached an
all time high of $36,600,000,000 is worrying legislators.

They certainly should be worried, for the prin-
cipal adverse effects of a gigantic debt, with its neces-
sary accompaniment of rising taxes, falls on the poor
and the moderately well-to-do. Every laborer, every
professional man, every white-collar worker, every
storekeeper, today can buy less than he could other-
wise—because a great part of the cost of everything
he buys or uses is tax levy included in the price of
every article.

Concern over the debt, now exhibited by Con-
gress, should be followed by “doing something about
the debt”. A policy of budget balancing, and regular
debt reduction, would do more for real recovery than
all the expensive political panaceas ever devised.
