New Jersey Court Rules

Closed Shop Illegal

After a hearing in the chancery
court on a temporary injunction
which he granted the International
Ticket Company of Newark, N. J,
restraining picketing at the plant
where a strike had been in process

some three weeks, Vice-Chancellor
Berry ruled the closed shop un-
lawful. He went so far as to hold
that not only is picketing for a
closed shop unlawful, but a contract
for a closed shop is also unlawful
and unenforceable,

In supporting his ruling the vice-
chancellor quoted the following from
a United States Supreme Court de-
cision, handed down in 1892:

“Whatever enthusiasts may hope
for, in this country every owner of
property may work it as he will, by
whom he pleases, at such wages and
upon such terms as he can make,
and every laborer may work or not,
as he sees fit, for whom at such
wages as he pleases; and neither
can dictate to the other how he
shall use his own, whether proper-
ty, time or skill."

Vice Chancellor Berry declared
that the principles in the matter

quoted apply to the fundamental
law today, and that "it seems
strange that at this late date it
should be necessary’ to point them
out in labor issues involving strikes
and picketing to enforce a contract

MARYLAND’S SURPLUS
RISES TO $1,895,591.41

Maryland ended July with a sur-
plus of $1,896,5691.41 in the treasury,
according to the monthly balance
sheet just issued by Willlam 8S.
Gordy, jr., State comptroller.

This compares with a surplus of
$1,182,761.46 at the beginning of the
fiscal yvear on October 1.

On July 31 the State had a sur-
plus of $2,120,161 in its special fund
account, and a deficit of $224,669.59
in the general fund account. The
general fund figures did not !nclude
any part of the $2,090,261.25 esti-
mated available from the annuity
bond fund for the general fund on
September 30.

The annuity bond fund stood at
$3,2327179.06 at the end of July.
During this month approximately
$2.500,000 will be paid from the
fund for bond redemptions and in-
terest. No further bond payments
are due during the fiscal year, so
the balance remaining in the fund,
increased by all taxes received up
to September 30 will revert to gen-
eral funds,

HAVE GOOD SUPERVIION

Montgomery County has tlen
swimming pools and an unknown
number of swimming holes. All but
one of the pools are in the lower
part of the County. Two are large
public places, six are at private
clubs and two are at camps.

The sanitation of public and
semi-public swimming pools should
be a responsibility of the Health
Department as well as of the pool
managers. State Board of Health
regulations require a permit for any
pool used for a period of sixX days or
longer and accommodating at any
sne time ten or more persons. The
County Health Departmen. fre-
quently receives inquiries concern-
ing the condition of swimming
pools. For these reasons it is ob-
viously necessary to maintain peri-
odic Health Department inspection.

A sanitary swimming pool is one
with adequate provisions for chang-
ing or filtering the water and for
chlorination of the water, It should
be constructed with provision for
cleaning and should have satisfac-

WARYLAND INCOME TAX

 BLANKS ARE NOW READY

At Annapolis Monday Willlam B.
Gordy, jr., State Comptroller, an-
nounced that tax return blanks for
the reporting and payment of the
State income tax by corporations
were ready for distribution.

A tax of one-half of one per cent

was levied on incomes by the recent
Legislatureé as part of the State’s
relief revenue program. The first
payments by corporations are due
September 15. Individual returns
for 1937 are due and payable March
15, 1938.

All corporations whose fiscal year
ended between January 1 and June
30, 1937, must Iil;i- their returns and
pay the tax by September 15,

Corporations whose fiscal Yyear
will end after June 30 must file a
return and pay the tax on the
fifteenth day of the third month
following the end of their fiscal
vear.

Mr., Gordy pointed out that the
tax must be paid in full when due.
No pro vision has been made for in-
stallment payments.

Corporations can get copies of the
return by applying in writing to the
State Comptroller here, Two blanks
are furnished for each report. One
to be filled in by the corporation
and filed with its tax payment, and
a duplicate to be retained by the
corporation. A set of instructions is

attached on the retained copy.

COMMISSIONERS  ORDER
JUNCTION N COUNTY
NERT SYSTEM DEBITE

The so-called merit system Iis
farther to be kicked around accord-
ing to action taken by the Board of
County Commissioners on Tuesday.
It has been the chief subject of
controversy in governmental circles
for sometime, and now the County
Commissioners have ordered a suit
in the courts (o pass upon
its validity. Several hundred county
employes are affected. The five-
member board, by a 3-2 vote, order-
od its attorney F. Barnard Welsh,
tb seek an injunction to restain
State Employment Commissioner

Harry C. Jones from puftting into
effect the law which would place
all appointive county employes un-
der the state merit system.

Commissioner Robert D. Hagner
of Bethesda, a regular Democrat,
sponsored the measure. Il was sup-
ported by Richard Lansdale, the
other regular Democrat, and Chars.
E. King, Democratic Fusionist.

Frank H. Karn, board chairman,
and Paul E. Coughlan, both Re-
publican Fusionists, who hereto-
fore combined with King to control
the board’'s administrative policies,
vigorously opposed the measure.

Passage of the state merit system
law by the recent session of the
Legislature was a great source of
encourgement to county employes
appointed in 1934 following the fus-
ion victory, and who had seen per-
manent jobs under the merit sys-
tem unaffected by politics, and the
boards action was the chief subject
of discussion around the county
seat this week, as well as very de-
pressing to the officeholders affect-
ed, The later had confidently look-
ed upon the majority Fusionist
members on the board as supporters
of the merit system.

Commissioner King explained his
vote by saying there had been so
much controversy over the con-
stitutionality of the law that he
wanted to see it tested in court be-
fore it went into effect.

Regular Democrats were enthus-
ed over the board’s action. They
see a possible victory in recovery of
the jobs they held for sixteen con-
secutive years prior to the defeat
in 1934 by Fusionists.

It is reported that the counsel
to the Board of Commissioners, Mr.
F. Barnard Welsh, a Republican,
was also greatly surprised by the
board’s order. He told the board he
was a firm believer in civil service
and that it was his impression it
was his duty to defend the law if it
was challenged. He indieated, how-
ever, he would take immediate steps
to carry out his /instructions in the
Baltimore City Court.

Employment Commissioner Jones
had been conferring with county
officials and had planned to give
employes tests within the next two
weeks,

The tests would be open to all
county residents but if the incum-
bent officeholder made a passing
grade, permanent appointment was
automatic.

Regular Democrats say the law
passed the legislature thru « mis-
understanding and that the 1aw
was planned to go into eflect In
1839, but through an unaccounted
for alteration in the original bill
as offored by Senator Steadman
Prescott is to become effective
October 1.
