A total of 1,287 claims for lump
sums had been certified by the
Social Security Board for payment

in Region IV up to the close of
business on September 30, Mr. Har-

ris sald. Region IV embraces the
District of Columbia, Maryland,
North Carolina, Virginia and West
Virginia.

Of the total for the region, 120
claims were certified for payment
to claimants in the District of
Columbia. The average amount of
lump sum paid them was $22.52.
There have been 241 claims flled
through the Washington, D. C. field
office, which is located at 602 Bond
Bullding, 14th and New York Ave.,
N. W.

Figures for the rest of Region IV
follow: Maryalnd, 404 claims cer-
tified, average payment, $19.04;
North Carolina, 299 claims cer-
tified, average payment, $16.10: Vir-
ginia, 226 claims certified, average
payment $1591; West Virginia, 238
claims certifiled, average payment
$18.03.

“The Increasing number of claims
filed with the Social Security Board
for Federal lump sum payments
under the old age insurance pro-
visions of the law is attributable,
in a large measure, to a growing
appreciation of the fact that the
board is prepared to certify Federal
lump sum payments to thousands
of workers who have become eligible
since last December 31, or to the
estates and relatives of deceased
eligible workers. The old age in-
surance part of the Social Security
program is the only phase of the
program which is entirely adminis_
tered by the Federal government,
No one should confuse old age in-
surance with other parts of the
program, such as old age assistance,
which are State—Federal programs
administered by a State agency in
accordance with state laws.

“Apparently there are many
workers who have died since last
December 31, to whom lump sum
payments are due but have not been
paid because claims have not been
filed with the Board. Lump sum
payments are made only to those

eligible persons who file claims for
the sums due them.

“The Social Security Board does
not charge any fee for filing a
claim. If the amount of the claim
is $100 or less it is not even neces-

Mayors of Maryland towns and
cities are enilsting for a war on
traflic crashes, public enemy which
took eight lives in twenty-four hours
over last week-end,.

Soon after Gov. Harry W. Nice
issued a call for volunteers in the
campalign, Mayor Howard W. Jack-
son, Baltimore, promised his sup-
port. Other mayors and municipal
officers responded quickly.,

Mayor Jackson assured Nice that
all the government departments of
Baltimore, which has half the State's
population, would co-operate in the
campalgn. He wrote the Governor:

“I pledge the support of all mun-
icipal departments'’,

Police Commissioner Thomas G.
Basll, of Annapolis, was one of the
first municipal officials to enlist in
the campaign.

Gov. Nice, in suggesting a meet-
ing of municipal officers, said the
efforts to reduce traffic deaths have
suffered “from a lack of co-ordina-
tion".

“There has been developed', he
sald “a situation that is confusing
and akin to the Tower of Babel . .
We must have thorough co-opera-
tlon on the part of all agencies in
the State and municipa] govern-
ments, and there must be, at some
public meeting, developed a plan
which will have the support of all
interested.

“1 very strongly recommend that
the heads of the municipal and
State departments, together with
unofficial organizations, meet in
conference to discuss ways and
means of carrying into effect the
suggestion here outlined.”

The total number of fatal auto-
mobile accidents in the State of
Maryland for the first nine months
of 1937 has increased to twenty-two
percent over the corresponding per-
lod of 1936. There was also an in-
crease of nineteen deaths or fifty-
three percent for the month of Sep-
tember over the same month of 1936,

Of the fifty-five persons killed
during the month of September,
twenty-five were pedestrians, seven-
teen were passengers, and thirteen

0S-THK SURPLUS FUNS
MAY BE AELEAGED FOR
IMMEDIATE EAPENOITURE

Herbert R. O'Conor, Attorney
General, in a “clarifying opinion"
issued to Willlam S, Gordy, jr., State
Comptroller, held that approxi-
mately $400,000, of the $800,000 in
gasoline-tax surplus revenue, can
be released by Comptroller Gordy
for immediate expenditure.

Comptroller Gordy, in receipt of
an earlier ruling from Attorney
General O'Conor relative to release
of certain of the surplus funds, for
use by the State Roads Commission,
declined to allot the funds pending
clarification of certain sections of
the ruling.

The later opinion by the Attorney
General definitely held that any
surplus from the 2-cent tax an gas-
oline “can lawfully be expended at
any time during the present bien-
nium."

William A. Codd, auditor for the
State Roads Commission, has esti-
mated the surplus from this tax at
$400,000, The money is authorized,
by law, for road construction, the
Attorney General said.

IMMEDIATE GOMPLETION
OF SCHOOL PROGAAM BY
GOUNTY GOMMIalONERS

Representatives of Parent-Teacher
and other groups of the county were
before the Board of County Com-
missioners at Tuesday's meeting in
a demand for immediate steps to
complete the Montgomery County
school construction program.

A group from Takoma Park urged
immediate purchase of a site for a
new junior high school and comple-
tion of the two-year program recom-
mended by the county wodarda of
education.

Representatives of several Parent-
Teacher Associations from Chevy
Chase and Bethesda called upon the
board to reconsider its recent stand
against issuing bonds for school
construction already authorized by
th e Maryland General Assembly.

The hearing became heated when
Mrs. Frederic P. Lee, of Edgemoor,
representing three Parent-Teacher
Associations and the county Parent-
Teacher Congress, predicted a coun-
ty-wide storm of protest if the
schools are not built.

Another skirmish arose after
Frank H. Karn, president of the
board, criticized the heavy home
building program of the county be-
cause it brought so many new chil-
dren to demand schooling, when
Mrs. Frank S. Harris asked whether
the chairman meant that “we should
stop having babies so that you won't
need to build more schools."

Karn, who acted as spokesman
for the board, said it is his plan to
try to have the State of Maryland
assume the task of maintaining
county schools and suggested that
the program might be financed by
a sales and income tax.

Prior to the school hearing the
commissioners appointed Jack S.
Eaton, of Chevy Chase, as county
building inspector, to fill the post
formely held by E. J. Gray, who
was indicted for embezzlement by
the grand jury several months ago

The board also agreed to pay up
to $3.000 of the cost of fighting the
suit recently brought by Peter Fritz,
proprietor of the Log Cabin Inn near
Wheaton, challenging constitutional_
ity of the Maryland-National Capi_
tal Park and Planning Commission
and the legality of county zoning
ordinances.
