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Washington. — An old riddle in-
quires: Which came first, the chick-
en or the egg? And there is much to
be said on both sides. So it is with
the recent stock market nose-dive,
Did the market reaction slow down
business, or did business, slowing
down, start the market on its gyra-
tions?

As in the chicken and egg riddle,
it is obvious that whatever the
starter, one will go on producing
the other.

But it is interesting in this case
to know that the administration be-
lieves the chicken was business jit-
ters, while the stock market dive
was the egg the business jitters laid.

This viewpoint is particularly in-
teresting because the adminis-
tration is quite certain it knows just
what was the matter with business,
and it is now seeking out remedies.
Also because there is bitter resent-
ment in administration circles at the
interests it regards as responsible.

The trouble according to adminis-
tration insiders is prices. They
were too high and consequently
produced something akin to a buy-
ers’ strike. This slowed down a
hundred other lines than those ini-
tiating the trouble by putting thelr
prices too high. Hence too many
people have not been making mon-
ey, too many corporations face low-
ered earnings, too many corpora-
tions and people are therefore pull-
ing in their belts. And stock prices
follow inevitably.

Blame Steel Industry

* Chief miscreant in this picture—
still stating it as viewed by the ad-
ministration—is the steel industry.
A close second is cement. Textiles
are absolved, not because the men
running the textile industry are re-
garded by the adminsitration as
particularly virtuous, but because
the industry is helpless to do any-
thing but cut prices to the bone.
Ruthless competition is the answer
to that. The administration knows
a lot about it because of the vexa-
tious question of long hours, child
labor and poor wages in the indus-
try, and because of the pitious
gereams the industry let out a while
back against what imports of Japa-
nese textiles were doing to its price
situation.

Now, so far, is the administration
disposed to blame the automobile
industry. It believes the new mod-
els should be sold more cheaply,
but blame here again attaches to
the steel industry, in the adminis-
tration view. A long standing auto-
mobile policy has been to cut prices
whenever possible in order to stimu-
late demand and increase volume.
That is precisely what the admin-
istration wants every industry to do.

It's an old theory with President
Roosevelt. He believes firmly that
the 1929 crash was caused by high
prices in the immediately preceed-
ing period. Prices were not ad-
vanced during those few years in
terms of dollars. But costs were di-
minishing due to improved machin-
ery. Hence profits were larger.
Hence a larger percentage of sales
prices was detoured from the quick
spenders and into the pockets of

investors.

Hidden Short Sales

Those of record have not been of
any great significance, But it knows

these.
Normally, of course, a speculator
wishing to sell short does so through
a broker. The broker, on receiving
the order, borrows the stock from
some holder, paying a certain
charge for the privilege. If the
holder wants it back before the
broker's customer is willing to “‘cov-
er,’”” or buy the stock so that the
same number of shares may be
returned to the lender, the broker
simply borrows the stock from
somebody else.

Figures on this sort of trading are
closely followed, and this type of
short position in the market is al-
ways known both to stock exchange
authorities and the government.

But the secret system is causing
some concern.

Good Breaktast

Menus for Fall Days Should
Be Carefully Planned.

THE American breakfast of tfhe
present day naturally begins
with fruit.

FIRST AID

TO THE

AILING HOUSE

WHAT CAN BE DONE
ABOUT DRAFKTIS

FEW days ago I called on
some friends who live in a two-
story house. The stairs come down
into one corner of the living room,
and after a few minutes it was no-
ticeable that there was a draft of
cold air at the bottom, My friends
spoke of this; they said that on cold
days the draft was so Sirong that
the whole living room was uncoms-
fortable.
The reason for the draft was
clear enough. The stairway was
open, and heated air from down-
stairs, being light, rose to the upper
story. Chilled upstairs air sank to
the floor by its greater weight and
ran downstairs just as water would
run down. When the heat was on,
this action was continuous.
The cure would be inthe more even
heating of the house; a treatment of
the upper story that would check
the chilling of the air. This in the
first place would be in greater pro-
tection of the windows, for they are
largely responsible. They should
have high quality metal weather-
strips, and be protected by rightly
itted storm windows. The metal
weatherstrips would prevent the
leakage of cold air into the house
through the joints around the win-
dow sashes. The temperature of the
inside window glass, through the
protection of the storm windows,
would be raised, and would not have
so great a chilling effect of the air in
contact with it. It is not enough
to have storm windows only on the
exposed side. They should be on all
sides to protect the inside glass
against the low temperature of out-
door air. In addition to this, there
should be a layer of insulation in
the floor of the attic to prevent loss
of heat through the upstairs ceilings.
With these changes, the tempera-
ture through the house would be
more even. Drafts are created by
differences in temperature; the
greater the difference, the more
rapid will be the circulation and the
stronger the drafts.
One common cause of draftiness
is the crack between base boards
and flooring, especially on the
ground floor with a cellar beneath.
For the time being, these cracks
can be stuffed with anything that is
convenient; strips of newspaper, for
instance. But for permanence, this
crack should be closed with quarter:-
round molding. There is swelling
and shrinking of the base board as
well as of the flooring in the change
from the damp air of summer to the
dryness of artificial heat. When the
molding is nailed either to the
flooring or to the baseboard, the
erack will re-open. To Kkeep the
orack closed at all times of year,
the molding should be nailed to the
studs and other framework within
the wall. For this, long nails should
he used, driven through the molding
at such an angle that they will

Extra! Noah’s Ark Found!

BACK in the days of the Klondike
gold rush, the few publishers in
Alaska, especially those who issued
dailies, had great difficulty in get-
ting enough news to fill their pa-
pers. At one time the telegraph
lines into Dawson were down for
two months and the roads were so
filled with snow that no mail arrived
by dog team for 35 days.
During this period one Dawson
publisher called his reporter to him.
“Look here, we've simply got to
have more news,” he said. ‘'Sub-
scriptions are falling off and if you
want to stay on my payroll, you'd
better get out and grab off a story
that will be talked about from the

Aurora Borealis to the Southern
Cross."

Casey Antonio Moran was the re-
porter's name and the imagination
which he displayed in adding *‘An-
tonio'” to his name because he
‘liked the sound of it"" extended to
his reportorial ability. So the next
morning a headline clear across the
front page of his boss' paper pro-
claimed, ‘“Ruins of Noah's Ark

Found on Mt. Koyukuk in Yukon
Country."”

Under that headline was an "‘ex-
clusive interview' with an Indian
chief who told of having been lost
in the “Haunted Country'" of the
Koyukuk and finding on top of a
mountain “‘a house as big as a white
man's town built in a big canoe"
which had turned to stone. When
the reporter took him to a min-
ister’'s home and showed him a piec-
ture of Noah's Ark, the chief de-
clared that it was exactly like the

house in the big canoe on the moun-
tain top.

The story caused a sensation
when the paper was distributed in
Dawson. Although the other two
dailies tried to discredit the yarn,
many people were enough im-
pressed by the affidavit, furnished
by the chief, which was given a
prominent place on the front page,
to believe it. It was also believed
by many people back in the
“‘States’”” when press association
wires carried it to newspapers who
printed it and to this day one can
hear an occasional reference to the
fact that *‘they discovered Noah's
Ark up in Alaska several years
ago."

Utilities Hold Off

Public utilities of this country are
holding back expenditures of $1,000,-
000,000 a year for improvements
and expansions, the securities and
exchange commission has informed
President Roosevelt, waiting until
the way for new financing can be
cleared, as they view it, by the Su-
preme court ruling that the holding
company death sentence is unconsti-
tutional

This holding back, the President
{s informed, has been going on for
three vears, The President just
might have thought that these !ig-
ures, coming from a commission
which has had so little chance to
function since it was organized, be-
cause there have been so few new
gecurity issues, was an exaggera-
tion. But within a few days after
this allegation the utilities execu-
tives themselves tried to use the
same argument to prove to the pub-
lic that the President’'s utility pn.l*
icy is all wet. They quoted the Edi-
son Electric institute to the effect
that there was a ‘‘eonstruction defl-
cit of $2,600,000,000 accumulated in
the past five years."

It was added that the ten-year av-
erage of new construction by the
utilities from 19823 to 1932 inclusive
was $752,215,000 annually. What
makes this particularly significant
is that it includes the period from
1029 to 1932, the last two of which
were very bad indeed.

So much so that if these years
are left out of the calculation there
does not seem to be such a wide
discrepancy between the figures
given the President by S. E. C. and
those supplied by the Edison insti-
tute. Or if the fact that the piled

shares of steel short borrows the
certificate for these shares from
some friend, and tells no one except
the lender what his plans are. Then
he sells that thousand shares, It
looks like a legitimate sale. No one
but he and the lender knows that
actually the speculator, sooner or
later, must buy 1,000 shares of
steel to replace the loan and com-
plete the transaction.

A Helpful Cushion

This lack of knowledge is impor-
tant. Obviously if it were known to
all the brokers that a great many
hundred thousand shares of stock
had been sold short, they would
know that sooner or later these
hundreds of thousands of shares
must be bought so that the bor-
rowed stocks could be returned.
That reserve buying power, so to
speak, would have a tremendously
steadying effect on the market. In
fact, that is one of the chief argu-
ments against the abolition of short
gsales. This type of transaction is a
very helpful cushion when the mar-
ket starts to slide.

But the secret short sales do not
lend this steadying effect. Other
speculators do not know whether
there is a large or small secret
short interest in the market. For
all they know there may be prac-
tically no short interest at all. 5o
that the secrecy has a tendency,
especially when the market is
nervous, to depress it still further,

Government officials studying the
gituation point out, however, that
“pear raids' are not nearly so se-
rious as they are frequently paint-
ed. The raider must always buy
back the stock he sells short, So
unless he is right in his calculations
that the market is 100 high, or that
the earnings of a particular corpora-
tion do not justify the price of its
securities, he is apt to be badly

urned.
