FALL LIVESTOCK SURVEY

MADE BY CROP SERVIGE:

From College Park comes word

that preparations are now being
made for the sixteenth annual fall
livestock survey in Maryviand, it was
announced today by the Maryland
crop reporting service,

About 9,000 questionaire cards, or
in the

State, will be mailed by the Mary-

one for every five farms

land crop reporting service at Col-
lege Park to Maryland postoffices
for distribution by the rura] car-
riers to their farmers on December
1. Where postoffices have no rural
routes the cards are distributed by
the postmasters.

The purpose of the survey is to
furnish information as to the num-
ber of livestock on farms at the end
of 1937, on the size of the fall pig
crop this vear, and the probable
number of sows that will farrow
next spring. It is expected that the
report will be of material value to
farmers who use such information
in planning production and in mark-
eting current supplies,

For each of the past fifteen vears
the farmers, the Postoffice Depart-
ment and the United States De-
partment of Agriculture have co-
operated in making these surveys
a4 success.

Farmers who receive cards this
vear are urged to fill them out
promptly in order that they may
be collected by the rural carriers
and forwarded to the Maryland Crop
Reporting Service for use in making
the State report,

A report for both Maryland and
the United States will be mailed to
every farmer filling out a card.
Farmers who are not solicited on
the surveys may obtain a copy of
the report by writing to the Mary-
land Crop Reporting Service at Col-
lege Park,

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T. B. Threatens Young Women

[.eading Statistician States
Latest Facts On This

Serious Situation

“Leading tuberculosis authorities
call tuberculosis the foe of youth,”
says Miss Jessamine S. Whitney,
statistician of the National Tuber-
culosis Association, “but I go even
further and call it the foe of girls
and young women. Why? Because
the deaths from tuberculosis among
them are one and one-half times as
maiy as those among their brothers
of the same age.”

The death rate from tuberculosis
has been cut to less than one-third
of what it was thirty years ago
when it was the leading cause of
death. Yet when we analyze these
deaths we find that tuberculosis is
still the leading cause of death for
men and women between 15 and 45
years of age and we also find that
among young women between 1B
and 30 one in every four deaths is
from this highly contagious disease.

Miss Whitney in answering why
tuberculosis is twice as prevalent
among young women a8 among
young men says, “No one knows.
Today it is an outstanding mystery
in public health.”

In an attempt to solve this mys-
tery the National Tuberculosis As-
sociation made a careful study of
the life histories of all girls between
16 and 256 who died from tubercu-

lofis in a single year in Detroit and
in New York City. Industrialization
did not affect their health because
36 per cent had never been em-
ployed outside their homes and 20
per cent had been employed less
than a year. Dieting, clothing hab-
its, their educational levels, were all
discarded as clues to the mystery.
A recent study of one of the New
York City tuberculosis clinies did
show, however, that the young wo-
men who lived in homes where
there was a person sick with tuber-
culosis were very remiss in getting
proper examination of themselves,
“Every case of tuberculosis
comes from another,” Miss Whifney
further says,
“We know
that our chief
concern for
the present,
therefore, is
to make mo-
thers and
fathers real-
ize the neces-
sity of having
their daugh-
ters go to the
doctor for
periodic physical examinations, If
we can catch the disease early we
can nearly always cure it. Do this,”
concludes Miss Whitney, “and we
tuberculosis statisticians can all go
out of business. This public health
myslery will have solved itself.”

Control Of Farm Crops

The National Grange, In Its
seventy-fifth annual convention at
Harrisburg, Pa., took strong ground
against any control of farm crops.
Resolutions passed declared that
“Drastic curtallment of production
or destruction of large quantities of
food products in the United States
will eventually result in bringing
about a condition detrimental to the
whole people.
