Bang’s Disease

WINTER DRIVING HINTS
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Bang's Disease, or Infectious
Abortion of cows, is a disease pro-
ducing inflammation in the lining
of the womb, the placenta (or al-
terbirth) and the bacteria when
locating in the udder will cause
mastitis or garget.

The disease was noticed in Eng-
land as early as 1567 by one Mas-
call, but it wasn't until Dr. Bang,
1896, after whom the disease 1is
named, did the true cause of the
disease become known. Since then
many scientific workers and veteri-
narians have contributed much to
our knowledge of the disease. But
we still have much to learn abuutl
this disease which causes losses of
about $20,000,000 a year to the dairy
industry in the United States alone.
However, the deaths and illness in
humans caused by drinking milk
from Bang's Disease infected cows
is bevond telling. But more of
that later.

Veterinarians working with their
microscopes were able to find very
tinyl rod shaped bugs (bacteria) iIn
the discharge and afterbirth of
cows that had “slunk”, “slipped”, or
aborted their calves. This rod, as
near as they could measure, ap-
peared to be about .00003937th of
an inch long and less than haif
that thick.

This must be the bug that is re-
sponsible for gentle Lulu Belle giv-
ing birth to her calf prematurely
and then not passing the afterbirth,
but discharging so that when Old

Help Conserve Christmas
Greens During the Season

The Maryland Garden Clubs, the
Garden Club of American, and the
Federated Garden Clubs of Mary-
land are cooperating with the State
Department of Forestry in a pro-
gram to conserve the State’s sup-
ply of holly, which, under destruc-
tive practices of irresponsible holly
gathers, is rapidly destroying the
trees as a source of supply.

The State Department of Forestry,
Baltimore, through its field officers,
is conducting an inspection service
for the purpose of insuring the pur-
chaser that the holly sold under the
Forestry Department certificate 1s:

1. Cut properly from the trees ac-
cording to correct conservation prin-
ciples, and in compliance with the
Maryland Law.

2. That it is berry bearing holly

of standard quality, freshly cut, and
properly packed to reach the pur-

chaser in good condition,

Therefore, to help conserve the
future supply and to be sure of get-
ting an honest product of standard

quality, buy Certified Holly.

To prove this was so these tin}'l
rod shaped bugs were grown in the

laboratory upon gelatinagar. These
were then fed to cows to see what
would happen, The critics received
a severe setback when the cows
promptly aborted. More, the tiny

{rod bugs were found in the fluid

and afterbirth which accompanied
the “slinking” of the calf. This
proved beyond question as to the
cause of the disease.

Also it was proved that infectious
abortion of cows may be transmitted
to pregnant sows, causing them to
abort their pigs. This may result
by allowing hogs to run behind
cows or in the same field, thus
giving the sow a chance to eat the
afterbirth from an aborted calf.
Or the sow may pick up the rod-
shaped bug from feed contaminat-
ed by the discharge from a cow that
has aborted.

However, the rod-shaped bugs of
Dr. Bang's are not the only ones
that may cause abortion. There
are at least three other distinctly
different kinds of bacteria that may
cause a cow to lose her calf. Never-
theless authorities on the disease
agree that the great majority of
abortions are due to Bang's Dis-
ease. If you don’'t believe it blood
test your cows that have aborted
and you may get a surprise,

Next week we will discuss the
blood test for Bang's Disease.

Motorists who want to derive
maximum satisfaction from the win-
ter operation of their cars are tak-
ing time now, at the approach of
cold weather, to have all lubricants
changed. Increased demands impos-
ed by cold weather make the step
most important, It is one of the first
things that should be done when
winter makes itself felt.

Lubricants should be changed at
three points, the crankcase, the
transmission housing, and the rear
axle housing. Motorists n}hu under-
stand the reason for this will give

the job attention it merits, And
that reason is simple.
Lubricants tend to become thin

and lose their lubricating quality
under extreme heat, and to thicken
under extreme cold. For this rea-
son, summer-grade lubricants are
made heavier<bodied than winter-
grade, because they must withstand,
without excessive thinning, not only
the heat developed in opéeration but
high outside temperatures as well.

It is highly important that sum-
mer oil be drained from the crank-
case, and the latter thoioughly
flushed to remove all trace of it,
before cold weather sets in., The re-
fill should be made with the grade
of winter oil recommended by the
manufacturer for that make and
model. This will assure a supply of
fresh, clean lubricant, of the proper
consistency for the engine in ques-
tion. And what is equally important,
the flushing will rid the crankcase

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GOUNTY COMMISSIONERS
LONSIDER AUDIT REPORT
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The county commissioners spent
the forenoon of Tuesday in cen-
sultation with the firm of Wooden
& Benson, of Baltimore, auditors,

which filed their report behind clos-
ed doors in the Rockville court-
house,

The report opens with a state-
ment to the effect that recommen-
dations of the previous year's audit
as filed January 25, 1937, for
changes and improvements in the
county’'s bookkeeping and account-
Ing systems were not put into effect
until after June 30, 1837, so that
the benefits of such improvements
did not accrue to the county until

the present fiscal vear which ends
June 30, 1038,

It was recommended to the com-
missioners in the audit of county
records that there should be a re-
financing of Montgomery County
obligations to obtain a lower inter-
est rate.

With this suggestion it was also
recommended that a “pay-as-you-
go" plan of financing be adopted to
as large an extent as possible. The
voluminous report carried page af-
ter page of finane¢ial data concern-
ing county finances for the fiscal
year ending June 30, 1937.

Omitted from the report, however,
were the findings of the audit with
respect to the offices of the county
supervisor of ald, county building
inspector and dog tax collection ac-
counts. Alleged shortages in each
of these accounts resulted in the
indictments of four county officials
two months ago, and the report in
each case has not yet been made
public.

Accounts covered by the audit
other than those mentioned above
appeared to be in proper shape, the
report stated, adding that several
items of question apparently had
been cleared up after a conference
with the auditing committee of the
county which is composed of Coun-
tyAuditor, C. Vaughan Darby, Coun-
ty Commissioner Paul M. Coughlan,
and Ira C. Whitacre, clerk to the
county commissioners.

During its afternoon session the
board granted salary increases for
desk clerks in the county police
stations. The new salary scale calls
for $100 per month for each man.
Previous salaries ranged from #§75
to $85 per month.

The sum of $2,582.30 was ordered
paild to the Social Bervice League
for ald to dependent children dur-
ing the month of November,

Permission was granted the Ken-
sington Chamber of Commerce to
stage & mass meeting in behalf of
county school improvements In
Rockville on the evening of Jan-
uary 13.
