These clinics were
conducted by Dr. Leo, V. Schneider
of the staflf of Glendale Sanatorium
and are held under the auspices of
the Montgomery County Branch of
the Maryland Tuberculosis Associ-
ation and the County Health De-
partment. They are supported
largely by funds from the sale of
Chrisimas Seals.

discovery of the disease in its early
stages when the patient can easily
be cured by sanatorium treatment
and can be kept from spreading
his infection to others in the com-
munity.

The more
clinic time devoted to new patients
the greater its benefit. In the De-
cember clinoic in Rockville, 11 of
the 15 patients came in for the first
time. Six of the 11 were pronounc-
ed free from active disease and
only 1 of the 5 had sufficient act-
ivity to need sanatorium care.

It is hoped that an x-ray ma-
chine can soon be obtained as a
part of the county clinic.
present patients have to be taken
beforehand to a hospital for x-rays.
This is a great inconvenience, often
requiring much nurses' or volun-
teers’ time. With a machine on
hand, pictures can be taken on the
clinic day, immediately developed
and then read by the clinician at

Those were great times,
bonding, building, buying and sell-
ing at exorbitantly high prices and
high rates of interest; plenty of
money—evervthing was lovely. All
you had to do was to issue bonds
and more bonds and spend the
money.

The present Board of County
reduced the
indebtedness of the county approxi-
mately $465,000, besides securing the
reduction in the State Roads over-
draft of $192,000 of over-draft.

This Board of County Commis-
sioners set a tax rate of $1.50 be-
cause that is what it requires to
run the county government and
make payments on the county
indebtedness. The credit of Mont-
gomery County at this time is in
splendid condifion, better than it
has been for fifteen vears, and it is
due to the fact that the bonding
houses know the commissioners are
not going to issue any more bonds
but intend to pay off the county’s
debts as they come due.

This “reaction" to the blood test
should begin to disappear when the
calves get to be about 12 months
of age and by the time they get
to be of breeding age (18 months)
they should be negative to the
blood test. Any calf showing a
“reaction” should not be bred as
this may mean that she still is
harboring some of the live bacteriae
in her body and may cause trouble
later on.

An immune heifer may be put
in a diseased herd with good pros-
pects of delivering a full term vig-
orous calf. -
Herds that are suffering severely
from calf losses are sometimes
vaccinated. In these cases every
female In the herd and calves
should all be vaccinated. This
practice has its bad points and also
some good points. Its advantages
are that it will stop the abortions
and produce immune heifers. How-
ever vaccinating a cow in full milk
production may result in some of
the bacteriae locating in the udder.
But I can truthfully say from ex-

With the coming of the new year
the new registration law takes effect
in the county. Largely through the
initiative of Mr. F. Byrne Austin,
formerly clerk to the Board of Elec-
tion Supervisors of the county, this
law was enacted by the General
Assembly of Maryland, and will
bring about radical changes in the
qualifying and registration of citi-
zens who desire to participate In
future elections. All arrangements
for its operation January 1 have
about been completed by the Board
of Election Supervisors and its of-
fice in the court house has been
a scene of activity this week.

This law is known as the perma-
nent registration law, and among
other features provides that all
special registration days, with one
exception, will be dispensed with
and persons who have declared
intentions may register at the Elec-
tion Supervisors' office in the court
house at Rockville anytime during
regular office hours.

For the convenlence of those who
are unable to come to Rockville one
special registration day is to be held
four weeks in advance of each elec-
tion in each precinct throughout
the county.

In the case of the State and
county election next November 8
the special registration day will fall
on October 11.

Residents of the county who de-
clared their intentions on or before
November 8, 1937—the law requires
prospective voters to make declara-
tions one year in advance of an
election—may become eligible to

venience.

Those who have declared their
intentions subsequent to November
8, 1937, will not be eligible to vote
in the 1938 election. The one-year
stipulation in the declarations of
intentions statute has been in ef-
fect for years, but has met with
growing opposition that will in all
probability result In its repeal at
an early date.

Two officials will sit daily at the
office of the Board of Supervisors
of Elections to carry out the law.
They are known as permanent
members of the Board of Registry,
which is bi-partisan. Mr, John A.
England, Republican, and Mr. F.
Byrne Austin, Democrat, are the

Thorough cooking of the meat de-
stroys the germs.

Wild rabbits are especially re-
sponsible for the spread of rabbit
fever, The animals become dis-
eased through the bite of ticks that
carry the disease-producing germs.
Rabbit fever is usually contracted
in handling, or skinning, infected
rabbits, or In preparing the meat
for the market or for cooking.

The first cases of rabbit fever
were reported a few days ago from
Western Maryland. Both occured in
the same family—mother and son.
In both cases the disease seems to
have been contracted In skinning
and dressing rabbits brought in by
the son from a hunting trip.

When symptoms develop that
suggest rabbit fever, the family doc-
tor should be sent for without de-

lay.
