SHALL IT BE WAR OR PEACE?

January 10 the War Referendum Amendment
will come up before the House of Representatives at
Washington to be voted on. Like every other measure
proposed to give the people of the country more
power and government officials less, this amendment
18 arousing powerful opposition from many quarters,

The vote of the people who have to fight and pay
for the war is a very different proposition from the
vote of Congress which doesn’t have either to fight or
pay and over which any administration has powerful
influence.

Members of Congress will feel the full force of
the opposition which will be on the firing line when
the new Congress meets. They know the will of the
people is for peace and for the amendment, but they
should have evidence of the support of the people if
they are to meet the pressure of the opposition suc-
cessfully, The kind of evidence that is necessary is
support in the press—through letters from the people
—letters and telegrams to members of Congress
themselves, and the presence in Washington of vot-
Ing citizens sufficiently interested to go there in per-
son as the opposition forces will be sure to do to make
their support known..

Whatever arguments the opposition offers, the
fact remains that if we have in this country rule by
the people, the people have a right to vote on the most
vital of all decisions, peace or war. There is no reason
why possession of such a right by the people of the
United States is, as the opposition will claim, likely
to lead any foreign nation to suppose that they can
infliet injuries on us without danger of war, It will,
on the contrary, make other nations realize that if
aroused to war, that war will have the overwhelming
popular suppert of a determined people.

SHOCKING PRECEDENT

Should the precedent set by a judge in Lowell,
Mass., be followed by other courts, it will be possible
for drunken drivers to kill pedestrians right and left
and go scotfree. A young man, his wife and their
two-year-old son were struck by a car. The husband
and child were killed, the mother is in the hospital.
The driver was drunk.

In court he was convieted of drunkenness and of
reckless driving, but the judge acquitted him of man-
slaughter—because he was drunk!

An old, well-settled rule of law, laid down by Sir
lidward Coke, the great English jurist, more than
three hundred years ago, is that drunkenness is no
excuse for the drunkard’s conduct. “A drunkard hath
no privilege thereby”, wrote Coke. “Whatever ill or
hurt he doth, his drunkenness doth aggravate it”.

But the Massachusetts judge brushed that aside
and handed down the amazing dictum that “man-
slaughter must result from willful, wanton and reck-
less conduct. If Curry was so drunk that he eould not
formulate his will, can it be said that he is guilty of
being willful, wanton and reckless ”

If that view is adopted by other courts, and be-
comes prevalent, what curb is there on drunken driv-
ing, or upon homicide in any manner if all the killer
needs to do to go free is to plead that he was so drunk
he did not know what he was doin g? It is not only bad
law, but a very definite added menace to the safety|
of the highways.

Automobiles are already taking a frightful toll
of lives. Every effort of society should be to Impose
heavier punishments upon reckless drivers, not to |
lighten them. But here we have the shocking spec-
tacle, while other communities are tightening the re-
strictions upon driving a car while drunk, of a judge
exonerating a criminal beeause he was drunk!

It is to be hoped that this will prove to be an iso-
lated instance, and that no other court will take the
same view. Alcohol and automobiles must not be al-
lowed to mix. '

FARMING IT.

Upper sketch shows furrow ter-
races that were constructed on ‘a
o-acre Missouri hillside pasture—
with a tractor and two 14-inch
plows—at a total cost of 25¢ for
gas and oil. The furrows were 10
inches deep, with the earth thrown
down hill. There is an earth dam
across each furrow every 50 feet.
Distance between the furrows de-
pends upon contour and slope—the
average being 12 feet.

Five years ago the Michigan Ex-
periment Station worked out a new
‘and beétter way 'to prune apple‘trees
—and today thousands of apple
growers are profiting by it. The
whole trick is to remove all thin,
sléndér wood from the center of the
tree. This plan does away with the
wood that produces undersized and
