Broadcast seeding has givea as zool
results this year as drilling, but in a
teries of years drilling has produced the
iargest erop.

Very light- mulchinz has apparently
peen of some bepefit this year. Heavier
mulchinz has invariably injured the |
crop. Cross-drilling has been of no ad -
vantage this vear.

No larger crop has been producad
this vear from mixed seeds of two vari-
eties than from pure seed of the samc
varieties sown separately.

The stinking smut or bunt of wheat
may be almost completely eradicated by
soaking the seed wheat in solution cf
copper sulphate, and the same resalt inay
be more Fcunomlcally obtained by im.
