Not only has the
population rema‘ned almost statin
ary but the movement from the rural
districts into the towns has been enor
mously accelarated.

T.e nef
result of this mivement in the five
years is that the urban population has

In 1861 the population of the French
towns numbering over 10,00) inhabit.

1591 the corresponding hgure inereased

thirty years therefore, roven-hun-
dredths of the total popula ion have
leen drained away from the smaller
towns and the rural distriets by tho
urban centers.
