POPULATION=REPRESENTATION.
_Among the several subjects of grave delibe-

gation which should come before the House of

Delegates now in session at Annapolis, the
very important one of o mare equal Represen-
tation of the People of the State of Maryland,
ought to attract their early and most serious
attention.—Let us try, in a few lines, to state
the matter in a‘€lear light.

As England is set up as the paragon of every
thing that is perfect, both in Religion and
Politics, we will see hew matters stand in
that country.

The House of Commons consists of 658
miembers, viz. 100 for Ireland, 45 for Scot”
land, and the remainder for England.—Here
there can scarcely be any thing more unequal
and absurd.—The county of Cornwall sends
to Parliament 44 members (nearly all from
Boroughs), but one less than from Scotland;

and there are three counties in England which
gend more members than all Ireland, which

contains a population of five millions!—Old

Sarum, a decayed village, of only five or six

houses, sends as many members as Yorkshire,

. 3 district of country, full of inhabitants, as

Jarge as any three counties !—~And when it is
considered, that a few Noblemen, in conjung
tion with the Treasary, send fully two thirds
of all the members to the House of Coms-
mons, no reasonable man, we think, will pre.
sume to call this a fair Representation of the
FPeople, and worthy of our imitation.*

The State of Massachusetts,a country scarce-
ly se large as one half of Pennsylvania, goes on
the other extreme.—"This state sends as many
members to its Assembly, as the three king-
doms of England, Scotland, and Ireland,
whicih contain a population of 15 millions !—
The town of Boston, alone, a place not so
large as Baltimore, usually sends about 40
representatives | —This preposterous measure,
is calculated to effect the Political views of a
Party, to out-number the Republican members
who may come from the distant parts of the
State, where the people very often do not elect
Representativés, in-order to avoid the expence
of their daily pay.

T'he scale of Representation for the U,
States is upon the fairest principle, and exactly
agreeable to the Republican Constitution of our

General Government, viz. a certain number of

. Representatives to a certain number of free

Citizens.——Now, it is the very reverse im
the State of Maryland, and nearly as unequal
as in England.—For instance, the city of Bal-
timore, which con-ains about 40,000 inhabit.
ants, sends only Tw o members to the House
of Delegates, whilst the four counties of Alle.-
gany, Calvert, Caroline and Kent, containing
@nly about 30,000, send sIXxTEEN members!
