the rivers and ereeks, what is going forward,
It would require the greatest caution and cir-
cumspection as well d4s secrecy on the person
chosen for this service ; he should be one
whose habits or profession would justify his
assuming the character of aperson travelling
on some matters of business, and to insure his
attention to the objects on which he is sent, it

will be advisable to agree with him for a sum to

be paid him commensurate with the distancehe

may travel, and the information he may obtain.

T'his morning at gne o’clock, accounts
- were received here by brig. gen. Yincent, with
the unpleasant intelligence that, thattown had
been carried by a body of the enemy’s troops,
about 1500 men, brought up the Lake in thir-
teen vessels, viz. two square-rigged, and the
others smaller ; amongst the latter were gun.
boats. Detailed particnlars (from Sir Roger
Sheaffe who was there) hasnot yel reached us
but we have ascertained, in addition to York
having fallen, that the Powder mmagazines there
have been blown up; whether this has been
accidental, or teen effected by our troops in
their retreat, we know not.

The Grenadiers and another company of the
King’s wereengaged. Five companies of that
regiment have reached this post; two compa.-
nies of t''e 41st on the march towards you:
the first beyond Ancastcr, the other at Henry’s

have been recalled ; they are extremely much

wantal here, and had they pursued their route,
¢hey would not have reached in time to act a.
- gainst Harrison. -

The enemy on the frontier opposite to us,
have received a reinforcement within these
few days of nearly 3000 men ; they are well
farnished with boats.

SIR-—The near prospect of ascarcity of pro-
visions in this District is to me an object of
‘the greatest concernand uneasiness. The whole
of the flour now in store willnot be more than
sufficient for 14 days, according to the quanti.
ties now issued daily, and very little can at
present be expected in this District. One par-
ticular cause for this is that the two prineipdl
millls (M’Gregor and Arvnold’s, are not now
-going for want of water: Thedam of the for-
mer has been broken, and that of the latter
mizch injured from the back water, occasioned
by the great rains, &c. this year. The Wind-
amills atthis season are of but little comparative
service. 'T'he greatest part of the flour requir-
ed for Detroit and Sandwich will now have to
be supplied from the 670 barrels lately brought
from Liong Point, by the schr., Mary (trans-
port) and as this is all that I have to depend
on, we shall very soon be in absolute want,

without some very great abatementtakes place

in the glantities isstied to fndians, or some

extraordinaty excrtions made to supply dur

wants from the neighborhood of Long Point.
The possibility of the formet is an object worth
every attention, as the practibility of the latter,
until our fléetare enabled to go down to Long

| Point is rather doubtful; by land carriage I

fear little can be expected from that distunce
in the present state of the roads from thence.
Dep. Commissary Greneral Couché has been
informed of this, in as strong language as 1
am master of. e has in consequente made
purchasés of flour at Long Point and sent an
officer of his department to that neighborhood
to purchase cattle for this place. or the last
ten days I have stationed Acting Dep. Asst.
Com. Gen. Reynolds at Detroit, with a clerk
of the Commissarial Dep. for gurchasing sup-
plies iii the Michigan territory and aliout
Sandwich. T'wo boats have Been sent to river
Thames for flour, and céri. Agents have
been appointed by me here; it Sandwith ;
river Thames, and Deldwidre for purchasing
cattle, but with all my possible exertions, I
despair of being able for ariy length of time, of
supplying provisions to His Majesty’s forces
in addition to the immense quantities now is-
sued to Indians ; the lattér I estimate at fotir-
teen thousand rations per day at this post,
Detroit, and Sandwich. = *

Sir—Eight Munseys left this on the 7th
inst. toreconnoitre at the Miami Rapids, and
yesterday returned with @ scalp. They report
that the Americans are numerous, and have
completed a stockade much larger than the
Fﬂl‘t here, | & .

One hundred and twenty Indians which I
had sent over the river yesterday left Brown’s
Town for the Rapids with six interpreters a-
long, and by them I expect some prisoners,
or some more information than we have yet
had. The snow being yet deep out there; will
however be no detriment to them.

Ambherstburghy 8th Sept. 1813.

Sir—A few days ago, I sent outto Sandus-
ky some of the Hurons of Brown’s Town to
see what those 6f Sandusky wereabout ; they
found the Americans had taken them into the
state of Ohio, on Mad River, where they are
guarded by @ number of Americans. The
Crane told the messengers that there were
9000 men raising within twelve miles of that
place, and thattheir intention was to advance
to the foot of the Rapids and fortify them-
selves there, building block houses on their
way to that place, at the distance of every
five miles, and to cross in winter on the ice,
and attack and take this place, and after-
wards sweep the English from this along into
the sea. “ In consequence he sent a message
to the Hurons and other nations (which was
yesterday delivered in my presence) to with.-
draw themselves from this and join him on
Mad River, where they and their property
would be safe. That if all did not attend to
his’ advice, he hoped seme who had any re.
gard for their lives, would go and Jjoin him.

A Shawanoe informs me that he saw 300
troops advancing towards Fort Wayne—re-
port however, said 200. The said Indian came
from the Ottawa towns.

My dear General,
A series of misfortunes have suddenly
befallen us. Perhaps before you receive this,
you will have learnt that the army under gen.

"Dearborn crossed the Niag;qra lineonthe 27th

ult, and after being most™ gallantly opposed
by part of the Kings, Newfoundland and
(zlengary regiments, got possession of Fort
George, and compelled the whole of our
troops to retire upon this position. Here
gen. Vincent means to make a stand, but in
the event of his being beat, and forced alto-
gether to retire upon Kingstown, he is di-
rected by the orders which ;yesterday bro’t
him, to detach to your assistance the remain-
der of the 41st regiment, two companies of the
Newfoundland, and the remainder of the

tkree companies of the Glengary regiment,— |

Thecompanies of the two latter corps are
much weakened by the action of the 27th.

I learn with infinite regret, your distressed
situation for want of provisions, and it is cer-
tainly unfortunate that a considerable quantity
of Pork intended for your use, was destroy @&i
at Point Abino, for fear of falling inte the ene-
my’s hands. I hear you have flour enough,
and I hope you will have plenty of fresh beef,
It is said that the enemy have detached troops
against you. Your situation, it must be
owned, is sufficiently embarrassing ; but sir
(reorge, on my leaving him, knowing but im-
perfectly the events here, and still mote so,
those of your neighborhood, relies with confi-
dence upon your zeal and ability—certain
that the most indefatigable exertions will be
made on your part, in defence of your post,
and of the sgadron, whick (whatever may hap-
pen) must not fall into the hands of t he enemy.

Our fleet under Sir James Yeo, is now on
the Lake, determined to fight : and at present
Jully equal to beat the enemy’s. All are anxi-
ous for the meeting ; for a naval victory ‘on
our part, would soon restore matters to their
ustial flourishing state, Col. Baynes, with a
force of only 800 men, attacked Sackett’s
Harbor on the 29th ult. It is supposed the
garrison was small, in consequence of their
having detached so many men to Niagara—
we found, however, upwards of3000. Our
gallant little band drove them at the point of
the bayonet, into their works (tho’ with a
good deal of loss) which were found much
too strong to carry with our small force, with-
out artillery, and unassisted by our large
ships, a calin having prevented their co-ope-
ration : Thus separated, we re-embarked
without any opposition, having taken from
them three field pieces and one hundred and
fifty men. ' '

When I left Kingston, 2000 men were on
the march for that place, including 2d  bat.
41st, De Wattevilles,and Muerone. The 13th
and 98th were hourly expected to arrive at
Quebec. We may look for other rejnforce.
ments irom Spain, which will, I hope, enable
us to recover our lost ground.

to be depended upon, but his fears are said to
be ag Strong as ever and a ruse of the nature
above mentioned, might operate so powerfully
upon him, as might induce him to think, that
his 6wn side of the river was the only place of
safety,

Our Indians prove themselves right worthy,
Macbeth says,
‘“ 7tis the eye of childkood that fears a painted
devil.” But it is so far lucky, that our oppo-
nentsare mére infants in the sublime science
of war. Now, as you are perhaps encumber
ed with too many mouths. considering your
scanty means of filling them, you perhaps
might be able to prevail on two or three hun-
dred more of your swarthy warriors to join us
here. They would be invaluable under our
presert circumstarices and you might fairly
tell them, that a great effort is to be made to
drive their enemy and ours, across the St.
Lawrence ; and once effected, I do most po-
tently believe, that they never would renew
the attempt. Remember me to Cols. War-
burton, Dickson, and Monckler, and believe

St. George, mentioning that three Frenchmen
had been killed near Sandusky. That itis the
case, 1s true, but the Indians having seen them
I an_enemy’s country, and those people being
actually resident for a long time past there, oc-
casioned them being taken for enemies, They
had been on board the véssel, and had gone a-
shore to get something more of their property
on board, and the Indians having no know-
ledge of the circumstance, and mnot knowing
them to be Canadians consequently shot them,
I shall drop down to day to the mouth of the
river, and tomorrow morning will set up the
Miami Bay.

Interesting Correspondence.
Copies of the following letters have

been politely communicated to us for

publication, by an officer of Gen. Har-
rison’s staff, who has the originals in
his possession.
From Gen. Proctor to Gen. Harrison,
October 8th, 1813.

SIR—The fortune of war having
placed the private property of the Offi-
cers and several families of the right di-
vision, of the British army in Upper Ca-
nada, in your power ; as also letters, pa-
pers and vouchers of the greatest con-
sequence to individuals, without being
of any to the cause of the captors ; I do
myself the honor of applying to you in
their behalf, hoping that agreeably to
the custom of war, you will avail your-
self of this favourable opportunity to al-
leviate private feelings, by causing the
said property and documents to be res-
tored. I must also entreat that every
consideration in your power be shewn
for private families, not of the army. I
trust that with the same view you will
permit the bearer hereof to ascertain
the fate of individuals, and that you
will facilitate the retreat of any families
that may unfortunately have been inter-
rupted in the attempt.

From Gen. Harrison to Gen. Vincent.
Head Quarters, Fort George,
od Nov. 1813,

SIR—Lieut. Le Breton, an officer in
your service, arrived at Detroit on the
15th ult. bearing a flag and a letter to
me from Gen. Proctor, requesting hu-
mane treatment for the prisoners in my
possession and the restoration of pri-
vate property and papers., This letter
was directed to me at the Moravian
Towns; and as the subject was not of
the importance to authorize the Lieu-
tenant’s pursuing me to Detroit, I was
somewhat surprized at his doing so, It
did not appear to me proper to permit
him to return in that way, and as I was
upon the point of setting out for thig
frontier by water, I conceived that that
mode of conveyance would be full as
agreeable to him,and would enable him
to meet (ren. Proctor as expeditiously
as by the land route. I regret thatthe
badness of the weather and other eaus.

es which he will explain, have detained

him until this time.

Understanding that you are thé senjor
officer, I have determined to address my
answer to you. With respect to the sub-

ject of Gen. Proctor’s letter,those which

I have the honor to enclose you from the
British officers, who were taken on the
5th ult, to their friends, and the report
of Mr. Le Breton, will satisfy you that
no indulgence which humanity could
claim in their favor, or the usages of war
sanction, has been withheld. The dis.
position of the property taken on the
field of action or near it, was left to the
commanding officer at Detroit. The in-
structions given to that gentleman and
the well known generosity of his charac-
ter, will insure to the claimants the ut-
most justice, and liberality in his decisi-
ons. In making this statement, I wish
it however to be distinetly understood,
that my conduct with regard to the pris.
oners and property taken, has been djc-
tated solely by motives of humanity,
and not by a belief that it could he

claimed upon the score of reciprocity of
treatment towards the American prison-
ers who have fallen into the hands of
Gen. Proctor. The unhappy descripti-
on of persons who have escaped from the
tomahawk of the Savages in the employ-
ment of the British government, who
fought under the immediate orders of
that officer, have suffered all the indig-
nities and deprivations which human na-
tuce is capable of supporting. 'There is
no single instance that I have heard of,
in which the property of the officers has
been respected. But I am far from be-
lieving that theconduct of Gen. Proctor
has been thought an example worthy of
imitation by the greater part of the Bri-
tish officers; and in the character of Gen.
Vincent I have a pledge that he will u-
nite his exertions with mine to soften as
much as possible the fate of those whom
the fortune of war may reciprocally
place in our power,

But, sir, there is another subjeet upon
which I wish an explicit declaration.—
Will the Indians who still adhere to the
cause of his Britannic Majesty, be suf-
fered to continue that horrible species
of warfare which they have heretofore
practised against our troops, and those
still more horrible depredations upon
the peaceful inhabitants of our frontiers ?
I have sufficient evidence to show that
even the latter have not always been
perpetrated by small parties of vagrant
Indians, acting at a distance from the
British army. Some of the most atro-
cious instances have occurred under the
eycs ofthe British Commander and the
Head of the Indian Department. I
shall pass by the tragedy of the River
Raisin, and that equally well known
which was acted onthe Miami River,

‘after the defeat of Col. Dudley—and se-

lect only three other instances of savage
barbarity committed under the auspices
of Gen. Procter :—In the beginning of
June, a small party of Indians, conduct-
ed by an Ottawa chief, who I believe is
now with the British army under your

| command, left Malden in bark canoes,
| in which they coasted LakgFrieto the
| mouth of Portage River; the canoes

were taken acroes the Portage to the
Sandusky Bay, over which the party pro-
ceeded to the mouth of Cold Creek, and
from thence by land to the settlements
upon that river, where they captured
three families, consisting of 1 man and
12 women and children. After taking
the prisoners some distance, one of the
women was discovered to. be unable to
keep up with them, in consequence of
her advanced state of pregnancy. She
was immediately tomahawked, stripped
naked, her womb ripped open, and the
child taken out. Three or four of the
children were successively butchered as

they discovered their inability to keep

up with the party. Upon the arrival of
the Indians at Malden, two or three of
the prisoners were . ransomed by Col.
Elliott, and the others by the citizens
of Detroit, where they remained until
they were taken off by their friends upon
the recovery of that place by our army.
I have been informed that the savage

chief received from Col. Elliott a repri-
mand for his cruelty.

On the 29th or 30th of the same
month, a large party of Indians were
sent from Malden on a war expedition
to Lower Sandusky. At afarm house
near that place, they murdered the
whole family, consisting of a man, his
wife, son and daughter.

During the last attack upon Fort
Meigs by Gen. Proctor. a party headed
by a Seneca, and an intimate/ friend of
Tecumseh’s, was sent to endeavour to
detach from our interest, the Shawa-
nese of Wapockanata. In their way
thither they murdered several men and
one woman, who was working in her
cornfield. |

I have selected, sir, theabove from a
long list of similar instances of barbarity
which the history of the last fifteen
months could furnish ; because they
were perpetrated, if not in the view of
the British commander, by parties who
came immediately from his camp and re-
turned to it—who even réceived their
daily support from the king’s stores, and
who in fact (as the documents in my pos-
session will show) form part of his army.

To retaliate then upon the subjects of
the king would have been justifiable by
the laws of war and the wusages of the
most civilized nations. 'T'o do so has
been amply in my power. The tide of
fortune has changed in our favor, and an
extensive and flourishing province open-
ed to our arms, Nor have the instru-
ments of vengeance been wanting. The
savages who sued to us for mercy would
gladly have shewn their claims to it, by
reacting upon Thames the bloody scenes
of Sandusky and Cold Creek. A single
sign of approbation would have been suf-
ficient to pour on the subjects of the king
their whole fury. The future conduct.
of the British officers will determine the
correctness of mine in withholding it.—
If the savages shall be again let loose
upon our settlements, Ishall with justice
be accused of having sacrificed the inte-
rest and honor of my country, and the
lives of our fellow-citizens to feelings of
false and mistaken humanity. You are
a soldier, sir, and, as I sincerely believe,
possess all the homnorable sentiments
which ought always to be found in men
who follow the profession of arms., Use
then, I pray you, your authority and" -
iiuence to stop that dreadful effusion «
inocent blood which proceeds from the
employment of those savage monsters
whose aid (as must now be discovered)
is so little to be depended upon when it
1s most wanted, and which ecan have go
trifling an effect upon the issue of the
war., The effect of their barbarities will

not be eonfined to thé presént’ genets-
tton. Ages yet to come will feel the
deep rooted hatred and enmity which
they must produce between the two na-

tions. i .. v A
I deprecate most sincerely the dreadful] al.

ternative which will be offered to me should

they be continued, but | solemnly declare

that if the Indians that remain under the int
fluemce of the British government gare
suffered to commit any depredations upon
the citizens within the district that is commit.
ted to my protection, I' will remove the restric.-
tions which have hitherto been imposed up-
on those who have offered their seryices te the
U. S. and direct them to carry on the war in
their own way. I have never heard a single
excuse for the employment of the savages by

your government unless we can credit the sta,

ry ofsome British officer having dared to as.

sert that «as we employed the Kentuckijang,

you had a right to make use of the Indjans.*>
If such injurious sentiments have realy prevail.

a

ed, to the prejudice of a brave, well-informed

-and virtuous people, it wiil be removed by the

representations of your officers who were
lately taken on the river Thames. They will
inform you, sir, that so far from offering any
violence to the persons of their prisoners,
these savages would not permita word to es.
cape them which was calculated to wound or
insult their feelings, amd this too with the

sufferings of their friends and relatives at the

river Raisin and Miami fresh upon their re-
collection,
