war. Now, as you are perhaps encumbered
with too many mouths, considering your
scanty means of filling them, you perhaps
might be able to prevail on 2 or 300 more
of your swarthy warriors to join us here,—
They would be invaluable under our present cir-
cumstances, and you might fairly tell them,
that a great effort is about to be made to drive
their enemy and ours across the St. Lawrence
and that once effected, I de most potently be-
lieve, that they never would renew the at-
tem pt.”’

The Washington Intelligencer, receiv-
