fort Niagara. Two companies of regulars
proceeded and took possession of the Fort by
surprise or treachery, without opposition.

The Indians then began their helish work, by

burning the buildings, and plandering; killing

- &jscalping the inhabitants ; on the river, and

from six to eight miles on the ridge road,
have not left a house or building Htanding
from the fort to Schlosser, except one owne
by Mr. Fairbanks, a federalist of the Boston
stamp. On Friday I proceeded with thirty
mounted volunteers to Lewiston. The sight
we there witnessed was shocking beyond des.
eription ; our neighbors were seen lying dead
in the fields and roads, some horribly cut and
mangled with tomabawks, others eaten bythe
hogs, which were probably left for the purpose
as they were almost the only animal found a-
live, It isnotyet ascertained how many were
killed, as most of the bodies were thrown in-
to burning hquses and consumed. We found
the bodies of Wm. Gardner, deputy Sheriff,
John E, Low& E. St, John (whose family
cannot be found) attornies, Dr. Alverd and
six others, whose names I have forgotten.
% We now have about 3000 militia with
some Indians,and in three days we shall be
5000 strong, and all determined to cross,””
Spies,—A gentleman who left New London
on Friday evening last, informs, that on that
day there had been two men arrested as spies.
‘They were first obseérved in New London as
strangers of genteel demeanor—one a well
dressed man, the other in women’s clothing,

Further.—On the same day a person pur-
chased a large quantity of poultry in New
London, which was supposed to be intended
for the British squadron—a good look out was
kept up by our boats in the harbor ; the poul-
try was however missing next morning, and
undoubtedly found itsway to the British,

A whale boat attached to our Gun Boats off
NLondon, a few days since, landed 20 men on
Fisher’s Island, and went in pursuit of a Bri-
tish Lieut. who]with difficulty made his escape,
they however succeeded in securing 18 dozen
of his linen, which he had brought on shore.
