Although the interest paid upon treasury
notes is considerably less than that paid for the
monies obtained by the U. S. on funded stock,

yet the certainty of their reimbursement at the |

end of one year, and the facilities they afford
ft_}t‘ remittances and other commercial opera-
tions, have ebtained for them a currency which
leaves little reason to doubt that they may be
extended considerably beyond the sum of 5000,
000, hitherto authorized to be annually issued,.
It will, perhaps be eligible to leave to the ex-
ecutive, as was done last year, a discretion as
to the amount to be borrowed upon stock or
upon treasury notes, that one or t!’ie Other may
be resorted to, within prescribed limits, as shall
be found mostadvantageous to the U. States.
The amount estimated to have been reim-
bursed of the principal of the public debt dar-
ing the year ending on the30th September l.st,

including treasury notes and temporary loans,
will appear by the Eﬁtimatg marked D to have
been 3,201,368 dollars. As the payments on ac-
count of the loan of sixteen millions bhad not
then been completed, and the stock had, con-
sequently, not been issued therefor, it is not
practicable to state with precision the amount
added to the public debt during that year; but
after deducting the above mentioned reimburse-
ment of 3,200,000 dollars, this addition will
not fall short of 22,500,000 dollars.

The plan of finances proposed at the com-

To what extent the existing embargo may re-
duce the receipts into the treasury from the
customs during the year 1814, it is difficult to
estimate, as the operation of the war had re-
duced the receipts from the customs nearly one.
haif from that which was received during the
year preceding the war. The former embargo
reduced the revenue from the customs nearly
one half the amount of that which was received
during the year preceding its full operation. In
this case, however, the transition was from the
full receipt of a peace revenue, to the en-
tire suspension of exportation andof foreign
commerce in American bottoms.-——It 18 not,
therefore, to be presumed that the existing em-
bargo will cause a reduction of the war reve
nue in the proportion of the peace revenue.—
Moreover, the effect of theact prohibiting the

‘importation of ceriain articles necessarily in-

creases the demand and enhances the value of
those which may be lawfully imperted, and the
high price they bear will produce extraordinary
importations, andin part compensate for the
prohibition to export any thing in return : to
this may be added, the duty on salt, the opera-
tion of which is yet but partial. |

To the amount of the defalcation of the re-
venue caused by the embargo, whatever it may
be must be added the difference between the a-
mount of the interest payable in the year 1814,
on theloan of that year, and the whole amount
of the interest on the said loan payablein the year
1815, as well as that part of the interest which
may be payable in the year 1815, on the loan of
that year. ‘The sum of these items will bere-
quired for the year 1815, in addition to the re-
venues now established, except 430,000 dol-
lars, being the difference between the estimated
increase in the receipt of the internal revenues
and directtaxes and the 770,000 dollars remain-
ing to be provided for in the foregoing estimate.
. With these considerations it is submitted,
whether it may not be expedient and prudent
to provide new revenues capable of producing
either the whole or such part of the 770,000
dollars unprovided for, as may appear neces-
sary to fulfil the pubdlic engagements and se-
cure to the financial operations of the govern-
ment the confidence, stability and sueccess

which is due to its fidelity and to the ample
resources of the country,

TURREAU’S LETTER AGAIN.

Mr. Roberts, of Pa. after stating that, in ad-

dition to his dispositon to afford gentlemen
in the minority all reasonable information on

subjects on which they are desirous of seeking

it, his cuyiosity had been much excited in the
progress’ of yesterday’s discussion to know
how and when the purloined paper so often
spoken of came into the possession of those
who now tendered it to the House-—moved
the following resolution, being precisely in
the same words as that which Mr. Hanson
first moved in the House ? :

Resolved, 'That the President be, and he is
hereby requested to cause to be laid before this
House, any correspondence with, or commu-
nication in writing from, the late minister of
France, residentat Washington, on or about
the 14th of June, 1809, or subsequently with
his successor, M. Surrurier, prescribing or de-
claring the terms and conditions upon which
their sovereign would consent totreat of amity
and comme[ce with the United States, if any
such corregpondence or communication be in
the possession of the executive ; and if none
such be in the possession of the executive,
thatthe President be,and he is hereby request.
ed to inform this House, unless the public in-
terest forbid such disclosure, whether there
has not been such a‘correspondence or com-
munication, which was withdrawn from the
archives of the Department of State, and ifso,
when and fkow the same was so withdrawn.

Mr. Hanson of Md. said, that to redeem him-
self from the charge of inconsistency which
might otherwise attach to him for voting a-
gainst this motion, it was necegsary heshould
state the reasons why he viewed the present
motion as a mere subterfuge, an evasion dis.
reputable to the member from Pennsylvania
and calculated todraw down further censure
on the government.

[ Mr. Roberts here called Mr. Hangon to or-
der, for personality, and after some remarks
from the speaker and justification from Mr,
fanson on the ground of the tenor of Mr. Ro.
berts observations—]

Mr. Roberts explained his first remarks.
He did say, that the circumstances of this
case as they now stood, favored the inference
that this paper was purloined from some quar-
ter. ‘The resolution, as modified by the mo-
ver yesterday, gave up the idea of that paper
being in the possession of the government—
and the mover himself had said the paper kad

prove it. Mr. R.said it was his object as well
to agcertain how the facts gentlemen aserted

came into their possession, as to afford them

an opportunity to acquit themselves ofthe im.

Mr. Hanson expressed his willingaess o all |
occasions to recognize the authority of the .

chair, and the chuir only, in case of violating
order in the heat of debate. .He wished, he
said, the House would only afford him an op-
portunity for further investigation.. What he

‘complained of was, that the Executive had

been scrcened by the house from investigation.
And yet Mr. H, said, he would ‘not support
such a motion as this. He had in his posses.
sion the document, which he pledged himself
to be authentic, to put in possession of the
House, and to produce witnésses at this bar to

{ proveits authenticity. For his part he had no

disposition to rummage the Department of
State, or examine the Secretary or his clerks.
He had before stated, as a reascn for varying
the form of his original motion to that which
was yegterday debated, that new circumstances
had come into his possession not before known
which rendered it useless to send to the Pre-
sident. The subject would be consigned to
the tomb of all the Capulets, buried forever,
if the proposed course was taken—as in a like
case at the last session. We ask them for
bread, said Mr, H. and they give us a stone ;
we ask for information, and they will give us
an argument. The facts are all we want.—
Mr. H. said he wished the document inques-
tion to be placed in possession of this House,
the grand inquest of the nation, and to have an
opportunity to authenticate it by witnesses.—
The adoption of the resolution now under con

sideration would certainly be an evasion of a
fair enquiry ; it would be smothering the trans

action, to adopt this motion, after a knowledge
of the circumstanecs already repeatedly stated
to the House. He should therefore vote a-
gainst the motion.

Mr. M¢Lean of Ohio, said he hoped the re.
solution would be adopted, and that wish arose
entirely from circumstances which had trans-
pired during the discussion on yesterday. Be.
fore the commencement of the session, Mr.
M¢Lean said he had discovered, through the
mediam of the public prints, this famous letter
of M, Turrean. . How or in what manner it
had been communicated to the Public he did
not know; but he considered it a perfectly
harmless paper, and one to which no one
could ever have supposed any considerable
consequence would be given, It was true that
it had afforded a subject for newspaper ebulli-
tions,and even in the gazettes of the daiy ex .
clusively devoted to the dissemination of cor-
rect principles, that letter itself made a conspi-
cuous figure. ~ He had supposed' this would
have been the end of its existence——and in-
deed that it had been a favorite of fortune to
meet with so much distinction. Judge of my
surpris e, then,said Mr. C. when a gentleman
in this house arose in his place and with much
gravity said he was about calling for informa-
tion more important than any other within the
E xecutive reash, the subject of retaliation ex-
cepted ; and that this information was certain
facts relating to Turreau’s lecter !  But it af-
terwards appeared, Mr, M<L, said, that this
letter had not yetarrived at the zenith of its
consequence ; and he was still more surprised
than at first when he discovered the same gen-
tleman again to rise in his place, recal his first
resolution, and substitute the very extraordi-
nary one which had yesterday been rejected.

‘This letter it appeared was to be no other than |

the stone cut out of the mountain, which com-
porised the hopes of gentlemen in opposition ;
which was to smite the image with destruction
and initself become an exceeding great moun-
tain, and the importance of which it would be
presumption to suppose the discussion of yes-
terday bad inany degree checked. Now Mr.

M L. said, not the importance of this subject
but the progress of the debate yesterday, had

excited ir his mind a curiosity to enquire into
its origin, and the circumstances connected
with its existence—he therefore hoped the
house would consent to the adoption of this
motion.

Mr. Post of N. X, opposed the present mo-
tion on the ground of insufficiency ; because a
member had declared the document in questi-
on to be already in his possession, and he onlg:
desired authority from the House to establis
its authenticity—which object could only be
attained by the metion yesterday rejected by the
House. If the gentleman wished a full enqui-
ry, the proper course would be for some gen-
tleman in the majority to move a reconsidera-
tion of the motion. -

Mr. Roberts replied to Mr. Post. His ob.
ject was to obtain full and cemplete informa-
tion on this sabject, and to institute an enqui-
ry how this withdrawn letter had come into
the possession of those who now say they
have it.. That information, when demanded
yesterday, had been refused by those in whose
power it was to giveit. |

Mr. Grosvernor of IN. X. adverted to the re-
mark of Mr. Roberts yesterday, that common
fame was sufficient foundation for proceedings
on the part of this House. Now common fame
had informed all gentlemen that no such do-
cument remained inthe Department of State,.
Not only was the subject so treated last sum-
mer by the persons and papers who met it,
but in addition the paper itself was presented to
the House. So that no such paper would be
forthcoming. But the gentleman had pledged
himself, if the paper was not produced to pur-
suethe enquiry to the most satisfactory result.
He called upon the gentleman, not to abandon
the pled e thus solemnly given ; for notwith.
standing his bandying about of epithets in the
House concerning the purloinment of papers,
there was not a man who had any connection
with the production of that document to light
who would not be proud to meet it. He hoped
the gentleman would not content himself with
the motion now proposed. But whysend to
the Department of State for this information
when ¢ common fame’’ told them that they
could not get there the information which
they professed to desire. The object was to
have the contents of a paper once an official
document, but now no longer so, before the
house, in order to see what were the senti-
ments expressed by the agent of Irance, at
that day,and toknow whether on any subse-
quent occasion he had retracted or apologized
for the insult thus offered to our governmaent.
The material fact, the paper itself, could not
be obtained by the course proposed. Mr. G.
went on and re.stated the facts which had
been before stated on the subject. In relation
to theidea of the letter being the stone cut out
of the mountain, if it were not erumbled to
dust in this house,itmight grow to a moun.
tain over which gentlemen would stumble.
Mr. G. said he was for giving every thing of
this kind a chance for a fair operation in this
country. Ifthis is a matter of any importance,
said he, let the enquiry be effectual.
