who it is said and believed at Bordeax, were
destined for Italy. The Prince of Moskow,
(Marshal Ney,) Bonaparte’s favorite General,
had been dismissed and disgraced, on the al-
ledged ground that he had been the cause of all
the disasters and failures which bave attended
the French arms in the last campaign. All the
German Princes had joined the allies, deter-
mined to make common cause with them, un-
till the balance of ipower should be once more
restored en the continent of Europe. Our
minister at Paris, Mr. Crawford, hadbeen
accredited, and sent home dispatches to our
government by Capt. Champlin. The Gen.
Armstrong salled from "Bordeaux in company
with 2 French frigates, 2 brigs and one French
privateer on a cruise, together with the follow-
ing American vessels :—ship Galloway, Madox
for New-York ; Fanny for Charleston ; schrs.
Velunteer, Meteor, Whig, and William, all
for N. York. |

NAVY EXPENDITURE.

Mr. Wm. Reed of Massachusetts, adverting
to former enquiries into the expenditure, &c.
ofthe navy when that establishment was rather
of an ephemiral than permanent nature, which
which had proved ineffectul, and were
much more important now that the na-
vy bad assumed a greater magnitude, offered
the following resolution, being precisely in the
words of one adopted at a former session in this
house :

Resolved, That a committee be appointed to
enquire whether any, and if any, what means
of retrenchment and economy of reform in the
general management,and of extension and ef-
ficiency in the naval establishment, may be
practicable and expedient, and that they have
power to send for persons and papers.

Mr. R. said that his motive for offering this
resolution was, the general opinion that our
navy cost more money in proportion to its ef.
ficient forcethan any navy in the world. This
circumstance he did not attribute to the fault

of individuals in that department ; but he wish-

ed to be enabled to enquire into the defects of
the system if any, and if necessary to devise
appropriate remedies, 'This was his sole ob-

ject.

Mr. Troup of Geo. moved te refer the sub-

ject to the naval committee whose peculiar duty

it would appear to beto enquire into such mat.
ters.

Mr. Seybert of Penn. as a member of the
naval committee (in the absence of Mr. Lown-
dos the chairman) stated, on his part, a full
conviction that nothing could be done effectu-
ally by that committee in such an enquiry as
He referred also to the appointment of
a committee on a former occasion on the sub-

ject,by which, although composed of many

members, and authorized to act during the re.
cess, nothing effectual had been done. Mr. S.

did not believe they ever should get adequate

information on this subject through the means
of any committee of this house,or through any
means short of a Navy Board, which alene can
make the necessary reform. It is impossible
that members of Congress, who have in gene-
ral but little information on the subject of naval
matters or of the various branches of manu-
factures, should be able to obtain correct in-
formation on the various articles of growth or

industry which enter into the composition of .
the navy, or make the necessary reform. With

regard to the comparative expence of our Naval
