Hg said; it had always struck
‘him as singular that there was nothing in the
constitution or the law, which points out the

rights belonging to man in his social charae.

~ expatriation.  Some provision on this subject

~bad become important from circumstances
which have lately occurred, and the more so
- because ofthe doctrines affecting it which have
recently been broached to the nation, and
which but a few years ago would have been
scouted by all parties, Whether the right was

~denied or admitted, it was important that the

question should be settled. As far as the sub.
Ject has been before the people of the U, States,
the opinions have been various and contradict-
ory ; as far as it had been before the courts,

AP 4 i‘.’ﬂr}’ to the spirit of the constitution never was

given n any court of the Unijted States, ——He

alluded to the familiar case of Isaac Williams,

decided before Jndge Ellsworth of Connecti-
cut, - The dispogition of the Legislature, as
far as manifested by its acts, was favorable to
- the right of eéxpatriation. "It was time that
some definite décision should take place in rela-

~tion toit, In drafting the resolution, he had

gone dpon the ground that the right of expa-
trialion was clear, matural and unalienable, and
vequired no legal provision to fortify it, other-
wise than by preseribing thé manner in which
it shall be exercised.

LATEST FROM NEW ORLEANS.

We learn from Captain Dolliver, a passen-
ger in the schooner Spark, arrived yesterday
morning from New Orleans, that the letter of
marque ship Jane, of New York,of which he
was commander, bound from New Orleans to
New York, with a cargo of sugar and cottor,

was captured five hours after leaving port, by
the British sloop of war Herald, who detained

capt. D. and crew 7 days, and then landed

_them at the Balize. Capt. D. also informs that

about the 22d of Dec. the Herald landed 40
men and destroyed the Fort, lately erected at
the Balize, and that the country forjforty miles
round was defenceless, The Captain of the
Herald told capt. Dolliver,that he had a flag
of truce ashore at the Island of Barraterre, 50
miles west of the Balise, (latelynamed the New
Isle of France by the French pirates who had
possession of it,g to demand who they were
and to what government they belonged, and

received for answer that they were}Frenchmen.

The pirates examined the officers who bore
the flag very closelyy and declared that if they
were Americans they would not be suffered to
depart, as their intention was to destroy all A-
mericans. The number of these pirates were
about 300 ; they were in possession of mer-
chandize in abundance, which they continual-
ly smuggled into New Orleans, and had cap-
tured a large Spanish brig, laden with dry
goods, valued at eighty thousand pounds ster-
ling, The reason given for their determina-
tion to destroy Americans was because the Go-
vernor of New Orleans had issued a procla-
mation offering a reward of so0o0 dollars for
their commander, Lay Fete. Dolliver states
that their force consists of 5 schrs and 1 brig
of 16 guns, the latter commanded by La Fete.
The captain ofthe Spark informs that they
have 18 sail of picaroons, and within ¥8 months
they had captured 37 sail, and it was feared
had murdered the crews as they said they took
none to hold as prisoners.
