MoNTREAL , Jan. 8,
"FROM BUFFALO, Dec. 30.

The troops, 250 of the King’s, including
89th Light company, 250 of the 41st, includ-
ing the 100th Grenadiers, 400 of the Royal
Scots, with about 100 Militia and 600 Indians,
were embarked in the course of last night, and
at day light this morning a combined attack
was made on the enemy’s position at Black
Rock. His force praved to be much greater
than we had expected, and the position was
defended with much spirit ; they were how-
ever driven from it with considerable'loss, and
closely pursued towards Buffalo, by Major
Gen. Riall, After a short stand at this place,
theenemy again fled or dispersed, and have
not since been heard of. We have taken seven
pieces of cannon, and about 70 prisoners,
among whom is the fammous Major Chapin,
whom we have sent off under Cornet M‘Kin-
ney.

'yl‘he enemy’s loss fell short of 150 to 200, —
Ours inconsiderable, probably 70 or 80 killed
and wounded. Lt Col. Ogilvie, of the King’s
and Capt. Fawcett, ofthe 100th Grenadiers,
are the only offigers wounded—not severely.
Buffaloe, and four ofthe enemy’s schooners
and sloops are buiat,

T'here are considerable public stores at
Black Rock, which we shall endeavour to
remove. 'T'he troops behaved well. General
Riall fulfilled every tittle of his orders.

The first week of this year has been more
auspicious to this colony. Upper Canada may
be said to have got rid of her enemies, The
keys ofthe western countries are in the hands
of the British and their allies. The Americans
at Detroit, by thistimeg will have cursed the
achievement of Harrison on the Thames, and
consider themselves happy if they escape the
vengeance of the cruelly treated Indians,

By private letters from York, it is stated
that in the magazine at Black Rock and Buf-
falo great quantities of Salt and Teas were
found.

Interesting particulars of the fall of

'~ Fort Neiagara.

Robert Lee, Efg. late of Fort Niagara, has juft
returned from the Province of Upper Cana-
da, where he had been taken as a prifoner,
on the furrender of Fort Niagara. Not hay-
ing feen any thing like acorre&t account
of the lofs of our Fort—of the flaughter of

~ our brave foldiers, or of the enemy’s treat-
ment to them and our fellow citizens - that
they had taken prifoners ; we feela melan-
choly fatiffaétion in now having it in our
power to give the particulars of that tragical
event from a gentleman fo intelligent and fo

“well acquainted with the fituation of Fort

Niagara, and of the fubfequent conduét of

the enemy. :

The Fort was attacked or rather entered by
the enemy about 4 o’clock on the morning of
19th ult. So filently was this done that the
garrifon was not alarmed when the enemy en-
tered the gates of the Fort. On their entering
fome firing took place between the guard at the
{fouth eaft Block Houfe, and the fick in the red
barracks, on the part of the Americans, and
the enemy that had and were entering the gate.
The whole American force in the fort at that
time, was at leaft 400, including men of all de-
{criptions, 350 of thofe were able and willing
to defend the Fort to the laft extremity, in the
way the impotent and convaleicent were able
to do, to wit ; firing on the enemy from the
block houfe, barracks, &c. ‘lhe principal and
in faét the only refiftance the enemy met with,

'was from the fick in the red barracks and’the

guard at the fouth eaft block houfe. From the
order of congratylation that was iffued by the
enemy the fame morning, it appeared we had
loft 65 in killed and 15 wounded ; the wounds
as the order faid were by the bayonet, but this
order was iflued very foon after they had got
poffeffion of the Fort, and did not include x5
of our poor fellows that were afterwards bayo-
netted in the cellars of the houfes. Our whole
number killed was at leat 8o.  The Britifh
foree that tonk pofleflion was about 400, com-
manded by col. Murray, who was wounded in
the arm in entering the gate—the command
then devolved upon col. Hamilton.  The pri-
vate property in the Fort was given up to.
plundefs  He does not believe that any indivi-

dual faved arly thing, except the clothes he had

on.

Capt. Leonard, the American commander,

was at his houfe about 2 miles diftant from the

Fart, and hearing the attack, rode towards the
Fort, and was made prifoner and kept in clofe
confinement two days and a half, how much
longer the informant does not know. A non-

nhommiffioned officer and about 20 privates

made their efcape about the time of the attack
by fcaling the pickets. Our foldiers were kept
2 days in clofe and miferable confinement i
the Fort, without the ufe of provifions, and
with a very fcanty {upply of wood and water,
at the expiration of which, both the citizens &

foldiers were croffed over the river and lodged
in a part of what had been the Britilh maga=-
zine, at Fort Georgeand in open plank and
board huts ; in either {ituation it was impofli-
ble to lay down. ‘The magazine was fo filthy
that masry of the prifoners became infefted with
vermin. They remained there 7 days, the gi-
tizens were then removed to a brick building
near Queenfton, where they were fo much .
crowded that it was impoffible to take any
kind of comfort, either by day or night. The
fupply of provifions was not only fcanty, but

of the worft kind. Meat of the moft inferior .

Mr. 1. observed that it would be recollected
that he had the honor some weeks ago to sub-
mit a resolution to the House for the purpose of

enquiring into the expediency of a better or-

ganization of that anomaly under the constitu-
tion, the post office department, and for bring-
ing it ‘nearer than it is to the consfitutional
principle, regulating other executive depart-
ments in respect to their appointments to office.
Under that 1esolution a committee had been
appointed, who reported a bill for referring the
appointments in the principal distributing Post

Offices to the President and Senate. Owing to

the pressure of other business, however, this
bill had never been called up for a third reading.
The army bills and other public considerations
of more moment had occupied the time of the
House in preference. Mr. I. said he did not re.
gret this delay, as further reflection and conver-
sation with gentlemen on both sides of the
House had satisfied him that such an act as the
one proposed would tend but in a very inade-
quate measure to remedy the evils existing; of
which many had been presented to his notice
in the course of general incidental examination,
There must be a radical reform. Hetherefore
proposed to institute enquiries with that view 3
relinquishing, with the leave of the House, or
at least suspending the prosecution of the act
reported, which would not answer the purpose,
by itself, of even beginning the reform. To
consume no more time than was absolately ne-
cessary Mr. I said he would troublethe House
no longer than to state very briefly such expla-
nations as might be due to each item ofthe en-
quiry he contemplated.

Under this head Mr. I. said that he himsel
had obtained the requisite information so far as
it concerned the number of Post Masters.

at any rate that they amount to much more
