cet; Capt. Solomon Coffin, Providence;
Capt. Palmer, of Hartford; and William Ro-
binson, of N. York. Capt. Paddock com.
manded the ship Perseveranda, from a whal-
ing voyage, bound to Namtucket, with 280
bbls. oil, and was captured 6th Jan. off No-
man’s Land—Capt  Coffin was prize-master
of one of the Yankee’s prizes, recaptured
some time since—Capt. Palmer commanded
the sloop Dove, of Hartford, from Charles-
ton for the first port, cargo rice and cotton,
captured 7th Jan.—Mr. Robinson was a pas-
senger in the sloop Brookhaven, captured 6th
Dec.  The above were all the vessels the Al-
bion had taken for some time. The cargo of
the Dove was taken out and put on board the
Perseveranda, which was sent to Bermuda—
the Dove had 2 gunsand 40 men put on board,
and sent to cruise in the Vineyard Sound,
where she captured the sloop Rosetta, and on
the I2th Jan. joined the Albion off Block Is-
land, when the Dove was stripped, and bro-
ken up—the Rosetta then had an officer and
10 men put on board, with small arms, for
the purpose of cruising, a snow storm from
E. N.E. coming on, she parted from the
ship, off Montaug, in the night, and not hav-
ing been heard of since, it was supposed she
had been driven on shore or foundered, being
only in light ballast. A few days after, the

B. Island, and pressed 10 men out of her.
