POWERS.
In this day’s paper we have inserted the ob-
servations of an eminent London print on the
Declaration of the Allied Powers in regard to
their offers of peace to the Emperor of France.
——We pablish these observatiens for two rea-
sons :— First ; because they establish the au-
thenticity of the Declaration, which has been

“doubted by the unbelieving Thomases of the

Boston stamp.— Secondly ; because they clear-
ly demonstrate, that it was published wuthout
previous concert with the British Government.

From the Mamiﬂg Chronicle, Dec. 2T

" The admirable Declarationof the Allied
Powers, which we inferted on Saturday, was
alluded to yeflerday, in both Houfes of Parlia-
ment, by Lord Holland and Mr. Horner, with
the view ‘of afcertaining from Minifters,
whether they were parties to the publication
of that document, if authentic, and more par-
ticularly whether an overture of peace had been
made to the French Government (as ftated in
the Declaration) and rejected, or whether

an overture had been made that was likely to
lead to a negociaticn.

The replies from the Ear! of Liverpool and

Lord Caftlereagh eftablifhed the authenticity of
~the Declaration, and ftated generally the per-

fect concert between this Government and the
Allies.—~Lord Liverpool, however, ftated, that
the Declaration was publifhed at Frankfort,
quithout a prewvious concert with the Briti/h go-
wernment as to its publication, but that the Al-
lies were in full poffeflion of the fentiments of
this Cabinet. On the fubjet of any overture
of Peace, they declined giving any anfwer; on

' the ground that their public duty did not per-

m:: it.

Itis of courfe to be inferred, that the De-
claration of the Allied Powers contains alfo the
opinions of the Britifh Government upon the
fubje&t to which it re-
fers, and minifters undoubtedly deferve credit
for.that moderation of view which fo admira-
bly charaéterizes the document alluded to, and
which is so eminently calculated to take from
Bonaparte évery available pretence with the
French people for continuing the war.

1.0rd Holland, adverting to the Declaration
of the Allied Powers, expreffed 2 wifh to ask
the Minifter two queftions on the fubjeét : The
ficft, whether the paper was or was not authen-
tic + and, fecondly, whether the government
of this country was a party to it ?

Lord Liverpool repl'ed, that the paper was,
he believed, authentic : this was the an{wer to
the firlt queftion.
