‘The affair took place ofi the 4th inst, about

100 miles from this place, on the river De
Trenich. Ourferce consisted of no more than
160 rangers and mounted infaritry. The enemy
from their own acknowledgment, had about
240. ‘The fine light cempany
Scots is totally destroyed ; they led the attach
most gallantly, and their commander fell with-
in ten paces of eur front line. The light com -
pany of the 89th has also suffered seversely, one
officer of that company fell; one is a prisoner
‘and another is said to be badly wounded. In
killed wounded and prisoners, the énemy lost
about 80—whilt on our part there were but
four killed and four wounded. Thisgreat dis -
parity in the loss on each side; is to be attri-
buted to the very judicious position occupied
by Capt. Holmes, who compelled the enemy
to attack bim at great disadvantﬂgc; this, even
more than his gallantry, mérits the laurel.

the east side of the square becamie inevitable,
as they were chiefly of wood,and the wind was
blowing very fresh from the westward. Nor
was it long before they were enveloped in the
flames, which spread without controul,along
the whole range of buildings, from the inter-
section of Wide Water street to the dwelling
house of Mrs. Newton, where their destructive
course was stopt by the blowing up of the ad-
joining house. The row of old buildings on
Newton’s lane, and a large waiehouse on U-
nion street were also destroyed. The coals
and flakes af fire, were blown by the wind to a
great distance over the eastern part ofthe town
and fired several buildings, which, however,by
timely attention, were soon extinguished. The
houses on the west side of the square being fire
proof, were easily protected from conflagration.
Exclusive of the Mark et house, there were
destroyed on Market square, 8 houses, con-
taining 14 tenements, all of which except the
dwelling of Mrs. Newton, were occupied as
stores and ‘were considered to be in the best
situation the town affords for business. 'The
value ofthe houses thus destroyed, (being near-
ly all very old) would perhaps be over rated at
30,000 dollars and mpst of them insured ; but
the stoppage of the handsome rents they yield.
ed their owners is a very serious circumstance.
The greatest individual sufferers on this me-
lancholy occasion are the store-keepers many
of whom had not time enough to remove one
half of their property ; of these, Messrs. Dun-
can, Owens, and Hill, (all young beginners in
business) and Messrs, Decormis, T'ombarel,
and Adde, were the principal losers. The
Market house, cost tne Corporation we be-
lieve about $4000, and has been finished about
a year.
