In the cases of those carried on in
cities, towns and villages, and particularly

such as wereon a large scale, the difficulties
were less considerable,

- By recurring to the laws paffed on this fub-
ject, from 1791 to 1797, (which are fufficients.
ly well known to the committee) it appears
the option first given to country distillers and
owners of stills worked elsewhere, of fmall ca-
pacity, to pay by the gallon, if preferred, in-
ftead of paying by the capacity of the ftill was
by the act of the 3rd March 1797 abolifhed,
and the duty on the capacity of the ftill made
abfolute in thofe cafes ; from which it may be
inferred the opinion then prevalent was in fa-
vor of the latter mode.
