I took up the line of march from this place
‘on the morning of the 24th inst. and having

ridges which divide the waters of the two -

- wers, [ reached thebend of the Tallapoose, 3

miles beyond where [ had the engagement of
_the 224 J'anuary, and at the southern extre-
"~ mity of New Youca, on the morning of the

~ 27th. This bend resembles, in its eurvature,

that of a horse shoe, and is thence called by
t hat name among the whites. Nature furnish-
es few situations as ehgible for defence ; & the
barbarians have never rendered one more  se-
cure by art. Across the neck of land which
leads into it from the north, theyhave had
erected a breast work, of the greatest compact-
niess and stréngth, from 5 to 8 feet high, and
prepared with double rows of port holes very
artfully arranged. The figure of this wall,
moanifested no less skill in the projectors of jt
than its construction ; an army could not ap-

proach it without being exposed to a  double }

, @nd cross fire from the enemy, Who lay in per-.
fect security behind it. e area of this Pen.
%nsula,[thns bounded by breast works includes,

conjecture 80 or 100 acres.

In this bend the warriors from Oakfuskee,
- Oakchaya, New Youca, Hillabees, the Fish.-
ponds, and Eafauta towns, apprized of our ap.
proach, had colleécted their strength.—Their
. exact number cannot be ascertained ; but it is
#aid by the prisoners we have taken,.to have
been 1000. It is certain they were very numer-
@us ; and that, relying with the utmost confj-
dence upon their strength, their situation, and
the agsurances of their prophets, they calculat-
¢d onrepulsing us with great ease. :

Early on the morning of the 27th having
éncamped the preceding night at the distance

' of 6 miles from themy 1 detached Gen. Coffee
with the mounted men, and nearly the whole
~ofthe Indian force, to pass the river at a ford
‘about 3 miles below their encampment, and to
surround the bend in such a manner that none

~ of them should escape by attempting to cross
the rivéed, With the remainder of the forces |
proceeded along the point of land which led
to the front of tnejr breast work ; and at half
past 10 o’clock, A. M.—I had planted my ar-
tillery on a small ermninence, distant fiom its
mearest point about 80 yards, and from its
farthest about 250 ; from whence | 1mmedia-
~tely opened a brisk fire upon its centre. With
musketry and rifles I kopt wp a ,?alhng fire
wheneveér the enemy shewed themselves behind
their works, or ventured to apjroach them.—
This was continued, with o¢casional intermis-
sion, for ahout two hoars, wiien eaptain Rus.
8+1I’s companies of spies, and a part of the Che
rokee force, headed by their gallant chieftain,
Col. Richard Brown; and conducted by the
brave Col Morgan, crossed over to the extre-
mity of the Peninsula in canoes and set fire
to a few of their buildings which were there
gituated. They then adva_nce'd with great gal-

lantry towards the breast work, and commen
ced firing upon the enemy who lay behind it,
Finding that this force, notwithstanding the
detérmined bravery which they evinced was
wholly insufficient to'dislodge the enemy, and
that Gen, Coffee had secured the opposite
‘banks of the river, ] now determined upon
‘taking possession of their works by storm.—
Never were men better disposed for such an
tindertaking than those by whom it was to be
effected. They had entreated to beled tothe

charge with the most pressing importunity, |

‘and received theorder, which was now given,
with the strongest demonstration ofjoy, The
effect was such, asthis temper of mind faretold.
Theregular troops, led on by their intrepid and
sk Iiful commander Col. Williams, and by the
gal'ant Major Montgume?, were presently in
possession of the nearer side of the breastwork,
and the militia accom panied themin the charge
with a vivacity and firmness which could not
~have been exeeeded, and seldom been equalled
by troops of any description. A few com-
panies of Gen. Doherty’s brigade on the right
were led on with great gallantiy { y col Bunch.
The advanced guard, by the adjutant general,
Cul. Sittler, and the left extremity of the line
by Capt. Gordon of the spies, and Captain
M¢<Murry of Gen. Johnson’s Brigade of W.
F. Militia. | , : :
Having maintained for a few minutes a very
'c*s'tinate contest, muzzle to muzzle, through
the port holes, in which many of the enemy’s
balls were welded to the bayonets of ourmus.
kets, our troops succeeded in gaining posses-
sion of the opposite side of the works. The
event could no longer be doubtful. The enemy
although many of them fought to thelast with
that kind ofbravery which desperation inspires,
were at length routed and cut to pieces. The
whole margin of the river which surrounded
the Peninsula, were strewed with the slain.—
557 were found by officers of great respectabi-
Tity whom I had ordered to count them, besides
avery great number who were thrown in the
river by their surviving friends, and killed in
attempting to pass it, by Gen. Coffee’s men,
situated on the opposite banks. Capt. Ham-
monds, who with his company ef spies occu-
pied afavorable position opposite the upper
~extremity of the breast wo%, did great execu
tion; andso did L.it. Bean, who had been or-
dered by Gen. Coffee to take possession of a
small island fronting the lower extremity.
Both officers and men who had the best op-
portunities of judging, believe the loss of the
enemy in killed not to fall short of 800 ; and if’
_ their numbers were as great as it is represent-
~ed to have been, by the prisoners, and as it is
believed to have been by €Col. Carroll and o-
thers, who had afair view of them as they ad-
vanced to the breast works, their loss must
even have been more considerable, as it is
quite certain that not more than 20 can have
escaped,—Among the dead was found their
famous prophet Monakoee, shot in the mouth'
by a grape shot, as if Heaven designed to chas.
tise his impostures by an appropriate punish-
ment.—Two other prophets were also killed,
leaving no others, as 1 learn; on the Talla-

poose,

 and very soon drove the enemy
-up theriver bank, to the fortification—from

 1lament that 2 or 3 women and children

were killed by accident.

I do not know the exact number of prison.

ers taken; but it must exceed 200—all women
and children except 3 or 4. .

The batile may be said to have continued
with severity for about 5 hours ; but the firing

pended by the darkness of the night.——The
next morning it was resumed, and 16 of the
enemy siain, who had céncealed themselves
under the banks.

Of the artillery company, commanded by
Capt. Parish, 11 were wounded ; one of whom
Samuel Garner, has since died. Lts. Allen
and Ridley were both wounded, The whole
company acted with its usual gallantry. Capt
Bradford of the 17th U. S. Infantry, who act.

ed as chief engineér, and ﬂl,iperinttde& the fi-

ring the cannon, has éntitled himself, by his
good conduct, to my warmest thanks.

To say all ina word, the wholé army who
atchieved this fortunate victory have merited,
by their good conduct the gratitude of their
country, So far as I saw, or could learn, there
was not an officer or s$oldier who did not per-
form his duty with the utmost fidelity. .The
conduct ofthe militia on this occasion, has gone
far towards redeeming the character of that des
cription of troops. 'T'hey have been as orderly
in their eéncampments, and on their line of
march, as they have been signally brave in the
day of battle.

Ina few days I shall tike up the line of
march for the Hickory ground ; and have eve-
ry thing to hope from such troops, .

GEN. COFFEE’S REPORT.
Fort Williams, 1st April, 1814.

Mas. GEN. A.Jack onN, 24 |
Sir—-Agreeably to your order ofthe 27th ult.
1 took up the line of mareh at half past 6 o’clock
A. M. of the same day, with 4 detachment of
700 cavalry and mounted gun-men, and 600
Indians, 500 of which were Cherokees, and
the balance friendly Creeks,1 crossed the Tala-
poose at the little island ford, about 3 miles
below the bend in which the enemy had con.
céntrated ; and then turned up the river, bear-

ing away from its clifts, When within halfa

-mile of the village, the sava. ¢ yell was raised by

the enemy, and I supposed he was about to at-
tack me. | | immediately drew up my forces
in line of battle, in open hilly wood.lana ; and

inthat position moved on towards the yelling

of the enemy. Previous to this I had ordered
the Indians, on our approach to the bend of
the river, to advance secretly and take posses-
sion of the bank of the river, and
enemy from crossing on the approach of your
army in his front. When within a quarter of

a mile of the river, the firing of your cannon

commenced, when the Indians with me imme-
diately rushed forward with great impetuosity
to the bank of the river, My line was halted and
kept in order of battle, expecting an attack on
ourrear from the Qakfuskee villages, which
lay down the river about 8 miles below us.
The firing of your cannon and small arms in

‘ashorttime became general and heayy, which

animated our Indians ; and seeing anout 100
of the warriors and all the sqaws and ghild-en
of the enemy running about among the huts of
the village, which was open to our view, they
could no longer remain silentspectators. While

some kept up a fire across the river, (which is.

about 120 yards wide) to prevent the enemy’s
approach to the bank, others plunged into the
water and swam over the river for canoes that
lay at the other side in censiderable numbers,

and brought them over, in which crafts a

number of them embarked and landed in the
bend with the enemy. Col. G. Morgon, who
commanded the Cherokees, Capt. Kerr and
Capt. Wm, Russell, with a part of his com.
pany of spies, was amongst the first that cros-
sed theriver. Theyadvanced into the village,
from theé huts

which they were fighting you. They parsued
and continued to annoy them during your
whole action. This movement of my Indian
forces, left the river bank unguarded, and made
it necessary that I should. send a part of my
line to take possession of the river bank, |

accordingly ordered ahout one third ofthe |
men to be posted in the bend on the river bank !

whilst the balance remained in a line to pro-
tect the rear —Capt. Hammond’s company of
rangers took post on the river bank on my
right ; and during the whole engagement kept
‘up a continued and destructive fire on those of
the enemy that altempted to escape into the
river, and Killed a very large portioh of those
that were found dead under the bank above,
a8 well as many others sunk under water, |
ordered Lieut. Bean to take possession ofthe
sland below, with 40 men, to prevent the ene-
my’ taking refuge there, which was executed
with promptitude, and which had a very hap-
py effect, as many of the enemy did attempt
their escape to the island but not one were lan
ded,—They were sunk by Lieut. Bean’s com-
mand ere they reached the bank. Attemptsto
cross the river at all points of the bend was made
by the enemy, but not one escaped—very few
ever reached the bank ; and that few were kil-
led the instant they landed. From. the report
of my officers, as well as from my own obser-
vation, 1 fell warranted in saying that from 250

to 300 of the enemy were buried ander the -

water, and were not numbered with the dead
that were found. |

My loss was two white men killed and 10

wounded~and 23 friendly Indians killed and
47 wounded, making in the whole of my de-
tachment, 25 killediand fifty seven wounded, I
left my position after you had gained possession
of the bend, and the enemy’s works, and after
the few who survi ed had taken shelter under

the banks of the river and marched up

through the New Youca village, crossed over
and joined the main army at 7 o’clock P. M.

During the action all the men and officers,
of my detachmentacted their several parts well
—not one neglected to do the duty asgigned to
him, with great firmness. Q. Master Haskill
attached himself to Capt. Hammond’s com-
pany, and fired not less than fifty rounds at the
enemy in the course of the day, and no doubt
did much execution.

That Admiral, who commands the Texel

fleet, has been able by his good management

and couragete preserve it entire at New Diep, }

anid to cause the fortifications defending the
Helder and Texel road, tobe respected. For
this parpose he shut himselfupin fort La Salle
with the seamen, marines and other Frenchmen
who had embarked on board the fleet. Being
obliged to “stop the great works of the New
Diep. he liberated 1600 Spanish prisoners who
had been employed there, and of whom it is
justice to say that they did not depart without
expressing their attachment towards the admi-

ral, and giving him spontaneously their word of

honor not to serve before their return to Spain.

It was to be apprehended that the Dutch sea-
men belonging to the fleet, would not be proof
against the insipuations which the insurgents
would contrive to impart tothem. The admiral
therefore granted discharges to all who wished
it—~by which means he has rid himself of every
thing that might canse him any disquetude in
his courageous determination to defend himself
to the Jast extremity.

A small number of choice Datch officers,
faithful to the oath they have given to the em-
peror, have sworn to share the fate of the admi.
ral and the French seamen, who with some de-
tachments ofartillery and light troops, form the

. garrison of fort La Salle.

The fort bas, in the {@st instance, been sur-
rounded by the Cossacks, who were unable to
prevent the diverssorties of the garrison—they

were afterwards replaced by troops of the line,

who every day threaten with attacks that are
little dreaded. The admiral has been three
times summoned to surrender : 1st the latter
end of December, by the Prince of Orange—
then in January, by a col. Fitzew, in the En-
glish service—and lastly, the 9th of this month,
by a general de Jonge, styling himself com-
mandant of the Dutch troops, The answer of
the admiral to these three summons has uni-
formly been, that, unshaken in the fidclity he
has sworn to the emperor, protected by good
fortifications, and having wnder his orders a
numerous and devoted garrison, abundantly
supphed with provisions and ammunitions,
they may attack him, but they must not talk to
him of surrendering.

‘¢ OQur lake is open, and we hear the British
are at Point au Fair, from which a heavy firing
was heard on Saturday last.
