confinement as hostages for their safety. They
will also »ecollect that, a disposition having been
manifested in Massachusetts to release those
British hostages, the gevernment of the United
States obtained the consent of the state of Penn-
sylvama to confine them inany goal in this state.

. Aboutthe20th of the last month,those hostages

were delivered to the custody of the marshal of
this district ; they were, by his direction, placed
