Be it enafted by the Senate and Houfe of Re
prefentatives of the United States of America in
Congre/s affembled, That the prefident of
the inited States be, and he is hereby authorif-

the United States. to be augmented by the ap-
pointment and enliftment of not exceeding one
major, fourteen captains, twelve first lieuten-
ants, twenty fecond lieutenants, fixty one ler-
jeants, forty two drums and fifes, and fix hun
dred and ninety fix privates, who shall be
refpectively allowed the same pay, bounty,
clothing and rations, and shall be employed
ander the fame rules and regulations to which
the faid marine corps are or shall be entitled
and subject.

And be it further enacted, That the
adjutant, paymaster and quartermaster of the
marine corps may be taken from the line of
captains or subalterns, and the said officers
shall respectively receive thirty dollars per
month, in addition to their pay in the line, in
full of all emoluments.
