The city assisted
them immediately with wine, chocolate, linen,
bed s, and other effects.

' PROCEEDINGS OF THE CORTES.

The minutes of the last meeting being read,
Mr. Perez de Castro rose and reported, that he
had prepated the draft of a decree, in conformi-
ty with the orders of his majesty on the pre-
ceding day, and was ready to submit the same
to the house, which is as follows :

The general and extraordinary Cortes, in
conformity with their decree of the 24th of
September last, in which they declared null &
void the renunciations made in Bayonne by
Ferdinand VIIth, the legitimate king of Spain
and of the Indies, not only because he had not
his liberty, but likewise for want of that essen-
tial and indispensable circumstance; the con-
sent of the People;] declare they will not ac-
knowlédge, on the contrary, they will and do
consider null and of no value or effect, every
act, treaty, agreement, or transaction, which
may have been or will be consented to by the
king, so long as he remains in the staté of op.
pression and want of liberty in which he now
is, whether his consent be given in the country
of the enémy or in Spain ; for while his royal
petson is surrounded by the arms or under the
influence, direct or indirect, of the usurper of
his crown, the nation will not consider him
free, nor will they pay him obedience until they
see him amongst his faithful subjects, in the
bosom of the National Congress whith now
exists or in future may exist, or of the govern-
ment formed by the Cortes. They likewise
declare, that all opposition to this decree will be
considered by the nation as an act hostile to the
country, and that the person who so offends
will be held responsible te all the rigor of the
laws : And finally, the Cortes declare, that the
%enerom nation whom they represent, will not
or a moment lay down their arms, or listen to
any proposition of an accommodation of what-
ever nature it may be, if it is not preceded by
the entire evacuation of the Spanish territory
by the armies which have so iniquitously in-

vaded it, since the Cortes, supported by the
