¢ 'The law of war interdicts all communi-
cation between our citizens and the subjeects
of the enemy : it renders void all their con-
tracts, and property, though purchased and
paid for, yet changes not its origingl charac-

ter, but may he captured and will be con-
demned as prize of war, This law also clothes;

with a hostile character every person domi-
ciled in either of the belligerent countries, al-
though he be in reality the subject of a neu-
tral power. Its residence for commercial pur-
poses gives him the character of the country
in which he resides; and by that character,
his property if captured, will be judged by a
prize court. It is only a neutral domiciled in

a neutral country that can during war import

goods from Great Britain into the United
States. The purchase must be made by him
1n good faith—for his own benefit—and with-

out any resident of either belligerent éountries

being in any way interested. Even his leav-

~schr of about 110 tons, which for beauty,

She was built near Rowley Green, one mile
and an half from the water. No object of
this nature and magnitude has ever created
. more speculation of opinion, than the building
of this vessel ; and it was generally conceived
that she could never be transported to her des-
tined element : But to the surprize of many
and joy ofall, on Monday last, she was star-
ted from her building place at about 10 o’clock
A. M. and befere 5, P. M. was landed at the
water’s edge. The whole apparatus ferthe
~operation was prepared under capt. P’s 1m-
~ mediate direction. She was borne by a set
of trucks, of four wheels each, about two feet
in height, and 16 inches broad.—These were
drawn by one hundred yokes of oxen, in four
strings—two of which were to the forward
trucks, and two attached to a cable prepared

AMISTICE AND PEACE.

In the present state of feverish and fretful
anxiety of the public mind, when every wind
that blows watts upon its wings the most in-
consistent rumors, it is almost a hopeless task
to attempt to fix public opinion upon any thing.
But the last report we have from the east

seems to be of a more threatening aspect than

any thing we have received for some time
past. If it be true that the remaining ports
in the United States are declared in a state

of 6/ockade, we may look out for any thing
rather than peace or armistice. Indeed, unless

Britain is prepared to abandon the practice of
impressments, we can lrave neither an armis-
tice nor peace. Not an arwmistice—because
eur government refused before to make one
with admiral Warren unless the exercise of
the pr.ctice of impressments was suspended
during the negotiations. Not peace—because
the main object of the war would not be at-
tained, unless the business of impressment was
satisfactorily arranged. We do not say that
the British government will be called upon to
surrender the abstract claim of right ; but we
do say, that the practical evils of impressment,
as heretofore affecting American citizens,
must be removed, or no truce or treaty can
be agreed to by our government, consistently
with its honor, or the rights and safety of the
nation. For how else could the government
Justity to the people the bloed which has been
shed, and the treasure which has been expend-
ed, since the rejection of Warren’s proposi-
tion to negotiate upon the basis of the repeal
of the orders in council only ?

It is therefore, we conclude, that no armis-
tice or peace can be made, unless Britain is
prepared to suppress the practice of  impress-
ments as affecting Americans. And whether
she be prepared for such a concession, must
depend upon the changes that have taken place
in her councils and affairs since the corres-
pondence with admiral Warren. Have her
councils become mere pacific? Are her affairs
in a worse condition ?

We call upon those who cry peace—peace,
to answer these questions, and to show where
is the evidence of these changes in British
councils and affairs. |

For our own part we treat as calumnious

 the imputation upon our government that it is

prepared to patch up a disgraceful peace, or
to retract the greunds upon/which war was
declared. Nothing but downright cowardice
and imbecility in/the administration could in-
duce such a course. Suppported as it<is by
the voice of the people, which was never loud-
erin faver of the war, and having at command
the inexhaustible sources of the country—this
1 no time to think of backing out—this is no
time for relaxation in the prosecution of the
contest. A dull war is, of all dull things, the
dullest. Activity, and enterprise, and energy,
give to war its attractions. The moment it is
suffered to languish—it dies. We therefore
look not to degrading submission. Peace is
unquestionably desirable—but can only be at-
tained by vigorous and active war. The more
anxiety we expressed for it, the least dispos-
ed will the enemy be ta grant it to us, unless
we pay for it the price of glorions achievement.
